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ICTs are not an end in themselves, but powerful tools to promote peace, security and
stability, to enhance democracy, social cohesion, good governance and the rule of

. law. They can, be ‘used to promote economic growth ard enterprise development
through ICT-supported productivity gains and applied innovations leading to decent
Wm&mmmﬂm Infrastructure devélopment,
humarn capacity building, information security and network security are critical to
achieving these goals.

We recognize that, to ensure that the beneﬁts of the Information Society are more

- evenly distributed between and within secieties, we must be particularly attentive to

the involvemment of workers, to the roles of women énd girls and to'the needs of older
persons, persons with disabilities, indigenous peoples, minorities, and other margin-
slized and vulnerable groups.

Our efforts will be enhanced by international cooperation at all levels to ixnpfove
coherence between national and international efforts for a truly global and concerted
approach to sharmg the beneﬁts of the Informat:on Soc1ety, and by efforts to promote
