Further to my circular letters DM-1180, DM-1177 and DM-1167, concerning the Third World Telecommunication Policy Forum (WTPF-01), I am pleased to confirm that the Forum will take place at the Geneva International Conference Centre (CICG) from 7-9 March 2001.
