Delegates, Heads of Delegation, ladies and gentlemen.

In the life of a public servant, there are few opportunities to enjoy the great honor of welcoming you, men and women coming from the whole world.

And I will recall this moment all my life.

As you all know, this is a very special year for Mexicans, since we are celebrating 200 years of independence and the 100 years since the Resolution.

You're welcome to share our joy, and where Mexico is concerned, the Government of President Calderón has established major projects in order to promote Telecommunications with which was an area that remained relatively stagnant for many years.

All these projects are rendering more dynamism and vitality to the sector.

Telecommunications have played a fundamental part in the development of Mexico.

It has a vast geographic territory is geographically diverse and has required an extensive use of telecommunications in order to consolidate its integration as a nation.

We recognize from the beginning of the 19th century the importance of communications and luminaries of our history like Benito Juarez considered it as a strategic development of the nation and established the tell graphic lines of the supreme Government.

Telegraph allowed us to communicate effectively with our neighbors in central and North America.

Later the undersea cables allowed us to communicate with more distant neighbors, and the world communicate so effectively that we are now members of the ‑‑ inhabitants of a global village and today, we welcome all our neighbors from that global village.

Our participation in the ITU has been a search for unity, particularly we have always defended interAmerican unity, ever guided by traditional principles of the respect for sovereignty and self‑determination of states.

Mexico has been a part of ITU since 1953.

More than half a century during which we were indeed Chairman of the Council on three occasions.

And we have worked on those changes, which have marked the most recent history of the ITU.

Many distinguished Mexicans have played a laudable part in those efforts.

I remember particularly the engineers like Jose Rafael Vargas, who represent the work and dedication and the clear example of the high quality of Mexican engineering.

I should like to congratulate the current incumbents of the Ministry engineers and professionals who are the most valuable resource which we ‑‑ our most valuable resource.

I would like to thank you all and recognize your contribution to the organization of this important event.

There will be days of hard work and we must all concentrate on the fundamental issues in the agenda, with a commitment to respect and understanding.

The issue of broadband is one of the most important challenges before us, as the best possible way to communicate, particularly in less developed countries.

We must also work in order to use the spectrum more efficiently.

And increase the penetration and the quality of communication services, and better exercise freedom of expression and cultural rights.

We must find coordination formulas for satellite networks, so that we can manage our communications at a global level more effectively.

In general terms, we must promote the efficient use of telecommunications and of ICTs.

These are currently the best tool available to international policy, through ICTs, the modern world has access to cultural education, health and well‑being.

We are sure that these days of work that diplomacy, respect, professionalism, knowledge.

The search for understanding, the search for solutions, and cooperation will be those values which will guide the delegates of the member countries of the ITU in order to achieve our goals.

I should like to conclude now recalling a phrase which was uttered by the delegation of my country.

In 1947 at the Plenipotentiary of Atlantic city.

During that debate, the Board of the Master register Mexico noted that on a global basis, and the only limitation to this is to belong to different nations.

The sentiment of solidarity, friendship and brotherhood, I would like to welcome you all to Mexico, and I wish you three very fruitful sentences of dialogue between nations.

Thank you, and welcome.

>> H. Zhao: Excellency, President from Mexico, Excellencies, ladies and gentlemen, it's my great honor to deliver to you the message from Mr. Ban ki‑Moon.

His message is as follows:

It is a pleasure to convey my greetings to all the participants in this conference.

For 145 years, the International Telecommunication Union has played a central role in the development of the global communications system, and for the past 60 years, the ITU has been an invariable member of the United Nations family.

From the birth of radio, satellite telecommunication and the Internet, the ITU has been at the forefront of connecting the world.

Today there are 5 billion mobile cellular subscriptions worldwide and almost 2 billion people online.

The work of the ITU is the Member States and its seated members.

Continuing to here how powerful the partnership can be when it is based on transparency, openness and cooperation.

But despite important headway in expanding the benefits of information and communication technology, there is much work ahead.

As was emphasized at the last Millennium Development Goals summit in New York.

While the digital divide has narrowed, it has far from disappeared.

We focus as we move ahead must be to harness the power.

Experience has shown that greater access to broadband technologies has made faster progress towards all the MDGs.

The Internet drives trade, commerce, and even education.

Telemedicine is improving health care, earth monitoring satellites are being used to address climate change issues, and green technologies are promoting cleaner cities.

Last month, the broadband Commission for digital development, a distinguished group of Government officials, businesspeople, and content developers brought together under the leadership of ITU and UNESCO, offered a blueprint and I look forward to working with all partners in bringing it life.

Your work in developing the next generation of communications networks, ensuring cybersecurity, and putting the power of ICT networks to good use in disaster relief and mitigation, is vital.

With the opening of the first ITU liaison office to the United Nations, our cooperation has grown even closer.

I look forward to strengthening our partnership, and I wish you the very best in your efforts to realize the greater potential of ICTs to generate economic progress for all.

>> H. Touré: Mr. President, Excellencies, ladies and gentlemen, let me first of all thank you, Mr. President, and thank the Mexican Government for the wonderful facilities made at our disposal here.

We'll be here for three weeks and I believe we're in very good hands and I'd like to thank you very much again.

I would like also to congratulate one of our Member States, Germany.

Today Germany is celebrating the 20th anniversary of the reunification.

I would like to congratulate them.

Allow me also ladies and gentlemen to welcome here in this room our 192nd Member State, the Democratic Republic of Timor‑Leste.

Mr. Chairman, Excellencies, distinguished delegates, ladies and gentlemen.

Before dealing with our work, I would like to recall two men who influenced the history of the ITU.

First of all, I'm sure that you will have heard of the sad death last February of Dr. Former ITU Secretary‑General from 1989 to January 1999.

Dr. Tarjanne believed that ICTs could change the world.

And was one of the first to declare the right to communication is a fundamental human right.

He was also a personal friend of many of you.

You will also certainly have heard of the death of Sir Donald Maitland in August.

Sir Donald chaired the independent Commission for worldwide telecommunications development which was established in 1983, the month of may.

And subsequent to the Nairobi Plenipotentiary Conference.

The report of that Commission which was published at the end of 1984 recognized ‑‑ was recognized as the missing link, but the Maitland report established the foundations for ITU‑T, the BDT, the telecommunications development Bureau.

Thanks to Sir Donald's work, we have almost achieved his dream of universal access to telephone.

Please let us have a minute of silence in their memory and in memory of their important contribution.

Thank you.

Ladies and gentlemen, starting today, and in the coming three weeks, Guadalajara will be the capital, the world capital, of ICTs.

It is an enormous pleasure and a rare privilege to be here today with you in the pearl of the West.

One of Mexico's principal cultural centers.

I believe that we will have not only three weeks of hard work, but I expect to hear mariachi music at its source, and to taste the many local specialties.

I should also like to thank the Governor of the state of Jalisco, Emilio González Márquez, for the extraordinary hospitality which he has extended to the ITU and its members.

I was able to personally meet the Government during the preparation for this conference, and he has converted me in a lover of Chivas.

Jalisco is not only known for its mariachis and Chivas, but is also recognized as Mexico's Silicon Valley.

There are many ICT companies and it is consequently the ideal place to hold the Plenipotentiary Conference of the ITU.

Ladies and gentlemen, I cannot stress enough the importance of the work that we are undertaking here in Guadalajara.

At the Plenipotentiary Conference of the ITU.

We are here not only to shape the future of the ITU but the future of all of the ICTs which today has tremendous repercussion on all other activity sectors of the economy of the world and influences the daily life of all the inhabitants of our planet to quote Mahatma Gandhi, the future depends on what we do today.

It depends on the capacity of our Member States to be to be able to have a vision to conclude agreements which will form a sound basis not only for the coming four years but for the coming decade.

We have made extraordinary progress in the last four years since I started in my functions in January 2009, the number of mobile phones has risen tremendously, 5 billion now and the Internet users have risen, so today almost 2 billion people have access to the Internet and by the end of this year the number of subscribers to broadband should reach 900 million.

This is transforming our daily and professional life, our leisure life.

It is transforming health, education, transport networks and the provision of public administration services.

It creates jobs, it stimulates growth and economic competition in the long term.

It contributes to speed up progress in achieving the Millennium Development Goals.

Ladies and gentlemen, who among us could have thought 25 years ago that the world would develop as quickly as it has.

We would have access to email, to the Internet, to a mobile phone, and that GPS systems would be able to guide us in the most distant of places that we would be able to generate more than 6 trillion SMSs every year and that we would be able to have barcodes in tins and supermarkets that will enable us to locate them very quickly.

These are incredible scenes that could only be imagined in science fiction in the past but they have become reality.

And partly they have become reality as a result of the work of the ITU, no negligible input.

We would not be able without it to have the frequency allocation and the spectrum that we would be able to hold communications in a world which is in constant motion and we're constantly connected, nevertheless.

The ITU has made it possible for technologies to converge and some of them would not have been elaborated without the ITU.

The world would not have been witness to such a spectacular change transformation in the field of Information Technology.

Let us be proud of the accomplishments that have been achieved but more importantly, let us be proud of the work we do here in Guadalajara, and the future accomplishments which will be achieved on the basis of the work we do over the next three weeks.

Here in Guadalajara.

We have the most extraordinary opportunity, perhaps a greater opportunity than has ever been offered to such a conference.

The opportunity for ITU to shape the future, and to bring the enormous social and economic benefits of ICTs to all the world's people.

Of the next three weeks, we will, of course, define the future shape of the union.

And I invite you all to do that in the spirit of ITU tradition, a tradition of consensus and transparency built over a proud history going back over 145 years.

We will put in place the strategic, financial and operational plans that ensure the successful functioning of our organization over the next four years.

But let us also take the time to dream, to imagine, to innovate, and, yes, to create a bright, long‑term future for the ICT sector.

A future that will make our children and our grandchildren proud of the work we did here in Guadalajara.

I'm very proud to have my two granddaughters here in this room.

Together, ITU's membership must take any necessary steps to reengineer and remodel our great organizations so that it can defend itself and meet any future challenges as successfully as it has met past challenges.

The ICT sector has demonstrated extraordinary resilience and has shown an ability to withstand external shocks in any way that even the financial sector failed to do.

Not only that the ICT sector has reliably churned out new technologies that leave one wondering whether someday, our scientists will run out of ideas.

Terrestrial networks are knocked down by disasters, satellite communications will take over and ensures continuity of service, following the birth of wi‑fi in Guaymas came LTE and its pico‑cells and now cloud computing reigns supreme.

This is how it should be, because technology is all about innovation and continuous creativity.

So ITU must continue to remain at the heart of the ICT sector, as we embrace a new era of converged applications and services.

ITU must be confident and proud that our work continues to make the ICT sector the solution, and not the problem.

That ICTs will continue to be one of the best ways we can help address the most pressing issues of our time, from financial and economic crises to environmental disasters and emergency situations, to monitoring and mitigating climate change.

These are big issues, and we will need to be bold and brave U organization, and to stand tall, if we are to achieve our full potential.

And I am absolutely confident that this is what we shall do.

Some may wonder how I can see into the future.

But I believe I can.

As the saying goes, "faith is to believe what you do not see.

The reward of your faith is to see what you believe."

>> E. Márquez: Mr. President of the United States of Mexico, Felipe Calderón Hinojosa, Secretary‑General of the ITU, Hamadoun Touré, Minister of Communication and Transportation of the Government of Mexico, Juan Francisco Molinar Horcasitas.

Minister of Foreign Affairs of the Government of Mexico, Patricia Espinoza.

Ministers, delegates, distinguished guests, ladies and gentlemen, the people of Jalisco are honored by the decision made by the ITU to hold its Plenipotentiary Conference in Guadalajara.

We will be able to support communities and inform the people on natural disasters and telecommunications and ICTs will also make the economic activity more effective and efficient, creating jobs and satisfying the needs of the population.

In Mexico, we are working under the leadership of President Felipe Calderón Hinojosa in order to achieve this vision and to build a country which is daily more prosperous for all Mexicans.

We are proud that Guadalajara has been the city where in coming days the future of telecommunications throughout the world will be determined with tremendous repercussions on the future of all mankind.

Telecommunications have an important role to play in this increasingly interconnected world in order to ensure that knowledge flows in all directions, and reaches the most isolated areas.

Participants in this conference of Plenipotentiaries are responsible for taking decisions which will encourage the proper development of telecommunications for the benefit of men and women of all nations.

I would like to thank the Ministry of Communications and transportation of the Government of the Republic under Minister Juan Molinar, the efforts undertaken in order to ensure this conference would be held in Guadalajara.

I would also like to thank Secretary‑General of the ITU, Hamadoun Touré, for his support in selecting this city as the headquarters of the conference.

I'm happy to greet the President of the Republic, and I'm most grateful he's honored with his presence at the inauguration of our conference.

I hope the results of this conference will bring us closer to a reality where telecommunications are an effective tool for peace and not for war, for development and not exploitation, for solidarity and not for subjection.

The unity of persons and not for their isolation.

I would like to congratulate all the participants and would like to express my best issues for the success of this international conference.

>> H.E. Felipe Calderón Hinojosa: Good morning, Dr. Hamadoun Touré, Secretary‑General of the ITU.

Welcome to Mexico, welcome to Guadalajara.

And thank you for placing your trust in our country in order to hold this Plenipotentiary conference which I am sure will be successful.

Emilio González Márquez. Governor of Jalisco, thank you for your hospitality and your support.

To this conference.

President of the Congress of the State, speaker of the State Parliament, the Commander of the 15th military area, distinguished members of the Cabinet, Heads of State, Ministers of telecommunications from the whole world.

I'm delighted to know that there are already 122 accredited delegations.

Members of the head table, legislators, delegates and Heads of Delegation, welcome to Mexico.

Friends, ladies and gentlemen.

You are of course welcome to Guadalajara.

I am delighted that in the Secretary‑General's intervention, he referred to a number of things which are of important product if you will of the State of Jalisco.

I hope during these three weeks, our friends will be able to enjoy the city of Guadalajara, and the beautiful scenery of the State, the region which is world heritage site, the agave growing region, and Puerto Vallarta.

In Jalisco we have really more than mariachis and tequila, and the ceramics.

I'm sure you'll have time to enjoy all those things, too.

In Jalisco, there are some of the most interesting things in Mexico.

Jalisco is the home of Ximena Navaretta, Miss Universe 2010.

Javier Hernandez, the new goalie for Manchester United is also from Jalisco.

Sergio Perez today is a Mexican Formula driver who is joining the Formula 1 team in 2011.

And I hope you'll forgive me to continue with a commercial but Jalisco has almost half of the Blackberries produced throughout the world.

It is manufactured in Mexico in Guadalajara.

In addition to many other telecommunications supply particularly ICT software, hardware, it is a state, it is a city, which is not only beloved but is also very productive and very hard‑working.

I hope you will enjoy your stay.

We have asked for the weather to improve.

It is an honor to welcome you on behalf of the people of Mexico representing so many different countries at this Plenipotentiary 2010 of the ITU.

Welcome to Mexico.

It is a country which is committed to telecommunications and my Government is a Government which is equally committed to telecommunications with access of the largest possible number of Mexicans to telecommunications in an atmosphere of coverage and convergence.

I should also like to thank the ITU and its Council, its management team, and Member States for having selected Mexico as the location for this conference.

Guadalajara is the ideal place to hold such a conference, because I have said it's one of the major cities not only in Mexico but of the entire Continent and which has a very modern infrastructure which you will enjoy in the coming weeks.

It is also very significant that we are meeting in a year when, like many countries of Latin America, Mexicans are celebrating 200 years of independence, 200 years of freedom, 200 years of pride in being Mexican.

During these two centuries, we have built a Democratic country, a country with free, fair elections, a country where there's freedom of assembly, of expression, a country with a solid economy, which had a growth of 7.6% in the second quarter of this year, a country with a stable economy, a country of which we can be proud.

With solid indigenous roots which is progressing quickly towards the future.

In 2010, we are also celebrating the centennial of the American revolution, the first socially motivated revolution in the world which considered most important the social rights or equity and justice.

100 years after that Resolution, it is clear that telecommunications are an indispensable tool to achieve that justice and equality, and our obligation is to guarantee that nobody is excluded, that everybody can have access to those new technologies, and that they can participate in that new revolution, the information revolution, and can democratically and freely enjoy freedom of expression.

In today's world, one of the principal obstacles to achieve equal opportunity, one of the major causes of inequality, is the digital divide, which separates those who have access to telecommunications and ICTs from those who do not have access to that technology.

Consequently, in Mexico, we're working very hard in order to reduce that digital divide N mobile telephony in the last five years, we have had a growth of more than 80%, from 45 telephones per 100 inhabitants in 2005 to 80 in June of this year.

Which has allowed us to achieve the goal we had established for 2012.

The number of Internet users has also grown in 2005.

There were 17 users per 100 inhabitants.

Today, the figure is more than 27%, which is a growth of nearly 60%.

Mobile telephony, 45 per 100 inhabitants.

We're now 78 users per 100 inhabitants.

In broadband, we have gone from one user per 100 in 2005, to more than 10 users in June of this year.

Telecommunications in Mexico are growing, expanding in order to better connect with the rest of the world.

Despite this progress, we are know that we are still far from the 37% penetration in broadband which is to be found in countries like Holland or Denmark, or the 140% of mobile telephony like Greece, Portugal or Russia.

My Government, already, is absolutely committed to telecommunications and to access in competitive and equal terms to ICTs.

In order to do this, we have undertaken a number of steps, steps which had not been taken in Mexico before in order to encourage the Telecoms market, and offer quality of service at a lower price to a larger number of consumers, users.

This strategy is the strategy of the three Cs:  Coverage, competence, competitiveness, and convergence.

First of all, we move transition to digital television by 6 years, and the analog black‑out which was originally expected in 2021 will now be in 2015.

I have already published a decree where the process of transition from analog to digital.

Mexico is aligned, therefore, with the remainder of countries in this transition, which will increase competition in the broadcast industry, which will improve signal quality, and will enrich content, as well as encouraging technological convergence and the growth of Telecom services.

The decree published last week also establishes ‑‑ establish a bidding system and make available to open for bids and make available to operators 108 megahertz in the 700 meg band which you know is the most valuable band for advanced mobile telephony.

In this way, Mexico is maintaining the proper path in order to respect the recommendations of the ITU regarding the spectrum available to users of these services.

Secondly, we are putting up forbids in order to increase competitiveness through the establishment of a new backbone in Mexico, 20,000 kilometers of optical fiber, for the network of the Federal electrical Commission represents not only increased income for the public sector from the rental paid for the optical fiber, but this will also allow the creation of a new backbone which will give us a third trunk network at the National level in order to provide broadband Internet services throughout the country.

This new backbone will be operational in the second half of next year, and that will increase competition between the suppliers of voice and data.

Thirdly, we have put up for bids radio electrical frequencies to important ones in particular in 1.7 and 1.9 gigahertz bands, and have made available to the market an additional 90 megahertz that is almost 60% more than the spectrum which was being used by mobile telephony to date.

We're extremely careful in the organization of this system.

We wanted to strengthen the market, increase competition, and we wanted to overcome the obstacles to entry into the Telecoms market in Mexico.

This is a process which has represented earnings for the country of $5 billion.

With this process, we have increased the spectrum available to operators, and have transformed the mobile telephony market in Mexico as we have gone from one then to two dominant operators, and we now have four National operators competing on an equal footing.

Fourthly, for more than 4 years, we have a digital portability system for mobile telephony which has allowed users to choose to change their service provider, and has allowed them to be more demanding as to the quality of service, and the amount paid for those services.

These measures will allow us to consolidate the Telecoms market which over the last five years has grown at a rate of almost 10%.

In the same manner, this contributes to increasing the penetration of services particularly in rural areas and in the poorest regions.

We have also initiated a process whereby Mexico will place into orbit three new satellites which will be important for security, but also for the full use of the L‑band to which Mexico has access, and to allow the most remote communities to receive telecommunications services.

We are also negotiating with the current licensees of the 2.5 band in order to convert use of that band in a WiMAX supplier in the principal cities of the Republic and we hope to encourage access to Internet services.

Dear friends, as you can see, the Government of Mexico is working hard in the area of telecommunications which had really remained more or less untouched until very recently.

We want to offer to Mexican consumers Telecoms services of high quality and a lesser cost.

We know that this is not enough to bridge the digital divide, and as a Government, we're also working on coverage and social connectivity.

We have contracts with companies in the area in order to provide both public telephone services and home‑based fixed telephony as well as Internet in more than 11,000 towns and villages, with more than 500 ‑‑ between 500 and 2500 inhabitants.

We're also providing community telephony to even smaller towns and villages with between 100 and 500 inhabitants, which has Ben fitted another 4 million Mexicans and we're developing new projects to provide broadband to users with limited means.

Through the social coverage networks, the e‑Mexico system provides Telecom services to more than 122 schools and universities, 24,000 health centers, which has allowed us to have a distant consultation for isolate communities and almost 10 Government offices.

All this is a very important step to ensure social connectivity.

The Government of Mexico is working so that those who have least will have access to telecommunications, will have access fairly to television, to radio, to telephony and also to Internet, which will allow them to participate in their personal development, the development of their country, through ICTs.

Ladies and gentlemen, once again, I give you a heartfelt welcome to Mexico and to Guadalajara.

I would like to thank you for being here.

Thank you on behalf of the people of Mexico.

I hope that you will take the decisions which will strengthen telecommunications across the world and will encourage and facilitate their use, particularly amongst the most vulnerable people of Mexico and of the world.

ICTs are the basis upon which we can build more just, more equal Mexico, more just world, and these will serve as a platform for development.

I am sure that with this meeting, which among other things will seek to strengthen the organization itself and to consolidate the part it plays, and I'm sure that we will achieve that great goal that is a better world where we communicate better, where nobody is excluded from access to ICTs.

Welcome.

I wish you well.

In this beautiful city of Guadalajara, I'm delighted to formally inaugurate on this day the 4th of October 2010, at 12:05 the conference of Plenipotentiaries of the ITU, and wish you every success.
