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>> F. Borjón: Good afternoon, ladies and gentlemen.

The session is called to order.

We are now going to undertake the third round of elections for the Post of Director.

Please could the technicians please check?

Greece appears to have problems with its microphone.

Could you check the Greek Delegation's microphone?

Thank you.

As all of you will be aware, we're very busy this afternoon.

We have a lot of things we have to do.

As I say, we first have to deal with the third round of voting for the Post of Director of the Telecommunications Development Bureau.

However, there are other things we have to do this afternoon which remain pending.

A very well deserved congratulations to Mr. Rancy, for a start.

France indicated to me the general feeling I think that this was a very good election for everybody, and I think the main winner from the elections is basically the International Telecommunication Union.

It's the Union itself which is the main winner from this process.

Now I said there were various things we had to do this afternoon, and that is the case.

We have some Policy Statements which still remain to be made by I believe 6 countries.

And those are going to be made while the count is underway.

Now, basically, I'm going to need your support and cooperation this evening to ensure that we do all the things we have to do, and that we do them in the following order:

First of all, we shall elect a Director of the Telecommunications Development Bureau, this is obviously the most important thing we have to do and therefore it will be first task that we carry out.

Secondly, once that has been done, and while the counting of the vote is underway, we shall listen to the Policy Statements to which I referred a moment ago.

Once those policy statements have been delivered, we will be able to move on to offering congratulations to those who have been elected, if time so permits.

I would like to remind you that all this will be while the counting of the votes is going on.

Once the votes have been counted, we will announce the result of the vote, and then further congratulations can be offered depending upon the outcome of that process.

That is the plan for the work we are to do this afternoon.

I'd like to thank you in advance for your participation in and cooperation with what is obviously a very important process.

So with that, I'd like to move on to the first item, the third round of voting for the election of the Director of the Telecommunications Development Bureau.

As we have done previously, we shall distribute ballot papers so that you can vote.

We just have one ballot paper given that we are electing a candidate to fill just one Post.

I'd like to remind all of us of the three candidates who are still there.

You will find their names on the ballot paper which is about to be distributed to you.

As was done yesterday, as well, I'd like to tell you that there are 4 Voting Stations, on my right and on my left up at the front here.

On the right and at the left towards the back of the hall.

We will indicate to you where you should be going to deposit your ballot paper.

I believe the details of that are actually in document number 91.

We will also have the support of 5 tellers.

All of you will know who they are.

I'm going to ask them now to be kind enough to take their places.

They are from the Dominican Republic, Mr. Socrates Martinez to go to your Post.

From the Netherlands, Mr. Chris van Diepenbeck, if you could take your place, Sir.

From the Russian Federation, Mr. Nikolay Varlamov.

Mr. Badaouy from Chad, and Mr. Utairatanakit from Thailand.

If you could take your places on the podium, we would thank you.

Then and in accordance with procedure I'd like to ask the Chairman from Committee 2 to be kind enough to tell us about any other question relating to the granting of proxy votes between one Delegation and another, if such information there is.

Could I give the floor to the Chairman of Committee 2, please?

Mr. Kisrawi, Syrian Delegation.

You have the floor.

>> N. Kisrawi:  No change in the distribution before lunch.

We still have 2 requests for proposing as we have announced it this morning, and we have nothing more than Australia having the Vanuatu vote and the other having the Andorra.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you very much, Mr. Kisrawi, the Chairman of Committee 2.

We're taking due note of the transfer of power from Vanuatu to Australia, and from Andorra to San Marino.

I remind you, please tick the box with the pen that you were given for this process, which kindly keep for the next election of the radiocommunications, and the Board elections.

The document is blue.

You are kindly asked to fill in the document before you go to the Voting Station.

I'd like to remind you that once the election starts, it cannot be interrupted, except for a point of order related to a matter having to do with the vote, perhaps a mistake that needs a change in the ballot paper.

I remind you that the placard of point of order is the yellow one, with a black square in the middle.

I'd like to say that I'm going to repeat this in English.

What you have to do is you have to put an X, remember an X, in the corresponding box, to the candidate that you have elected.

I'll say it in English.

You have to put an X in the square box for the candidate of your election.

I'm sorry I used the three languages.

I'd like to emphasize that you have to put an X in the box when you're voting for your candidate.

I'd like to ask the ‑‑ whether the document has already been distributed.

Is anyone missing the document?

Very well, then, we are now starting the voting process.

I am asking for the doors to be closed.

Nobody can come into the hall now.

As you know, if you need to go out, you may but you cannot come back to the room until the Ballot Boxes have gone to the green room.

Please read the instructions carefully.

Mr. President, Excellencies, Secretary‑General of ITU, and other elected officials of ITU, distinguished Delegates, ladies and gentlemen, in the first place, I take this opportunity to congratulate the International Telecommunication Union for successfully convening of the 2010 Plenipotentiary conference here in Guadalajara.

Let me also express my sincere appreciations to the Government of Mexico and people of Guadalajara for the excellent arrangements made for hosting this event, and for the warm hospitality extended to the participants.

Mr. President, I also take this opportunity to congratulate you for your election as President of this conference.

I also take this opportunity to congratulate Dr. Hamadoun Touré, Mr. Zhao, Mr. Malcolm Johnson, and Mr. François Rancy for the election to Secretary‑General, Deputy Secretary‑General, Director TSB and Director BR, respectively.

Mr. President, on behalf of the people of Pakistan, I take this opportunity to express our sincere gratitude to ITU and the world community for extending immediate assistance for flood relief operations in Pakistan during the recent floods in the country.

ITU has not only mobilized communication equipment for relief operations, but also immediately launched a special fund for the rehabilitation of telecommunication and ICT infrastructure in the flood‑affected areas.

It is heartening to report that telecommunication infrastructure and sources got restored when 1/5 of the country was under water.

Mr. President, the ITU since its inception has played a pivotal role in promoting dialogue and developing consensus on critical issues concerning the development of the global telecommunication sector.

As we complete the first decade of the millennium, the convergence of technologies has already brought about radical changes not only to the structure and nature of the telecommunications sector itself, but also the economic and social well‑being of the people the world over.

The process of globalization which was initiated at the end of the last century, seems to be entering into an interesting phase.

The dream of world as a global village interconnected and existing as one organic whole is about to be realized.

After the industrial revolution, it seems ICT and telecommunications revolution is bound to benefit the world many‑fold.

Investments in this sector would cause multi effects in the social as well as economic communities.

At this juncture, the questions which need answers are whether or not we are ready to meet the new challenges.

Do we have enough requisite capacity to address all the issues which future times would bring to the fore?

Have we covered the technological lags and gaps existing between various countries and regions?

I'm afraid not.

In my previous address to the ITU Council last fall, 2009 in Geneva, I tried to sensitize the Delegates about emerging issues vis‑a‑vis the capacity issues being faced by the developing countries.

I suggested that ITU may act as a coordinator to share the best practices and successful outcomes pertaining to the sector.

Besides, it may help some countries to evolve the requisite protocols, mechanisms, processes and policies to deal with such issues and I reiterate and underscore some impelling needs of the developing countries.

Mr. President, in Pakistan, we have a growing and vibrant telecom sector with more than 105 million people having access to telecom services, with overall teledensity of about 64%.

This number was not over 4 million when we entered the new millennium.

The immense contribution of just access to communication is evident from the growth and socioeconomic benefits the telecommunications sector is providing to the people.

Government of Pakistan is committed through its Universal Service Fund program to extend basic telephony in general and proliferation of broadband services in particular to the far flung areas of the country.

Program is being cited as a role model the world overdue to our transparent policies Pakistan has been declared as a center of excellence in policy and regulation by the ITU.

Pakistan is doing a great job by offering programs to the fellow members countries.

It's making a positive contribution towards developing a knowledge economy which is our ultimate dream.

Pakistan remains firmly committed to cooperating with the ITU members in our struggle to bridge the digital divide, especially between the urban and rural areas.

More over, such commitment is based on a realization that by elevating the living standards of the people in the rural areas only can we achieve a better future for all.

Moreover, we are optimistic that future developments in the telecommunication and ICT industry will generate new opportunities for capital economic development.

Mr. President, Governor of Pakistan has great importance to the activities of the ITU.

We wish to express our commitment to the international telecommunity that we would continue to contribute meaningfully to the ITU in the future and we hope that international telecommunity would repose confidence in our constructive work and support our candidature for ITU Council as well as our candidate for the RRB, Mian Muhammad Javed. 

Let me introduce a veteran Telecom professional who played a dynamic role in developing the Telecom infrastructure as well as institutions in Pakistan.

I assure you, Mr. President, my Delegation would work in the spirit of mutual cooperation and would do the utmost to achieve the greatest good of the greatest number.

Jamaica is dedicated to the use of Information Communication Technologies to drive development, increase knowledge and meet the challenges of our time.

Since becoming a Member State of the ITU in 1963, Jamaica has been committed to the best uses of Information and Communications Technologies for the advancement of Jamaicans and the people of the world.

In the early 1980s, Jamaica implemented structural reform aimed at fostering private sector activity and increasing the role of market forces in resource allocation.  

Importantly, liberalization of the telecommunications industry was achieved in 1999, the success of which has resulted in a total teledensity rate in excess of 100%, indicating near universal access to voice telephony.

Further, Jamaica now boasts a robust and advanced telecommunications infrastructure which includes a 100% digital telecommunications network, extensive 3G and WiMax broadband coverage, multiple satellite uplinks, a submarine fibre optic transmission ring around the island and multiple international submarine cable links.

We are now processing new applications for international fibre cable landing facilities.  

These milestones are important in the journey to achieving one of the outcomes of Jamaica's Vision 2030, that is, to have a technology enabled society to the benefit of all aspects of  national development.

Success to date has allowed Jamaica to play a leading role in advancing the ICT Agenda in the Caribbean.

Mr.Chairman, ITU Secretary General and Distinguished Delegates, it is indeed our great honor to attend the ITU's Plenipotentiary Conference in Guadalajara, the pearl city of Mexico.

On behalf of the Government of Mongolia, I would like to thank the Government of Mexico and the Ministry of Communications and Transportation of Mexico for hosting this conference by being committed to the world nations to gather together for making the ITU's mission dedicated to bring the benefits of ICT to all the world's inhabitants a reality.

As Mongolia is marking its 90th anniversary of the modern communications development in 2011, and although our country's first communication system as known "the Horse relay" has 775 years back history, the Government of Mongolia keeps to maintain the ICT as one of the most promising sectors of Mongolia.

Given this importance, efforts have been taken to increase network capacity and overall national internet bandwidth, to reduce tariffs and costs, to achieve objectives for universal access and computerization for all and to establish national data center due to successful implementation of the national program "E‑Mongolia."

Mongolia has made considerable  progress in developing its information and communications infrastructure in recent years, particularly in the availability of modern basic service and cellular services.

The number of cellular subscribers grew from 1800 in 1996 to 2.2 million in 2010, and the mobile telephony density per 100 inhabitants reached 92.2%.

Eventually, not only the basic services, but also ICT have penetrated into almost all sectors of the economy and society of Mongolia.

Further to promote ICT penetration into the lives of our people, a number of programs namely "National program to establish Registration and Information Unified system", National program to ensure Information security, programs on e‑learning, telemedicine, content development and the project to placing mailing boxes in every household have been initiated and in the course of action.
