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>> F. Borjón: Good morning, ladies and gentlemen.

We will now begin our session.

Today we will begin. 

Today 11th of October.

May I ask you to kindly take your seats.

We'll begin our plenary session of October the 11th where we have many important issues that concern everybody.

So I would appreciate if you could please take your seats as soon as possible in order to have the proper conditions to proceed.

Ladies and gentlemen, please take your seats.

Thank you very much.

I hope you had a nice weekend, particularly a nice Sunday.

I hope you had some rest.

I, for one, saw some of you in Chapala after the Kuwait meeting.

Enjoying a nice sunny day by the lake, or in Ajijic, which is a very pretty place.

I am glad to see that we had time to take a rest, relax, and be ready for the very important work we have to do this week and next week.

As you know, today we shall have the elections first of the RRB.

The RRB.

And then the Council.

Many of you have been lobbying.

You have offered nice receptions and you have been sharing your ideas with others.

I'd like to thank the receptions that we had on Friday, in particular, because I did not have a chance to thank you.

Pakistan, Indonesia, the Philippines, Japan, Romania on Friday.

And Nigeria and Uganda on Saturday.

And yesterday's by Kuwait.

I'd like to thank them all.

I'd like to thank all those who have given us receptions.

[ Applause ]

Malaysia is offering coffee break today.

Before we start, I'd like to cordially congratulate Canada.

Today is Thanksgiving in Canada.

It's a very important date for Canada.

Congratulations, Canada.

Also we'd like to express our solidarity with Chile because of the work that is being done to rescue the miners.

Fortunately, the machine is getting there and very soon with the solidarity of all countries, together with the Chilean people we'll soon be seeing those miners out.

[ Applause ]

We will now proceed first to adopt or to approve the agenda you have before you, document PP10/ADM/36, with the draft agenda.

Election of the members of the Radio Regulations Board, and the election of the members of the Council.

These are the most important items today.

I put to your consideration the approval of the agenda.

Very well, then, it's adopted.

Next we'll proceed to the election of the members of the RRB.

To begin with, you will be given a ballot.

Before that, we're going to proceed to the election of the RRB first and then the vote of the Council.

We will have the procedure that we had last week for Voting Stations.

One of them to my right, the other one to my left, in the rear of the hall to my right and to my left.

We're going to have new tellers.

It is a new election process.

We have Cuba.

In Voting Station Number 1.

Could Cuba please come up front so that we all know you already, but then could you please come up front.

Mr. Carlos Martinez.

From Cuba.

From Denmark, Mr. Morten Uhrskov.

Mr. The Czech Republic, Mr. Peter Ondracek.

From Tanzania ‑‑ Mr. Martinez, could you please come up front.

Everybody knows you already, however.

From the Czech Republic, Mr. Peter Ondracek.

From Tanzania, Mr. Victor Nkya.

And from Korea, Mr. Hyong Jun Kim.

Would you kindly come up front.

So we have all the tellers, you know them.

We're going to ask them to kindly go to the Voting Stations.

Cuba, Carlos Martinez, Voting Station Number 1.

Denmark, Mr. Morten Uhrskov, Voting Station Number 2.

Czech Republic, Mr. Peter Ondracek will be with us in the podium.

Mr. Nkya from Tanzania will go to Voting Station Number 3, and from Korea, Mr. Hyong Jun Kim will go to Voting Station Number 4.

Thank you very much for your help.

And you have received document 91 rev 1 where you will be able to check the station where you have to vote.

This is the same that happened last week.

I'd now like to give the floor to the Chairman of Committee number 2, Mr. Kisrawi to inform us if there are any transfers of power or proxy from one Delegation to another.

Syria has the floor.

>> N. Kisrawi: Chairman, the situation today is the following:  A new transfer of powers from Samoa to New Zealand, I repeat from Samoa to New Zealand, as it appears in document 100 has been received in addition to the transfers of powers already announced by van Watt the to Australia document 82 and from Andorra to San Marino, document 94, one proxy has been given by Panama to El Salvador, document 99.

This is the situation as of this morning, Chairman.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you very much, Mr. Kiswari for that information.

We take due note for the transfer of powers from Samoa to New Zealand.  

As the Chairman of Committee 2 told us, this is a new situation apart from the one from Vanuatu to Australia and from Andorra to San Marino, and also a proxy given by Panama to El Salvador.

Before we proceed to the vote, I'd like remind you that the ballot paper is a bit more complex.

This will be distributed.

Please don't vote now.

Can you please wait for a moment.

We're going to ask the Secretariat to kindly show us the ballot paper.

I insist, please wait a minute, do not vote.

Edmund, can we show the ballot paper?

Thank you.

I'd like to highlight that this is a more complex ballot paper, where, as you can see, you can identify the regions and the candidates from those regions.

Your vote will be with an X, the letter X, in the box that corresponds to your chosen candidate.

Please don't go outside that box.

Because this is going to be processed with a computer, electronically, so that the process can be faster.

So just write down an X, don't go beyond that box, and do it clearly.

I'd also like to tell you that the region has the letter of the region, and the number of seats.

Region 2 has 2 candidates, two seats, I'm sorry, region B has 4 candidates, but it only has two seats.

Remember that if you vote for more places than the number of seats you have, the vote for that region will not be valid, so do not go beyond the number of seats.

If you choose to vote for less seats, for instance, in one region, just for one seat or for none, there's no problem.

The problem would be to go beyond the number of seats of that region.

If you go beyond the number of seats in a region, your vote will not be valid, and that will certainly be a shame.

Please be very careful when you fill out the forms.

You will see the letter for the region, the names of the candidates, and the number of seats.

Please put an X.

Thank you very much, Edmund, I think that we can now continue.

I'd like to remind you that as soon as I tell you that the elections are started, the room will be closed and nobody can come in.

As we have done before, once the boxes are taken to the green room next door, we can, of course, can go out or come back in or go to the coffee break.

I'd like to ask you whether you have your ballot paper.

Is anybody missing a ballot paper?

Pakistan, please.

>> Representative From Pakistan:  I need the ballot paper because it has been sort of, you know, spoiled.

I would prefer to have a new one.

Thank you very much.

>> F. Borjón: Can I ask members of the Secretariat to give a ballot paper to Pakistan.

Guatemala, you have the floor.

Guatemala, please?

>> Representative From Guatemala:  We don't have a ballot paper, Sir.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: May I ask members of the Secretariat to give a corresponding ballot paper to Guatemala.

Armenia?

>> Representative From Armenia:  Thank you, distinguished Chairman.

Good morning.

If the ballot papers have been distributed, well, unfortunately our Delegation did not get a ballot paper.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: May I ask the members of the Secretariat to give a ballot paper to Armenia.

Lesotho, please.

>> Representative From Lesotho:  I already received what I wanted.

I just wanted to have a pen.

Thank you.

>> Representative From Niger:  We haven't received a ballot paper yet.

>> F. Borjón: Could we ask the members of the Secretariat to help us here?

It seems that everybody else has already received a ballot paper.

We're now going to start the elections.

I'd like to ask members of the Secretariat to close the hall.

I remind you, put an X.

Do not go beyond the box.

Please close the doors.

We're starting the election.

It cannot be interrupted except for a point of order, a point of order, you call it with the yellow placard, the yellow placard with the black box in the middle.

So may now proceed to your vote.

To my left, is there a point of order?

No?

No point of order?

Very well, then.

Thank you.

Could you remember, you were given a pen to vote.

Please use the pen you were given, and as the Secretary of the plenary said, that pen is very important.

I remind you that we're going to use electronics to process the information in computerized systems.

Therefore, it is very important for you to use that particular pen, because thus we may conclude the counting of the vote, and we may go on to the election of the Council members.

A point of order?

Could you please press the button?

Can't see you, I'm sorry.

Can you press the button?

I can't see you from here.

Could you please push the button?

Kuwait?

>> Representative From Kuwait:  Thank you, just to change the paper.

It's okay now.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you very much, Kuwait.

It seems that everybody has finished.

May I remind you ‑‑ I'm sorry, Trinidad and Tobago, do you have a point of order?

>> Representative From Trinidad and Tobago:  May I have a pen, please?

>> F. Borjón: Thank you.

The pen is very important.

May I ask Secretariat member to give a pen to Trinidad and Tobago for them to have the corresponding pen?

I'd like to remind you that if you have a point of order, please raise your yellow placard with that black box in the middle.

Qatar, is that a point of order?

>> Representative From Qatar:  Request a pen, please, Mr. President.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you, Qatar.

Member of the Secretariat, could you please help us?

I'm not sure, somebody just in front of me was raising their placard.

Oman?

>> Representative From Oman:  Can we get a pen, please?

>> F. Borjón: Thank you very much.

Could members of the Secretariat give a pen to Oman?

I can't see very well.

I'm very sorry in spite of my glasses, I can't see very well.

Could you please press the button?

Congo?

>> Representative From Congo:  Thank you, Chairman.

We do have a pen, but we don't know if it's the right one.

[ Applause ]

>> F. Borjón: Well, I hope that you've got the right one but the Secretariat will help you out here.

Thank you for the clarification.

And by the way, do keep the pen for the next election.

It's going to help us to ‑‑ thank you very much, all of you who have asked for the right pen.

I don't see any more people asking for the floor.

I'd like to remind you that voting can only be interrupted by a point of order.

That's the only way in which we can interrupt our elections.

I don't see anybody else asking for a point of order, so we will continue with the process.

I'm going to ask the Secretary of the Plenary to kindly help us with this voting process.

Thank you.

>> D. Bogdan: Thank you very much, Mr. Chairman and good morning, ladies and gentlemen.

I think at this point everybody has a ballot paper.

Everyone has their pens and everyone knows to mark with an X.

I shall now call out the list of Member States having the right to vote in French alphabetical order within each voting block by group of 10.

In addition to the ballot papers, you may wish to refer to the document containing the designation of Member States by Voting Station, which is document 91, rev 1.

So that Delegations can see where the four Voting Stations are located, I would ask the staff at each of those stations to please hold up the Ballot Box in the air in consecutive order from 1 to 4.

You will see that the Ballot Boxes are transparent, and are obviously empty.

Thank you for going there.

I'm sorry, could you please take your seats, gentlemen, so we can carry on with this procedure?

Thank you very much.

I think we all want to congratulate everybody but I would appreciate if you could please sit down.

Please.

I'm sorry to be pushing on time but as you know, time is a very valuable asset and we're trying to make the best use of it.

We're already taking the some time of Committee 5 and Committee 6 so I really appreciate if we can carry on with this procedure.

So please, I would appreciate if you can really sit down so we can have the required order for this procedure.

Thank you very much.

I'm going to change languages.

I'm going to speak my native language, my mother tongue.

I'd like to remind you that you have received a list which is document 91 Rev 1, with the Voting Station that corresponds to your country.

I'd like to remind you also that precisely because of the decision we made in this very assembly during the Plenary session of Tuesday, the number of seats for the Council is 48.

You will remember that the extra seat goes to the region of the Americas that will have 9 seats, and the other one is for region E, Asia and Australasia.

They will have 13 seats.

Australasia.

So in toting 40 seats.

Now I'd like to give the floor to Mr. Kisrawi, the Chairman of Committee 2 credentials, who will be telling us about the transfer of powers or proxies.

Please, Mr. Kisrawi, you have the floor. 

Mr. Kisrawi, you have the floor.

Mr. Kisrawi, are you in the room?

Yes?

Mr. Kisrawi, you are have the floor.

>> N. Kisrawi:  I was in the room and gave you the situation was the same as this morning.

Nothing have been changed after my statement this morning.

And there is no change, Chairman.

We have the same situation as I read it for you this morning, Chairman.

Do you want me to repeat it?

It's well known to you now.

Thank you. 

>> F. Borjón: Thank you very much, Mr. Kisrawi.

Yes, we do remember.

But I'd like to repeat it if it is agreeable to you.

As said before, the Chairman of Committee 2 mentioned that there is a new case of transfer of powers, the new case is Samoa to New Zealand.

As transfer of powers.

We'd like to reiterate that transfer of powers from Vanuatu to Australia in document 82, and from Andorra to San Marino in document 94.

We also have a proxy given to El Salvador by Panama in document 99.

Now I'd like to ask the Secretariat to start distributing the ballot papers that we will be using in this election of Council members.

I'd like to ask you to kindly not vote yet, to give time for the ballot papers to be distributed, and in the screen, you will see the number of seats that correspond to each region, and we may remind you some of the items of the elections.

Could we please show the ballot paper on the screen?

For everybody to see.

Thank you very much.

Council ballot, please.

Council ballot.

This is the RRB one.

So could you please show us the Council ballot?

Thank you.

Meanwhile, I'd like to remind you that you have to mark with an X, the letter X, in the corresponding box of the candidate, the country that is a candidate.

As you can see, for Region A, we have candidates several, 9 seats.

I'd like to remind you again that you may vote for a number under 9, or 9.

You may not exceed the number of seats.

If for instance in region B you vote region B that has 9 seats and you vote for 9, then you're going to void the vote, because you only have 8 seats.

You can vote for 8 or less than 8.

I remind you, please use the pens that were given to you beforehand.

And I see that somebody has asked for the floor.

We have not begun the election vote, so I'm going to give you the floor.

China, please.

>> Representative From China:  Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

The Chinese Delegation would like to change the ballot, please.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: The Secretariat, please, we need a ballot paper for China.

On behalf of Delegation of Nigeria, I bring you greetings from our President, His Excellency Goodluck Jonathan, and the good people of Nigeria.

I wish to commend the Government and good people of the United Mexican States and in particular the State of Jalisco, as well as the ITU Secretariat for the excellent arrangements and hospitality at this conference.

Let me at the outset congratulate Timor‑Leste as the latest member of ITU family and look forward to close collaboration with the new member.

I would also like to congratulate Dr. Hamadoun Touré for his re‑election as Secretary‑General, and congratulate Mr. Houlin Zhao, Mr. Malcolm Johnson, Mr. François Rancy and Mr. Brahima Sanou for their elections to the posts of Deputy Secretary‑General and Directors of three Bureaus, respectively.

Mr. Chairman as you're aware Nigeria is celebrating its 50th independence anniversary this year.

May I use this opportunity to thank all the countries that congratulated and showed solidarity to Nigeria.

There was a little unfortunate incident for which many of you conveyed condolences right here during the ongoing conference.

We deeply appreciate it and assure all Delegates that the Government and good people of Nigeria are leaving no stone unturned to bring the perpetrators to book.

It is worthy to note that ICT is helping Nigerian security agencies in their investigations.

I assure you that Nigeria is a safe country for you to visit and do business.

Nigerian Government remains committed to protecting the lives and property within its territory.

Mr. Chairman, the Government of Nigeria is conscious of the role that adequate communications services can play in National development and is therefore committed to the provision of modern communications infrastructure and facilities.

Nigeria has become one of the fastest growing countries in ICT in the world.

The telecommunications sector has grown from a mere $50 million foreign direct investment in 2000 to over 40 billion private investment today.

Subscribers lines have moved from the modest state of less than 500,000 fixed and 25,000 mobile telephone lines in 2001 to over 81 million active subscriber lines in 2010.

The Nigerian Government recognizes that broadband is an accelerated social and economic development in modern world with huge benefits.

Such as public and National safety, application services in e‑government, e‑health, e‑commerce, and distance learning.

Nigeria has therefore initiated several projects aimed at accelerating the use of broadband services in Nigeria.

Submarine cable line authorization was issued to three operators and one is currently professional thus making bandwidth prices more affordable.

It has equipped and second over 5,000 secondary schools and over 1,000 tertiary institutions with computers.

The Federal Government of Nigeria will be launching another disaster monitoring satellite and has a comprehensive rural telephony scheme are assure we're connected by 2015.

Distinguished Delegates, the Nigerian Government has set the target of 2012 for switchover from analog to digital terrestrial broadcasting to meet up with the deadline of 2015 given by ITU.

In recognition of the need to have adequate manpower, the Federal Government established digital bridge institute in 2004 which now offers a broad range of professional training and academic classes, seminars and workshops.

In a bid to ensure an enabling environment on a continuous basis, Nigerian current Telecom policy is being reviewed to achieve a more robust communications policy that embraces convergence and other global developments in the ICT sector.

Nigerian Government is committed to partnering with ITU in establishing e‑library in Africa.

In this regard, President Jonathan has approved the sum of 1.9 million U.S. dollars as Nigeria's contribution.

In addition Nigeria proposes to offer the digital bridge institute as center of excellence to ITU.

Mr. Chairman, Nigerian Government joined ITU in 1960 and has been participating actively in all its activities.

Nigeria is a member of ITU Council and also Vice Chair of TDAG and ITU Arab Study Groups 3, 4, 5 and 6.

Our own Delegate was elected and reelected as a member of the Radio Regulations Board and he had the privilege to serve as the Board Chairman.

I sincerely thank you your in opportunity for Nigeria to serve as a member of Council and the RRB.

Nigeria intends to contribute more to the work of ITU and support the dynamic work of the Secretary‑General Dr. Hamadoun Touré and his team.

In particular, we congratulate Mr. Valery Timofeev for his excellent contribution to the work of ITU, and a person who has contributed immensely to the work of RRB.

It is also noteworthy that Nigeria is one of the highest contributors to ITU in the African region, and we continue to contribute towards the development of the Union.

In this regard, we reaffirm our level of contributions at 2 units.

Once again, in conclusion, I congratulate all the elected officials and the RRB members, and congratulate in advance members of Council whose election results will soon be announced.

Thank you for listening.

[ Applause ]

>> F. Borjón: Thank you very much, Nigeria, for your Policy Statement and congratulations again for your independent state.

By the way, forgive me because I missed to congratulate as well the Fiji Islands I believe it was ‑‑ it's 40th Anniversary of Independence yesterday.

So, Fiji, please, congratulations.

Now, I will request the Chairman of Committee 5, 6, the working group of the Plenary to give us a brief report, status report of where we are standing so everybody can know what we're doing right now.

Once again to Committee 5 and 6 my apologies for taking your time.

So, Committee 5.

Chairman, Mr. Riehl from Switzerland, you have the floor. 

>> F. Riehl:  I'll give you a very brief presentation of the work undertaken by Com 5.

As you said, this morning.

The Com 5 is one that doesn't have a lot to do, but we have done a bit regardless we still have quite a lot that remains to be done.

There are two major issues I'd like to highlight.

Relates to ITR the International Telecommunications Regulations.

The other is the item on the ITU stable instruments.

The first of these issues ITRs we set up an ad hoc group chaired by Russia.

The mandate given to that group was as I'm told by my Canadian colleague, which was to collect all of the proposals, to compile them in to merge them in to some way to a single resolution.

There was one meeting of this group held on Saturday and another should be held today.

The report from that ad hoc working group then will be given tomorrow to Com 5 at its Plenary session.

Though, on the other issue I wanted to highlight that of the stable instruments here we set up a working group chaired by a Doctor from Iran.

Two draft resolutions.

We have already reached consensus on one point and that is, that in order to ensure that we have stable instruments for the forthcoming Plenipotentiary, PP14 we are going to have a Council working group that will be open to all members.

The working group should propose to Com 5 detailed procedure to be followed in order to attain the objective of a stable constitution.

Very briefly I'd like to refer to a few other points.

On the issue of the date for elections and the submission of the Credentials Committee report here we have decided to make no change.

As for the number of members of the RRB again we decided no change.

And at present, we are involved in informal discussions on co‑defined rules of procedure on the issue of the number of Member States in Council and the se quest of elections.

That brings me to what I wanted to say.

Thank you, Chairman.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you very much.

Very, very specific concise and concrete intervention.

Thank you very much for that.

Now everybody is aware of what is happening just in case we were not.

I encourage you to participate at Committee 5 which is a very important Committee as the rest are.

But the work is going and we are achieving progress in the stability of the documents, our fundamental documents.

Thank you, Mr. Real.

I was mentioning that I know that you have a lot of work to do but maybe you can really look at how we could ease on the general rules maybe the procedure for elections and try to make it more dynamic.

I know you can.

I know your capability and I'm grateful for your work.

Now I will ask the Chairman of Committee 6, Mr. Gracie, if you could please give us a brief report, a brief status report of your work.

Mr. Gracie from Canada has the floor, please.

>> B. Gracie:  Thank you very much, Chairman.

We're keenly aware of the need for us to complete as much of our task as possible to send the conclusions of our work to Committee 4 so that there were does not accumulate right at the end of The Conference.

So, in that respect, I am pleased to announce that we have almost completed the revision of decision 5 which as you know is one of the key decisions to be taken by Committee 6.

At this conference.

Concerning the income and expenditure for the next financial period 2012 to 2015.

We do believe we have reached consensus on the text and we will be referring that to Committee 4 shortly.

Chairman, we have also completed work on a number of decisions for suppression including decision 6 the former financial plan that will be included in an annex to the revision to decision 5.

I won't go in to the details of some of the others, however we have achieved some progress concerning these other issues including a proposal from the RCC, we had to refer to. 

We no longer have biennial budgets but under IPSAS we have financial statements.

So, that was a proposal that was put forward by the RCC that we have aligned the English and French text.

So, that work is completed.

We also received a proposal from the Marshall Islands because of difficult circumstances they have encountered recently to write off its unpaid contributions.

So that they could continue to participate in the activities of the union.

You will find in this respect, Chairman, that we have submitted a document to the Plenary, its it's Document No. 96 which takes in to account the fact that of course Committee 6 does not have the authority to take a decision on the matter.

So we give two options for your consideration, one to write off the Marshall Island debts amounting to an amount over one million Swiss francs and follow the repayment schedules as per resolution 41 on arrears and special arrears accounts.

Again, I wanted to go in to the details of this, but that document will be ‑‑ has been referred to you for decision.

Chairman, we're also reaching hopefully a conclusion with respect to the draft strategic plan as well as its accompanying resolution 71.

We have only a few points remaining and I hope to achieve a consensus very shortly on the strategic plan.

We also have a number of groups that are meeting including a drafting group or an ad hoc group concerning the independent audit it advisory group of experts and I'm pleased to announce that we're making progress on that issue.

As well as the issue of free online access to ITU publications.

We also have under discussion the issue concerning academia, the admission of academia and the admission of Sector Members from developing countries.

And we hope to reach a rapid conclusion on that issue very shortly.

Chairman, this evening what we plan to do is to concentrate on the staff matters including the proposed modification of resolution 48.

And we hope to conclude that this evening as well as other matters including resolution 47 on compensation matters.

Resolution 49 on the organizational structure and grading in ITU.

And the suppression of resolution 52 concerning the rehabilitation of the prove dent fund of the ITU plan and benevolent fund.

Chairman, we have still to consider the issue of cost recovery, this is resolution 91 and we hope to make rapid progress on that as well as resolution 66 on documents and publications.

All in all, Chairman, we still have some critical issues to deal with this week including regional presence and the Telecom, but I think we are making good progress and I hope that we can achieve results very rapidly.

Sow that, Chairman, this is my brief report on the work of Committee 6.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you very much, Mr. Gracie it's very concise report and I see that you are making very good progress, I'm very glad to hear.

Hopefully we, as you mentioned can have strategic plan approved very, very soon.

I congratulate you for your work.

As with Mr. Riehl.

Now, I would like to request that Mr. Charles Njoroge supply us with a brief report if you may.

Kenya has the floor, please.

>> C. Njoroge: thank you, Chairman.

Good afternoon, everybody.

I would like to present the report to the Plenary on the progress achieved in the work of the working group, primary to date.

Firstly with regard to location of documents, between working group and the Committee's resolution 21 linked to resolution 22 will be discussed in Committee 5.

Work on definition of telecommunications and ICTs has also been referred to Committee 5 which will report back to the working group of the Plenary.

Four groups have been established to advance the work of the working group of the Plenary as follows: 

The other group on resolution 140 chaired by Russian Federation has substantially concluded its work with an outcome draft resolution with two outstanding paragraphs are waiting the outcome of other groups on ICT definition and group on Internet activities.

To move forward the debate on the Internet related contributions and resolutions, another group on Internet related activities has been convened, chaired by the vice chair, of Netherlands, this other group will meet for the first time today at around 18:00 hours in room 1.

Mr. Chairman, the divergent views among the membership on this, but I'm hopeful that with the honest effort and good faith by all parties we can ‑‑ make sure that the Union continues to serve all its members on this important matters.

Drafting group on resolution 64 has been established to be chaired by Brazil.

Secretary has also prepared an input document that will help accelerate the progress of this group.

Also, a drafting group on accessibility and ICT has also been established, chaired by Andrea Saks of the U.S. and also a number of member countries have expressed their interest in contributing the important work of this group.

In terms of the out come to date, following a very busy first week dominated by elections and the start of the second week we note that resolution 141 and 142 has been suppressed and revised new resolution 139 on telecommunication and ICTs to bridge the digital divide have been adopted.

Work on resolution 135 is being undertaken to align the two close submissions.

To conclude, work on the suppression of resolution 67 of definitions is currently on hold in order to have our review of all Committees working group created.

Thank you, Chairman.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you to the Chairman of Committee of the working group of the Plenary.

Thank you for your concise report, once again I believe each and everyone of these commit these is making good progress, as well as request I know that Madam Alajauanine, if you are able to produce your results you can deliver that to our Committee so they can as well initiate their work.

Right now we are going to be waiting for our report and I have a couple of requests from the floor that I would like to address while we are still waiting for the Tellers' report.

Indonesia you have the floor, please.

>> Representative From Indonesia:  Thank you very much for giving me the floor, Mr. Chairman.

I would like to apologize for taking this floor at this time.

However, I would also like to apologize if I'm ‑‑ we're not on the schedule today since there is no detail arrangement in our Plenary agenda, could you please update us, Mr. Chairman, what is our next arrangement since we have very ‑‑ we are already here the report from the Committees 6 and Committees 5.

Could you please update our meeting.

Thank you very much, Mr. Chairman.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you, Indonesia.

Indeed we're right now in the middle still going of the voting process for Council.

As you know we are waiting for the results.

I know in regard to the time management schedule I apologize for taking the time of Committee 5 and Committee 6.

I believe that the other group for ITRs will be beginning his ‑‑ its meeting, sorry, very, very shortly.

I want to remind that you we will at 2:30 have a sessions of Committee 5 and working group much the Plenary.

We have as well at 7:30 the other group that works on the stable instruments from Committee 5 will be meeting at ‑‑ here as well at room B.

And as well at 19:30 Committee 6 will be meeting in the evening session.

Now we'll kindly request the Secretary of the Plenary if we have some other issues that we can address, please.

Secretary of the Plenary you have the floor.

>> D. Bogdan: Thank you very much, Mr. Chairman.

I will maybe just repeat at least the whole list that I have before me.

You mentioned 12:30 Com 5 has ad hoc group.

The rooms ever all indicated out on the screen.

At 1:00 we have the working group of the Plenary they have a drafting group on accessibility, persons with disabilities at 2:30 as you mentioned, Mr. Chairman, we have Com 5 and working group of the Plenary.

At 6:00 this evening we have an ad hoc group on Internet activities.

And at 7:30 we have Committee 5 working group on CSCV and also at 7:30 we have Com 6.

I think that's everything.

One second.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you to Secretary of the Plenary.

While we wait, Sweden has asked for the floor.

Please, Sweden, you have the floor.

>> Representative From Sweden:  Thank you, Chairman.

Good afternoon.

We would like to thank the Secretariat for the updated meeting schedule for today.

But we also would like to have confirmation that is only group that are going to meet today.

We have been looking at the schedule for the last days of last week and beginning of this week and we heard that there is a number of drafting groups or ad hoc groups established that they have been meeting on some occasions.

What we would like there for to make sure that all meetings of any group if it's an ad hoc group, drafting group, so on, is announced on the screens outside and on the Internet.

So if you could confirm that the groups that was read out to be meeting in the afternoon and evening are the only groups to meet, we would be very pleased to hear that.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Okay, so I will request the support of my Chairman from Committee 5, 6 and working group of the Plenary to help us clarifying this issue.

Committee 5 from Switzerland, Mr. Riehl, could you tell us if you have any other group that will be meeting.

Switzerland, Committee 5.

You have the floor.

>> Representative From Switzerland:  Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

This evening there is a working group of Com 5 dealing with the issue of the stabilization of the instruments of the union.

The group will benefit from interpretation and I believe that the group ‑‑ that group does appear on the screens.

As to the ITRs I believe that ad hoc group will meet again today.

However, I don't have before me the time and location of the meeting of that group.

But as our colleague from Sweden has asked, I can reassure you that it will appear on the screen in due time.

>> F. Borjón: Indicated on the screen.

Please, Chairman of Committee 6, Mr. Gracie, could you update us on this matter, please? 

>> Mr. Gracie:  With respect to the work of Committee 6 the agenda has been issued.

Of course we are not ‑‑ no longer meeting in the 6th and 7th session we'll simply meet in our 6th session but agenda still remains as it is published.

I would refer the meeting to the agenda as it appears in Document ADM/37.

We will be proceeding through our agenda as it appears in ADM/37 and begin our session at 7:30.

Chairman, while I have the floor, perhaps the item that I had referred to in the presentation of my report that's Document No. 96 was ‑‑ which was the note from me to you concerning the situation of the Marshall Islands you might want to consider dealing with that issue at this time.

But I'll seek your guidance, Chairman, with respect to that point.

So again, it's Document No. 96, it deals with the situation and deals with the Marshall Islands.

>> F. Borjón: First, if we have the time to make the proper clarifications for meeting and we will see.

I would like to make ‑‑ wouldn't really like to mix things, because if we begin maybe to address this issue it might take some ‑‑ awhile I believe we are not really solving this issue.

I trust in you, Mr. Gracie to, address these on Committee 6.

Please, Charles, could you update us if you have any other meeting and ones that are at the screen Chairman of the working group of the Plenary from Kenya.

You have the floor.

>> Representative From Kenya:  Thank you, Chairman.

Chairman, we are going to meet this afternoon at 2:30, the agenda has already been distributed under Document ADM/35.

And will be progressing our meeting as scheduled.

We only have two other groups, one to follow immediately after this Plenary and then the other one around 6:00 as ndicated by the Secretary of the Plenary.

Thank you, Chairman.

>> F. Borjón: Secretary of the Plenary you have the floor, please.

>> D. Bogdan: Thank you very much, Mr. Chairman.

In response to the question raised by the distinguished delegate of Sweden, the only meeting that is not appearing at this time on the screen is the ad hoc group on Internet activities that I mentioned would start at 6:00 today in room I.

But it will be posted, just give us a few minutes for the system to update and then that would be the complete list of meetings scheduled for today.

It will be appearing on the screens and also on the website.

Thank you very much.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you very much for that, Secretary of the Plenary.

I believe that the Tellers' reports will be handed to us very shortly.

If somebody else wants to make use of the floor for the moment just for some informative issues we're not really discussing anything.

As you know we're in the middle of the voting process.

If somebody wants the floor, this is a good occasion while we wait.

Wait for something that has ‑‑ that is the nature of information.

Please.

I don't see anybody else requesting for the floor.

So I will kindly request that we all state here while we wait for the Tellers' report.

Of course if you need to go out for some reason, as I mentioned before, you will be able to come back, that's not a problem.

I just hope that briefly we will be receiving the reported from the Tellers as you know this is ‑‑ it has high number of issues to be processed.

Hopefully shortly we will be getting the results.

We will do brief pause while we wait here, if you want to stretch your legs I'm sure that we will get the Tellers' report soon.

So, we are making very brief pause, thank you.

Switzerland, are you asking for the floor?

>> Representative From Switzerland:  Thank you, Chairman.

We should like to know since after today we will be having ‑‑ from today we will be holding evening meetings.

After half past 5:00 in the evening, whether the conference has organized a shuttle service back to the hotels at the end of those evening meetings.

>> F. Borjón: The Secretary of the Plenary to clarify this issue.

Secretary of the Plenary, you have the floor, please.

Hold on for a brief second we are checking on the schedule.

But I believe that thing is covered and you will have a transportation.

We're just looking, I apologize for not having the information right now in my hand.

But you will be given the schedules for this matter and, yes, you will be transported to your hotels.

We're just checking on the schedule.

We'll get back to you shortly.

Thank you.

Australia, these are for information purposes.

We're not really discussing any issue right now.

Australia, you have the floor, please.

>> Representative From Australia:  Thank you very much, Mr. Chairman.

In relation to the excellent intervention by Switzerland, whether I could ask further information question as to whether the cafes will be open in the evenings for dinner.

Thank you very much, Mr. Chairman.

>> F. Borjón: That's a very practical question.

Yes, we all need to eat some time.

We have this habit of eating, we're checking that right now we'll get back to you.

The Marshall Islands have requested the use of the floor.

Once again remind you this is for information purposes and we're still in the voting process.

Marshall Islands.

You have the floor.

>> Representative From Marshall Islands:  Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

Good afternoon to distinguished guests this afternoon.

In order to what Chairman Bruce Gracie of Com 6 requested earlier, Mr. Chairman, if the schedule for the Plenary is acted today, Marshall Islands asking the possibilities if we can look at Document 96e tomorrow if it's possible, as late as Wednesday if it's doable.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Just want to clarify that we will have Plenary until Thursday, as was mentioned I believe this issue could be addressed at Committee 6 as was previously requested from Mr. Gracie.

I trust that Committee 6 will properly be addressing this.

However we'll ask Mr. Gracie if you want to comment something else once again, this is for information purposes.

>> B. Gracie:  Yes, thank you, Chairman.

Just for clarification.

Clarification, Committee 6 has addressed this in a liaison statement has been issued as Document 96.

It is now incumbent upon the Plenary to deal with the two options identified in Document 96.

>> F. Borjón: Note taken, just a second, please.

 I have to tell you that we don't hatch the document right here.

However, I'd like to see if the assembly would like to address this issue right now.

Or if we have ‑‑ I don't know exactly the complete nature of the document.

So I don't know if the assembly is okay if we address that in a very quick fashion.

However I want to insist I still don't have the document.

Chairman of Committee 6, please, do you believe we can address this issue in a quick fashion?

Mr. Gracie?

>> B. Gracie: Yes, thank you, Chairman.

The issue as I indicated previously considers the difficult circumstances, financial circumstances of the Marshall Islands.

And they have asked the Plenipotentiary Conference in the form of a draft resolution to write off the unpaid contributions so that they can participate in the continue to participate in the activities of the ITU.

Now, as I mentioned earlier, taking in to account that Committee 6 does not have the authority to take a decision on the matter, it was decided to report the issue to the Plenary for a necessary decision proposing one of the following two options:  One, was to write off the Marshall Island debts amounting to 1,047,929.95 Swiss francs.

Or to follow the guidelines of repayment schedules as per resolution 41, which concerns arrears and arrears accounts, special arrears accounts which could be as outlined on page two of the Document 96.

So, essentially this situation would be repayment agreement for 15 years amounting to $51,808.66 Swiss francs per year.

So, Chairman this is the situation, it was difficult issue for Committee 6, we reached no definitive conclusion, there are those, there were many countries that supported the request of the Marshall Islands but at the same time there are others that pointed out that if such a precedent were established, it may prompt a number of countries to seek a similar solution to their arrears situation.

So, that is the situation regarding the document, Chairman.

So I'll leave it at your discretion to decide whether there is sufficient time at this point to deal with the issue.

Thank you very much.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you, Mr. Gracie.

I believe right now this document was not part of the agenda of this Plenary.

My suggestion will be first toe see ‑‑ to have a proper look at this document, people can really study it and we address in Plenary when it might be the proper time.

In the meantime, we ‑‑ that will be my proposal.

I think information has been given but I think this very important issue that really needs to be considered carefully before addressing.

I want to insist that right now we're not addressing for the moment this issue.

And that this is just for the moment on an information basis.

However I like to open the floor for comments, the USA has requested the floor.

USA, you have the floor. 

>> Representative of the UNITED STATES:  Thank you very much, Mr. Chairman.

We requested the floor prior to your summary, so we would very much support the conclusion that you have reached, it is our understanding that the parties to this issue are still in discussion.

It would be our suggestion to allow that discussion to have a bit more maturity before we brought it back for decision.

Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you very much for your support, United States.

You have as well request from Syria.

Syria, you have the floor.

>> Representative From Syria:  Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

It is indeed a very sensitive issue.

We have understood that this matter will be discussed in Plenary at a future meeting.

It's extremely important since the decision we make here will have repercussions on a number of countries in similar positions.

So, this issue will be transferred from Com 6 to Plenary and we will leave it up to you, Mr. Chairman, to determine on what date this document will be before Plenary.

It does indeed represent a precedent and we entirely support your decision that this matter not be considered at present.

Though we do agree that it should be discussed in Plenary once it has been carefully considered.

Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

>> F. Borjón: Thank, Syria, this is an important issue with numerous repercussions, should not be dealt with in haste.

But rather subsequent to careful consideration in Plenary.

So, we will not be dealing with this document at present as you know, it wasn't on the agenda for today.

However, Mr. Gracie has provided us with a useful information.

Mr. Gracie, as Chairman of Com 6, and though it is of course a most relevant issue, as both the United States and Syria have suggested it with it be more appropriate to discuss it in Plenary on an official agenda item.

We're still awaiting the scrutineers' report.

The Tellers' report.

Let's take a brief break then unless there are any requests for the floor.

 4 I've been informed that the Tellers have finished their work and will provide the results shortly.

As you know we have exceeded our time for interpretation.

So, as soon as I finish with the last result we ‑‑ I will be closing the session.

In order to provide enough time for the interpreters to get their requested time for rest.

And therefore, the sessions of the evening ‑‑ in the afternoon will be initiated at 14:45.
