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>> F. Borjón: Hello, good afternoon.

We're going to be having our 12th Plenary meeting.

I hope you had a good lunch.

And had a good rest this weekend and maybe visited some of the parts nearby Guadalajara, relaxed a little bit, charged your batteries as we were saying today at the steering Committee, and getting ready for this very important third week where we need to close the agreements, where we need to be assessing many of the results we need, that we are going to be proposing so each one of our countries as part of the result of this conference.

So thank you for being here.

It has been a very interesting two weeks, and now we need to be beginning to close the discussions and finalize the documents.

And actually, one of the main issues that we're having today at the 12th Plenary meeting, we have many documents to be presented.

We have to go through them in quick fashion.

I have proposed some guidelines to you in order to make the discussion easier, I hope, to have not such a long discussion on drafting issues.

I won't be allowing that.

I think we need to keep focused on what we have.

Most of the documents that are presented here today are built with consensus.

We don't have major changes involved with them, so I really would like to ask for your understanding, for your cooperation in order for us to have a successful conference, and a successful Plenary today, and the ones that we'll be having in the near future during this week.

So thank you.

As I mentioned, this morning, the steering Committee met, and as a conclusion of that meeting, there is a new time management plan.

I hope you're all aware of it.

And as you can see, we have been moving the work of Committee 5, we have been moving it a little bit more into Tuesday, into tomorrow, and some of the Committees I believe Committee 6, is finishing or will finish today, as well as the Working Group of the Plenary.

So everybody's doing a very good effort, and this is resulting in the documents that we'll be dealing with at this Plenary and during the rest of the conference.

So thank you for bearing with me in order to make this ‑‑ to deal with these documents in the quickest and most correct fashion possible.

So in front of you, you have the draft agenda of the 12th Plenary meeting, document ADM/59.

You have the draft agenda in front of you, and I put this to your approval.

Okay, I don't see anybody asking for the floor, so the agenda is approved.

We have a series of texts of the editorial Committee that are presented for your consideration.

Some of them we were supposed to be having that last week.

Unfortunately, we were not able to, and we're going to go with the third series of texts submitted by the editorial Committee to the Plenary meeting.

I will request the Chairman of Committee 4, Madam Alajouanine, if you could please present these documents.

Thank you.

>> M.-T. Alajouanine: Thank you, Chairman.

Document 13, third series of texts submitted by the editorial Committee to the Plenary meeting, is submitted to this Plenary for approval in first reading.

This document was sent in by Com 6.

It contains Resolution 71 as amended in Guadalajara as revised in Guadalajara.

In the annex you'll see the strategic plan for the Union for the forthcoming years.

I have a comment to make on this subject.

Committee 6 indicated to us that modification was to be made to this document.

This modification is for Table 5.1 and 5.2 on Pages 18 and 21, respectively.

The modification is the same for the two pages.

I shall read one of the texts.

In Table 5.1, the last paragraph is modified, the last paragraph on the left, the outputs and reads as follows:

"Allocation and management of numbering, naming, addressing and identification resources for International Telecommunication Union in accordance with recommendations and procedures of ITU‑T," so with this modification, which is to be found in two places, as I have stated, I request the Plenary to approve this document.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you to the Chairman of Committee 4.

And I would like to request to the Chairman of Committee 6, Mr. Gracie, on this very important document, the strategic plan for the Union 2012‑2015.

Mr. Gracie, you have the floor.

>> B. Gracie:  Yes, thank you, Chairman, and good afternoon, everyone.

Yes, first of all, Chairman, I can confirm the textual changes that were indicated by the Chair of Committee 4.

This was agreed text.

I'd like to make one particular comment with respect to the annex.

We did have proposals from both Malaysia and Indonesia, one in the form of an executive summary from Malaysia, and another in the form of suggest textual changes to Section 5 of the document.

Section 2, I'm sorry, of the document indicating a desire for additional text which in their view would help clarify the text.

Now, in Committee 6, we had decided that in both cases, both these suggestions and proposals could be further considered by the Council, and in that respect, both Delegations were of agreement, were in agreement, that that approach would be satisfactory to them.

So ‑‑ but as far as the remainder of the text is concerned, including Resolution 71, this was the output of two ad hoc groups, and all those who had an interest in contributing to the work of both these parts of the strategic plan were in agreement, and I'm pleased to announce that both now represent the consensus of Committee 6, both the Resolution and the annex to the Resolution.

What I'd like to suggest, Chairman, in that regard, is that we approve this document en bloc.

Everyone who has had a chance to participate in the discussions, and I think it would be a good idea from the point of view of efficiency of this meeting to simply approve both the Resolution and the annex en bloc.

Thank you very much, Chairman.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you very much to the Chairman of the Committee, of Committee 6.

As you know, this is a very important document, the strategic plan, and we have this proposal to be analyzing this document as a bloc.

It's a document that has been revised this times.

It has been in the website I believe since June.

That is a result of the work of the Council Working Group on this matter, and it has been already revised with these additions that Madam Alajouanine is mentioning.

So I think it would be a very good idea for ‑‑ in consideration of time and consideration of the best use of it, and considering that everybody's doing ‑‑ has done great work and compromising in a lot of the texts, that this extensive document that we'll try to approve it as a bloc.

Russia?

>> Representative From Russia:  Thank you, distinguished Chairman.

We should like to associate ourselves with those who participated in this difficult and lengthy work on this important document on the strategic plan for the Union.

Therefore, we support the proposal put forward by the Chair of the Committee who personally contributed a great deal to this work, also.

However, we do have a drafting comment, an editorial comment, on document 118.

If you do not object, we will submit to the drafting Committee.

Thank you, Chairman.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you, Russia, that will be very, very helpful if you can make these comments on editorial matters.

Now we have Syria asking for the floor.

Please, Syria.

>> Representative From Syria:  Thank you, Chairman.

Chairman, regarding the proposed document now, the strategic plan, as a Resolution and with the annex, we totally support that.

However, Chairman, we would like that you, in your minutes of this Plenary, to state that the changes proposed now or the language proposed Chairman for the Table 5.1, which reads, starting by saying, application and management with the ITU recommendations, these changes, Chairman, shall not in any way ‑‑ this is what would like to be reported ‑‑ contradict the objectives of Resolution 20 Johannesburg 2008.

I hope I am clear, Chairman.

We would like to state here, because there was a lot of debate about this issue, Chairman, we don't want that through the strategic plan, we might limit something in the Resolution which directs all the work for allocation and management of numbering, naming, addressing and identification, Chairman.

So we would be more happy if you could take that as a note in the Plenary.

Meantime, Chairman, since I have the floor, I don't want to bother you again, please note that the Czech Republic put its credential today and it was found, I am switching hats to the head of Committee 2, and found legally approved, Chairman, so the name of Czech Republic will move from column 5, Chairman, to Column 1 of the final report.

I present it at your meeting.

Thank you, Chairman.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you, Mr. Kisrawi, for your comments.

We take note of the Czech Republic credentials to be in order.

Indonesia, please.

>> Representative From Indonesia:  Thank you, Mr. Chairman yes, we appreciate the ‑‑ and commend the works of Committee 6 under Mr. Gracie.

In his presentations, he mentioned that he ‑‑ that the Plenary is going to conveyed to Council the proposal regarding the proposed text for the strategic plan under Section 2 regarding the executive summary of Malaysia, and also the point which has been referred to by Committee 6 regarding the National Master plans to be discussed in Council.

I would like to ask, Mr. Chairman, how this text is going to be conveyed to Council.

Thank you. 

>> F. Borjón: Just in order to address this, Mr. Gracie, could you comment on this matter, please, on the part of the text of Indonesia and Malaysia, please?

Canada has the floor.

>> B. Gracie:  Yes, thank you, Mr. Chairman.

I would think that the report from the summary records from the Plenipotentiary Conference will be made available to Council, and the ‑‑ this particular point could be highlighted for the attention of Council, and the matter could be included in the agenda of the next Council meeting.

So I think a simple note that this matter was raised in the final Plenaries, with reference to document 113, and that it was agreed that the two proposals put forward by Malaysia and Indonesia were considered to be of sufficient importance that they should be conveyed for further consideration by the Council.

So I think a simple note along those lines would be sufficient.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you.

I believe we take note of all the things that you have mentioned, and we will proceed in that way if everybody's in agreement with that.

And I think we will be addressing the proposal from Indonesia and Malaysia there at Council.

United States, please.

>> Representative From United States:  Thank you very much, Mr. Chairman.

And good afternoon to all colleagues.

Mr. Chairman, we would agree with the proposal of Mr. Gracie, Chairman of Committee 6, to approve this document en bloc.

It's an excellent document and one that will prove very useful as we go forward over the next 4 years.

Mr. Chairman, we'd also like to recognize the good work of Mr. Fabio Bigi, who has carried this document so far to bring it to the Plenipotentiary and we wish to acknowledge his good work.

Thank you.

[ Applause ]

>> F. Borjón: I believe there's work from everybody but this work was headed by Mr. Bigi, which many of us are missing.

We all hope he's doing as well as his family.

We, we see we have support to approve this as a bloc document.

I don't see anybody else asking for the floor.

We have addressed the comments from Indonesia and Malaysia which will be directed to Council.

So therefore, this document is approved on first reading as the document that will be being approved.

We continue to the fourth series of documents.

This is document 118, and I request the Chairman of Committee 4 to please present us these documents.

Thank you. 

>> M.-T. Alajouanine: Document 118 is the fourth series of texts submitted by the editorial Committee to the Plenary meeting for first reading.

This is the text afforded by Committee 6 as their revision of Resolution 70 concerning gender mainstreaming in ITU.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you.

The Chairman of Committee 6, could you make a brief comment on this, please?

>> B. Gracie:  Yes, thank you, Chairman.

Chairman, I can report that there were no comments of particular substance on the amendments that were proposed initially by Serbia, but the ‑‑ there was a small group that was ‑‑ that met before the meeting of Committee 6 and agreed on the textual changes, so when we considered in Committee 6 there were no matters of substance raised at that time.

So I do believe that it can be approved as it stands, with no ‑‑ there are no square brackets, I'm pleased to report, so I present this document for your further consideration.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you, Mr. Gracie.

This seems to be a very straightforward document.

Some changes on the revision of it have been made so if it's okay with you, I will go page by page on this document.

However, we have some comments from Russia.

Russia, please.

>> Representative From Russia:  Thank you, Sir.

I'll be very, very brief.

We have the same comment as we had in respect to the previous document.

If you believe that's possible, and if we have comments on any further texts, we won't actually say so orally here each and every time.

We'll simply give the comments we have to make directly to the editorial Committee without further announcement.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you, Russia.

I think it is very helpful, your proposal is very helpful.

So these are matters which are editorial.

Please contact Madam Alajouanine, the Chairman of Committee 4, and we can go like that in order to have the proper text arranged in the editorial manner.

Thank you, and if it's okay with you we will follow the path you suggest for the rest of the documents.

We have Syria asking for the floor.

Syria, you have the floor.

>> Representative From Syria:  Chairman, I apologize to you and to the Committee 6 Chairman.

Chairman, when I look on page 1 to the recalling, C which is Resolution 44 of Istanbul which was the first WTDC conference recognizing gender issues, Chairman, I think this Resolution was replaced by a similar Resolution in Doha, Chairman, and lately by another one in Hyderabad.

So I think Chairman in this case it's sufficient if we just refer to the last one, Chairman, of Hyderabad, because I think this Resolution must have been deleted, Chairman.

I have not with me all the references now in front of me, but could we ask editorially, Chairman, the editorial Committee, Madam Alajouanine, to check in her preparation for the final ‑‑ for the red copy, if both Resolution 44 of Istanbul, and 55 of Doha has not been replaced by a new Resolution of Hyderabad, Chairman.

In this case, she could introduce the corrections as editorial, Chairman.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you.

Thank you for the comment, Mr. Kisrawi.

I think we can do it like that.

We can work as an editorial matter to have the proper reference.

So I don't see anybody else asking for the floor.

And if it's okay with you, I will go quickly page by page in it so we have Page 1.

Do we have any comments?

Okay, Page 1 is okay.

Page 2? 

Okay.

Page 3?

Page 4 ‑‑ sorry, Syria, please?

>> Representative From Syria:  Part, when we refer to Doha, I think we should refer to Hyderabad because this is the latest text, Chairman, unless in Hyderabad we have not changed the text, Chairman.

So I apologize of raising this issue.

However, we should check carefully, Chairman, if we have updated the text at Hyderabad or it was not updated so we could use the same reference of Doha, Chairman.

However, for the 44, in Page 1 of this, I doubt that it exists.

Thank you, Chairman.

This could be corrected editorially.

>> F. Borjón: I agree, Mr. Kisrawi.

We'll go through an editorial approach.

Mali, please, you have the floor.

>> Representative From Mali:  Thank you, Chairman.

Concerning page 4, I think it is, we have a question we'd like to put to the Chairman of Committee 6.

If you look at where it says, "instructs the Secretary‑General," 6, it seems we're talking only about elected persons for membership of the RRB.

However, up in paragraph 3 above that, we are talking about particularly the high levels in ITU, we're talking about the gender balance for posts at the professional and particularly the higher levels in ITU.

There seems to be some kind of contradiction between paragraphs 3 and 6 in the Section "instructs the Secretary‑General."

Thank you. 

>> F. Borjón: I believe the text is right but I will ask the Chairman of Committee 6 to please excellent on this.

Mr. Gracie?

Canada has the floor.

>> B. Gracie: Yes, thank you, Chairman.

The simple answer is that in "instructs the Secretary‑General" 3, this is focused on recruitment within the ITU.

Item 6 is the focus is on administrations to encourage administrations to give equal opportunities to male and female candidatures for elected posts, and for membership in the RRB, so they're two different concepts here, so I think the formulation of 3 and 6 are quite correct and proper.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Yes, I agree.

Syria, please, you have the floor.

>> Representative From Syria:  Yes, Chairman, I have the same understanding as the Chairman of Committee 5 ‑‑ sorry, of Committee 6.

One is addressing the Secretary‑General, and the other is inviting Member States when presenting candidates, Chairman, to the conference.

All the new candidates were males so this is correct, Chairman.

It has nothing to do, so we could keep them separated, and we appreciate highly this invitation to the Member States to have female candidates.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Director of BDT has the floor.

>> S. Al-Basheer:  Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

Mr. Chairman, I wonder if 6 belongs here.

6 is to invite Member States.

To invite Member States to encourage candidature is not for the Secretary‑General to ask states in their sovereign right whether they choose a male or a female, so this should be under "invite Member States," and not under "instructs the Secretary‑General," but this can be dealt with editorially, I think.

>> F. Borjón: I believe that the instruction that's given to the Secretary‑General is to encourage administrations to give equal opportunities, so this is something that Secretary‑General could be doing as part of the following of this instruction, I believe could be arranged some way or another.

But it is an action the Secretary‑General could be doing while promoting the different candidatures for these posts.

So I believe that the text is okay, that we can clearly maintain 3 and 6.

Syria, please, briefly.

Thank you.

>> Representative From Syria:  Sorry for asking for the floor, Chairman.

Chairman, as the Director of BDT clarified clearly, this is an invitation to Member States, Chairman.

So I prefer to see it separated.

Keep 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 7 and 8 under instructs the Secretary‑General.

Then we add, invite Member States, and so on.

So it's better, Chairman, because we never okay, because it's not sufficient if the Secretary‑General encourage administrations.

We need to invite them, also.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: I believe if we go to page 3, and we go and see what it's encouraging Member States and Sector Members on page 3, which we were just reviewing, you can see that encourage Member States and Sector Members, says to review and revise the respective policies and practice to ensure the recruitment, employment, training and advancement of men and women alike are undertaken on a fair and a equitable basis.

And to review their policies in some other matters regarding the Information Society, but I think that would on the matter of recruitment and human resources, we're already encouraging Member States to take action, so basically what we're saying to Secretary‑General is he could be, like, being consistent with the policy of ITU and promoting as well, or maybe ratifying as well with the Sector Members that they can be ‑‑ that they could be considering this need to have women in the sort of candidature.

So it is my belief that it's okay I think that we are raising the issue to the Sector Members and to Member States, and we, as well, are giving a clear instruction to Secretary‑General to be consistent with ITU policy.

So in my opinion, this is okay.

Can you bear with it?

Just to keep the text as it is?

It's okay?

I think this is acceptable.

Thank you.

Now we have review Page 4.

We had comments from Mali which were useful.

And now we go to page 5.

Anybody has a comment on Page 5?

I see no one asking for the floor.

So then we have the approval of Resolution 70 on first reading.

Thank you.

Now we go to the fifth series of text submitted by the editorial Committee to the Plenary, document 123.

I will kindly request the Chairman of Committee 4 to please present the documents.

Madam Alajouanine from France has the floor.

>> M.-T. Alajouanine: Thank you, Sir.

Document 123 is submitted for first reading to your Plenary meeting.

It includes two revised Resolutions, Resolution 126 and Resolution 152.

It also contains proposals for suppression, suppression of decision 6 and decision 10, as well as the suppression of Resolutions 52, 88, 107, and 110.

All these documents have been submitted to us by Committee 6.

So your Plenary is requested to approve this document, Sir.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you to the Chairman of Committee 4.

Then we have these documents.

We'll follow one by one.

First we have Resolution 126, assistance and support to the Republic of Serbia.

Most of the changes are only for an update and actually it's only the first page who has been ‑‑ which has been changed.

So I'll ask if anybody has comments on page 1.

Okay, nobody's asking for the floor so it seems that Page 1 is okay.

Basically there were no changes on Page 2.

So I believe the document has no problem.

It's very straightforward, refers to assistance.

Therefore we are approving Resolution 126 on first reading.

Approved.

Now we have Resolution 152, it's a revised Resolution.

This will be page number 3 of this document, 123.

Resolution 152 is an improvement of management and follow‑up of the defrayal of ITU expenses by Sector Members and associates.

So I will refer to the number of the document 123 which is Page 3.

Anybody has a comment on this page?

Once again, there were no changes.

Thank you.

And on page 4, there were some changes there.

I request the floor to see if anybody has comments on this matter.

No one is asking for the floor so I believe it's okay.

And finally Page 5 which is instructs the Council and instruct Member States, which is part of the text that was, that has no change.

Any comment?

Thank you, and I believe we were able to approve on first reading Resolution 152, approved.

Now we go to suppressions.

This is presented on page 6 and page 7 of document 123.

We have decision 6, decision 10, Resolution 52, Resolution 88, Resolution 107, and Resolution 110.

Which are presented for suppression.

This is by consensus.

Does anybody have a comment on these suppressions?

Okay, nobody's asking for the floor so therefore we are suppressing Decision 6, decision 10, Resolution 52, Resolution 88, Resolution 107, and Resolution 110.

As has been said.

We follow now to the sixth series of text submitted by the editorial Committee, document 137.

Document 137.

And I kindly request the Chairman of Committee 4 to please present these documents.

>> M.-T. Alajouanine: Thank you, Sir.

The documents contained in document 137 are submitted for your consideration at first reading.

They have been submitted to us by your Plenary.

They concern the allocation of seats for Member States to Council.

There are two things.

First of all, a modification to number 207 of the general rules for the voting of councils, conferences, meetings of the Union and there is a new draft Resolution, PLEN/1, entitled, allocation of seats of Council Member States.

These two documents are therefore submitted for your approval, Sir.

And I thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you to the Chairman of Committee 4.

As you may recall, these are decisions that we took early during this conference that were going to the approval of the methodology that was discussed in Council, and that was presented in those states by Argentina and that was studied.

We have already applied this methodology, so as you might remember from the results of the elections, and therefore, I request if anybody has a comment on the approval of the modification of number 207 of the general rules, or if we can approve it.

Syria, you have the floor.

>> Representative From Syria:  Sorry, Chairman.

General comment.

Since there was a proposal to change the percentage from 25, Chairman, to 27, so we agree totally with the text of both the modification to the general rules and to the text of the Resolution PLEN/1, Chairman.

However, this should not prevent the continuous study of raising this percentage, Chairman, which was on our proposal coming to this conference.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you.

Thank you for that comment, Mr. Kisrawi.

And then going back again to number 207.

Does anybody else have a comment on this matter?

Okay, I see nobody asking for the floor, so we are ‑‑ the Section 34, 207, it's modified by the general rules.

Approved.

Then we have Resolution PLEN/1 and the allocations of seats.

As Mr. Kisrawi has just mentioned, we have been applying that and this is not obstructing any other study that somebody else would like to do.

However I see Saudi Arabia asking for the floor.

Saudi Arabia, you have the floor, please.

>> Representative From Saudi Arabia:  Thank you, Chairman.

And I do apologize for having to request the floor.

However, in the document we just approved a couple of moments ago and here I'm talking of course about the modification to 207, we are referring to region of the world, it says "per region of the world," that's the document we've just approved, the modification to 207.

The wording there is number of seats per region of the world whereas in the text of the Resolution we're actually talking about administrative regions of the Council.

Is there not an ambiguity between those two expressions?

A contradiction.

It's two slightly different ways of referring to the member.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: I'd just like to make a comment that that was not modified as the current text of the general rules so I think that's the way we have been working and that has been applied so I believe there's no conflict.

That the text would not change.

We only have the addition of the last part that says, "and the methodology adopted by the Plenipotentiary Conference."

So I believe there's no conflict there.

Russia, please.

>> Representative From Russia:  Thank you very much, Chairman.

As you know, Sir, the RCC countries did make a proposal on this particular methodology, but we agreed to Committee 5 that now since there is no urgent need for this, we will not be giving specific consideration to the formulation of these changes.

However, we would ask you to ensure that in your report, you include a reference to the Council recommendation to continue work on this Resolution with the purpose of removing any contradictions which might otherwise arise.

For example, if after the rounding of the integer there we are over the amount that should be under paragraph 1 of the Resolution, so I would like us to have a reference in the report to the need to continue with further work on refining the methodology.

Thank you.

>> Representative From thank you, Russia.

I will ‑‑

>> F. Borjón: Thank you, Russia.

I will ask Mr. Riehl the Chairman of Committee 5 if you can comment on this matter, please.

Mr. Riehl from Switzerland, you have the floor. 

>> F. Riehl:  Thank you very much.

What has just been said by the delegate of the Russian Federation is completely correct.

It's provided for that in my report as Chairman of Committee 5 which I will make to Plenary, there will be a comment precisely along the lines of what the Russian delegate just outlined.

Thank you. 

>> F. Borjón: We have some people asking for the floor.

I see Iran, try to make it fast, please.

Iran.

>> Representative From Iran:  Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

In order to cover the point raised by the distinguished delegate of Saudi Arabia perhaps in the minutes of the Plenary it could be mentioned that the terms "region of the world" in rule 207 is equivalent to the region of the Council, so we don't have any discrepancy, just in the minutes of the Plenary.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you.

Note taken.

Moldova?

Moldova, you have the floor.

So maybe it was a mistake.

Lebanon?

>> Representative From Lebanon:  Yes, Mr. Chairman.

I'm afraid I borrowed the Moldova microphone because the Chairman is not at the conference.

I wonder if you could note that.

I wanted to give my support to what was stated by the distinguished delegate of the Russian Federation.

What he said was also confirmed by the Chairman of Committee 5.

>> F. Borjón: I think the Chairman of Committee 5 will clarify that in his report.

So once again, I put page 2 of document 137 to your approval, Resolution PLEN/1.

I think we have addressed all of the issues.

Nobody is asking for the floor so this document is approved, Resolution PLEN/1, approved.

Thank you.

Now we follow with the seventh series of text submitted by the editorial Committee, document 141.

Kindly request to the Chairman of Committee 4 to please present these documents.

Madam Alajouanine, you have the floor.

France.

>> M.-T. Alajouanine: Thank you, Chairman.

The text contained in document 141 as submitted to the Plenary for first reading.

They have been provided to us by Committee 6.

These texts concern a draft new Resolution Com 6/1 concerning the admission of academia, universities and their associated research establishments to participate this the work of the three sectors of the Union.

This document also contains two modified Resolutions, the first being Resolution 143, and that is followed by Resolution 154.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you very much to the Chairman of Committee 4.

These are documents that were submitted by Committee 6, and therefore I would kindly request to the Chairman of Committee 6 Mr. Gracie of Canada if you could please comment on these.

Mr. Gracie, Canada, you have the floor.

>> B. Gracie: Yes, thank you, Chairman.

Resolution Com 6/1 concerns the admission of academia, universities, and their associated research establishments to participate in the work of the three sectors of the Union.

Chairman, the discussion of this issue has been addressed in Council, and since its adoption of a similar Resolution at the World Telecommunication Standardization Assembly in 2008.

The group, the Council group, on the financial regulations was asked to determine the appropriate level of financial contribution for academia, and based on that discussion and further discussion in Council, and certainly at this Plenipotentiary Conference through proposals, it was agreed that the level of financial contribution should be set at 1/16 of the value of the contributory unit for Sector Members in the case of organizations from developed countries, and 1/32 of the value of the contributory unit for Sector Members in the case of organizations from developing countries, which include least developed countries, small island developing states, landlocked developing countries and countries with economies in transition.

There are other conditions for admission of academia that you can see in the proposed draft Resolution, so I submit this Resolution Com 6/1 for your further consideration.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Okay, Iran is asking for the floor.

Iran, you have the floor.

>> Representative From Iran:  Thank you very much, Mr. Chairman.

We would like to emphasize the importance of this very important item for the universities and research centers.

We discussed this as an APT proposal in Com 6 and we're very grateful to the Chairman of Com 6 who took our proposal in to consideration.

However with my apologies to the Chairman of Committee 6, there was a point under "instructs the Council" that was only by oversight on our part was not mentioned in the Committee, and that is to under "instructs the Council," an item to be added reading, "to evaluate the proposed amounts of contributory units on an annual basis, report to the next Plenipotentiary Conference."

This is under "instructs the Council," and that way, we would feel that before the two Plenipotentiaries, this very important item can be reviewed and considered by the Council.

Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

>> F. Borjón: Saudi Arabia, you have the floor.

>> Representative From Saudi Arabia:  Thank you, Chairman.

We approve this new Resolution.

However, in the part which says, "instructs Secretary‑General and directors of the three Bureaus," we would like to have as soon as possible.

Or, rather, we see the words "as soon as possible."

Is this actually a customary form of words?

After all, we always want everything to be implemented as soon as possible.

So is this a customary form of words?

And I hope that these words are used for all Resolutions.

>> F. Borjón: Chairman of Committee 6, if you can address this comments, please, Mr. Gracie, Canada.

>> B. Gracie: Yes, thank you, Chairman.

As far as the first comment from Iran is concerned, certainly the requested addition of text captures the spirit of the discussion that took place at Committee 6, that is, to evaluate on an annual basis the financial contributions and to report the next Plenipotentiary Conference.

There's absolutely no difficulty with adding that text.

As far as the comment of Saudi Arabia is concerned, I'd simply suggest that we remove the words "as soon as possible."

I don't think that adds any clarity to the text so I would suggest that approach.

So I think those were the only questions, Chairman.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you very much, Mr. Gracie.

So now we are addressing I think Iran's concern.

I'm trying to put this additional text and review of this amount and proposal to eliminate this part of "as soon as possible, with" since this might not be the common use of language.

Mali, please, you have the floor.

>> Representative From Mali:  Thank you, Sir.

We approve this draft Resolution.

We will be consulting the Chair of Committee 6 concerning drafting problem in the "decides" number 3 in the French.

>> F. Borjón: Yes, if this is an editorial issue I would appreciated if you get in touch with Madam Alajouanine.

Thank you very much for your proposal.

Lebanon, you have the floor.

>> Representative From Lebanon:  Thank you, Sir.

Mr. Gracie said exactly what I wished to propose that we should just delete the words "as soon as possible" in order not to have a Resolution which differs somewhat from all the other Resolutions which we are adopting here.

Thank you.

And we support this Resolution.

>> F. Borjón: We take note of that comment and I'm sure that Mr. Gracie will do the proper arrangements for this matter.

Brazil, please. 

>> Representative From Brazil:  Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

This is just to support the contribution to this document and to express our full support to the new contributory units for the academia as expressed in this document.

Thank you, Chair.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you very much, Brazil.

And Syria, you have the floor.

>> Representative From Syria:  Chairman, question for clarification:  There was two proposals to this conference, one about the admission of academia, the other one admission of special category of developing countries, Chairman.

With minimum income below 2,000.

Could I ask what happens to the second one, Chairman?

Is it ‑‑ because we hope that the conditions implied in this Com 6/1 Chairman is the same applicable to the other one.

It's a question for Committee 6, Mr. Chairman.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you.

Mr. Gracie, could you please address this question?

Thank you.

>> B. Gracie: Yes, thank you, Chairman.

Indeed, we did address the issue of the admission of Sector Members from developing countries, and we have submitted this text to the editorial Committee.

And I can assure Mr. Kisrawi that there is consistency in the conditions for admission, so I'm not sure what particular number has been attributed to that Resolution, but it will be considered in your Plenary, thank you. 

>> F. Borjón: Thank you very much for your comments.

France, you have the floor.

>> Representative From France:  Thank you.

I am speaking as Chair of the editorial Committee.

This Resolution to which Mr. Kisrawi is referring is to be found in document 143.

It's a number Com 6/3 and it will be considered in a few moments by this Plenary.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you to the Chairman of Committee 4.

I think that is clarifying the issue, and we'll try to move on this document.

Last speaker, Cameroon.

>> Representative From Cameroon:  Thank you, Sir.

We are very pleased with this Resolution on universities, and we would like to mark that.

>> F. Borjón: We have a Resolution that's very, very positive incorporating academia to the work of the ITU to be more active.

It's an outstanding Resolution.

We have taken note of all the comments on the part of the editorial on the comment on removing "as soon as possible," and trying to use common language.

As has been said as well by the Chairman of Committee 6, additional text will be added on the part of the "instructs to the Council" in order to evaluate the amount of the annual fee, as was proposed by Iran and accepted by the Chairman.

Therefore, I request your approval to this document on page 1.

Anybody has a comment?

Okay, on Page 2 is where we made several comments, and we have taken note.

Okay, I believe we are in a position, then, to approve this document, Resolution Com 6/1, approved.

We go now to Resolution 143.

I kindly request the Chairman of Committee 6 if you could please present this document.

Thank you.

>> B. Gracie: Yes, thank you, Chairman.

This is a simple update of this Resolution.

It's fairly straightforward.

I think there's ‑‑ there were no matters of controversy.

It was approved quickly.

So I'd like to present this Resolution for your further consideration.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Okay, as you can see, this is a document that's only for are review, just updating the text.

Anybody has a comment on Page 1?

That is, sorry, Page 3 of document 141, first page of Resolution 143.

Anybody has a comment?

So it seems that page 1 with very few changes has no comment and we have Page 4 of document 141.

Does anybody have a comment?

Okay, then on first reading we're approving the modification to Resolution 143.

Thank you.

We go now to the modification of Resolution 154.

We are on Page 5, document 141.

I will kindly request the Chairman of Committee 6 to please comment on this document, Mr. Gracie, you have the floor. 

>> B. Gracie: Yes, thank you, Chairman.

This document, as well, was simply updated to reflect developments since the last Plenipotentiary conference.

And as such, there was very little discussion on the proposed updates, so I would like to propose this for adoption, and I present it for your further consideration.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you very much, Mr. Gracie.

As you see, this document has no brackets, it's a clean document.

It's built in consensus and it's basically an update of the document, so I would request if somebody has comments on Resolution 154, Page 5 of Document 141.

Syria, please?

>> Representative From Syria:  Chairman, just to support this proposal, in totality, Chairman, this reflects the text adopted by the Council regarding the updating of this Resolution, Chairman.

So we are happy with the text as it stands now.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you, Syria.

And I think these are documents which will have achieved consensus at Committee 6.

So somebody else on Page 5?

No one is asking for the floor.

Page 6, which is the second page of this Resolution 154, very small changes.

Any comment?

So no one is asking for the floor.

I believe we are able to then approve on first reading the modification to Resolution 154, approved.

Now we have the 8th series of text submitted by the editorial Committee, document 142.

I kindly request the Chairman of Committee 4 to please present this document.

Madam Alajouanine, France, you have the floor. 

>> M.-T. Alajouanine: Thank you, Sir.

This eighth series of text is submitted for first reading to your Plenary meeting.

The documents came from the Working Group of Plenary.

Document 142 contains revisions to Resolutions 131, 135, 137, and 139.

I should like to draw your attention to Page 13 of the document, Resolution 139, under "recalling," subparagraph E, you'll find square brackets which require deletion.

Document 14 also contains proposals for suppressions, suppression of Decision 9, suppression of Resolutions 67, 141, 142, and 149.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you to the Chairman of Committee 4.

I think we took note of that removal of brackets.

It was only editorial and I kindly request the Chairman of the Working Group of the Plenary to please comment on these documents, first maybe one by one.

Resolution 131.

President of the Working Group of the Plenary, Charles from Kenya, has the floor.

>> C. Njoroge:  We have the following solutions which are being revised:  5 suppressions.

The four Resolutions are 131, which is on ICT indicators and community connectivity.

The next one, 135, is an ITU role in ICT.

And 137 is next generation networks.

And the last one is on bridging the digital divide.

These Resolutions were presented as since there was consensus and we did not have any issue on the 4 documents.

The same goes for the suppressions, the five suppressions.

There was consensus that these needed to be suppressed, that is decision 6, Resolution 67, Resolution 141, Resolution 149, submitted for your further consideration, Mr. Chairman.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you to the Chairman of the Working Group of the Plenary.

So we have these documents in front of us.

I will go one by one on Resolution 131, page 1 of document 142.

Does anybody have a comment?

Is anyone asking for the floor?

Now we go to Page 2 of the same document.

Some changes on this document, some modifications.

Does anybody have a comment on these, Page 2, document 142?

Okay, no one is asking for the floor.

All of these are based on consensus, and Page 3, does anybody have a comment?

Syria, please, you have the floor.

>> Representative From Syria:  Thank you, Chairman.

Chairman, my proposal goes to Page 3.

This was originally an Arab proposal.

I have been contacted by colleagues telling me that in the ITU, the community dealing with these issues, they decided that there is no more justification, Chairman, for the community connectivity indicators.

It was dropped by the specialist group, Chairman, so my proposal to you that in the resolve to instruct Secretary‑General and the Director of the telecommunication Development Bureau, to continue here I propose, if justified.

To promote and so on, just only the words "if justified," Chairman.

It seems the experts decide they will work on the single index and there is no need to duplicate that work by another indicators which are the community connectivity, Chairman.

So this is my simple proposal so you, if accepted.

Thank you, Chairman.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you, Syria.

I will ask the Chairman of the Working Group of the Plenary if he likes to comment on this.

Kenya?

>> C. Njoroge:  Thank you, Chairman.

If that is acceptable I think we can move with that because we cannot undertake any work if there's no justification.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: So, we have this proposal and I think that indeed if something is not feasible, then it won't be applicable by the end of the day.

So any other comment on page 3? 

Okay, so we took note of the proposal by Syria on the part of "if justified" for clarification for page 3, that will be added.

Now we go to page 4 of document 142 that regards Resolution 131.

Does anybody have a comment?

Okay, so nobody's asking for the floor.

Therefore we have reviewed the four pages of Resolution 131, and therefore we are approving it on first reading.

Approved.

Now we have Resolution 135, in is page 5 of document 142.

I would like to request if anybody has any comments on page 5, Resolution 135.

Okay, nobody is asking for the floor.

We move to Page 6, document 142.

Does anybody have a comment?

Iran, please.

>> Representative From Iran:  Thank you, Chairman.

Just point of clarification.

On the resolves it is mentioned that ITU should continue to coordinate efforts for the harmonization.

The word "should" and some clarification whether it is intentional to put that in a more conditional way or optional, or it is overlooked.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: I believe this ‑‑ this was part of the previous Resolutions from what I see.

So no change was proposed in this text.

The text as it was, but I would kindly request to the Chairman of the Working Group of the Plenary, Charles, if you can make a comment on this matter, please.

Kenya?

>> C. Njoroge:  Thank you, Chairman.

Since there was no proposal, perhaps we may decide in this Plenary whether we need to change but there's no proposal.

If it helps, then perhaps we could look at that.

>> F. Borjón: So basically what I was saying is this was not changed.

This is the way that it was, before.

There were no modifications to this part, so basically, this is the way that the Resolution 135 has been going on, and being interpreted, and been analyzed or studied so there was no proposal on that matter.

Do we have any other comment on Page 6, document 142?

Okay, nobody's asking for the floor.

This document was built in consensus.

No comment on Page 6.

And Page 7, there are only some updates, a reference to Hyderabad, and on Invites the Council.

Does anybody have a comment on this page? 

I see no one asking for the floor.

That is the last page of Resolution 135.

I believe we're in a position to approve it and therefore Resolution 135 approved on first reading.

Thank you.

Sorry.

Indonesia is asking for the floor, sorry, Indonesia.

>> Representative From Indonesia:  Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

Yes, we don't have any problems with this Resolution, and we, of course, support this.

We only want to put in the records of this Plenary, Mr. Chairman, that the resolves part regarding the NGN, that we are not only talking about the preparation and the technology of the NGN, but however also that the basic infrastructure to meet the NGN for developing countries should be taken seriously because without high capacity backbone, for instance, and all the required access, NGN will just be a failure and a jam to the National network.

Perhaps we would like only to put this in the records for the consideration of the three directors of the Bureaus.

Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you, Indonesia.

So just a second.

We were in document 135.

I believe this comment was addressed to Document 137.

So Lebanon, is your comment have to do something with Resolution 135, Lebanon?

Lebanon has the floor.

>> Representative From Lebanon:  Chairman, I thought you were on Resolution 137.

I have a comment to what was just proposed by the previous speaker.

I don't think there's any point in introducing NGN.

>> F. Borjón: If there are no comments on Resolution 135, I would like to ‑‑ we're on 135.

We're not yet on the NGNs which is 137.

Just 135 to be completely clear, 135 is approved on first reading.

Now we were going to 137.

I think that we can take note of what Indonesia has proposed, and as a relevant issue that regards the backbone, the importance of the backbone.

And I think we are taking note of this matter.

I see Saudi Arabia asking for the floor.

Saudi Arabia, you have the floor, please.

>> Representative From Saudi Arabia:  Thank you, Sir.

On this Resolution, the developing countries for the Resolution which we have just adopted, the developing countries would like to come back to a comment which was raised.

On Resolution 137, and this is for the developing countries.

Next generation network deployment in developing can countries.

The Resolution we've just adopted just now, we added a comment that developing countries also include the least developed countries, small island developing states, et cetera.

Now, could you please tell me, does this also apply to Resolution 137?

That is, this comment concerning the definition of "developing countries."

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you, that should be the case.

But I will request to the Chairman of the Working Group of the Plenary if that was the sense of the Working Group of the Plenary indeed.

Charles from Kenya, you have the floor.

>> C. Njoroge:  Thank you, Chairman.

I think the definitions should be consistent and should be able to apply.

>> F. Borjón: Okay, so we take note of that.

On Syria, you have the floor.

>> Representative From Syria:  Thank you.

I should like to support the request from Saudi Arabia, namely, that we add a footnote and a reference in order to add the definition of developing countries including least developed countries, small island developing states, landlocked developing countries, and countries with economies in transition.

This definition is necessary so that we can be quite clear as to what is meant by "developing countries."

This modification is an editorial modification.

It is therefore quite natural and normal to define very clearly what is meant by "developing countries."

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you.

And I think Saudi Arabia was addressing this issue exactly and I think with the attention of the Chairman of Committee 4 which is always listening to all of this discussion, I think she has taken note of this and will make the proper arrangements in the text.

So we will put the thing to make it consistent with the other Resolution.

Cameroon, you have the floor.

>> Representative From Cameroon:  Thank you, Chairman.

I simply wanted to give my support to Saudi Arabia, thank you.

>> F. Borjón: I think we have a ruling on that matter.

I think that will be clarifying in many sense and we have taken note of the comments of Indonesia and Lebanon.

Lebanon, we have taken note of your comments.

Do you want to say something else, Lebanon?

>> Representative From Lebanon:  Thank you, Chairman.

In Resolution 135, at the bottom of the page, we have exactly what Mr. Kisrawi's just told us.

It says, these include the least developed countries, small islands and developing states, et cetera.

I just wanted to mention that.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Note taken and then again, I go to Page 8, Document 142.

Does anybody else have a comment?

Okay.

Since there's no problem, now we go to Document 142, Page 9.

We're still on Resolution 137.

Page 9.

Anybody has a comment?

No comment?

Now we have Page 10.

Anybody else has a comment?

And finally, Page 11.

Anybody else has a comment on this Resolution 137?

No comment, so just a second.

We're having maybe a legal note on this matter.

Just a second.

We're just reviewing the documents, and on the matter of the reference to the term "developing countries," I'd like to clarify that we have approved Resolution 143 with the 7 series of documents, and document 141, as you might recall.

Resolution 143 in the resolves, states, that the provisions in all ITU documents relating to developing countries shall be extended as defined in this Resolution, to apply adequately to countries with economies in transition.

So this is once again Resolution 143 that we approved, and I believe therefore that we can make this extensive to any reference to developing countries, and therefore we don't need to put footnotes on every one.

So I believe there's really no need to put this clarification, ever since Resolution 143, the modification that we have just approved, is already making the reference that the definitions made in Resolution 143 are applicable to the term of "developing countries."

However, if Madam Alajouanine thinks otherwise, I would like to know.

Madam Alajouanine, if you would like to make a comment or you concur with us on this matter.

France, you have the floor.

>> M.-T. Alajouanine: Yes, Chairman, thank you.

Concerning these Resolutions referring to developing countries, my opinion would be that we should have the footnote when it is necessary, as it is, for example, in the Resolution which with we've just been talking about.

These Resolutions are documents which can be read separately.

They're not always related to other documents, and therefore one might occasionally forget that you're talking about the same thing.

So I'd suggest that, for example, in Resolution 137, in the title, we have a little 1 indicating that there is a footnote following.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: That could be seen as redundant but this could clarify and avoid any sort of mistakes in the future.

So, yes, I agree with the Chairman of Committee 4, and we'll do it like that just for clarification in every case.

Just have to be careful that the reference used in Resolution 143 and some others is consistent in every case.

Syria, please?

Syria is asking for the floor.

>> Representative From Syria:  Thank you, Chairman.

I support totally the comments by the Chairman of Committee 4.

The definition of LDCs ‑‑ sorry, of developing countries and the constituent of that is covered by two Resolutions.

The 143 as referred to, and the other Resolutions about LDCs, Chairman.

So it's better if you have this definition, because this is tradition in all documents of the ITU in the three sectors to have always this definition which covers four categories of countries:  Least developed, SIDS, landlocked countries and countries with economies in transition so we're happy with your ruling that this should appear as a footnote to this Resolution, also, Chairman.

There is no contradiction.

Otherwise we should refer to two Resolutions, 143 and the other one, Chairman.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you, Syria.

Now we have reviewed all of the Resolutions of 147.

Pages, 9, 10, and 11.

We have made the clarification.

The editorial Committee will make the proper adjustments in the text and therefore we're in a position to approve the modifications to Resolution 137.

Therefore Resolution 137, the modifications are approved. 

On first reading.

Now we go to Resolution 139.

Once again we have a document that's presented for modifications.

We see some of them or all of them are in consensus as the Chairman of Committee 4 has clarified on page 13, there is no need for the brackets.

That was only for editorial purposes and therefore I would like to go page by page on Resolution 139.

Going Page 12 of document 142, does anybody have a comment here?

I don't see anyone asking for the floor.

We continue to page 13 of document 142.

Do we have any comments?

No comment?

Thank you.

Page 14, document 142.

Russia.

Russia is asking for the floor.

Russia, you have the floor.

>> Representative From Russia:  Thank you very much, Chairman.

Actually, I think I have a comment and the change is mainly editorial, perhaps not entirely.

In considering further in B, as far as I remember, at the meeting of the Plenary, the Working Group of Plenary, yesterday, they actually agreed that telecommunications including ICTs would be replaced by the usually used phrase, which is "telecommunications‑ICT."

Thank you, Sir.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you, Russia.

I would like to ask the Chairman of the Working Group of the Plenary if you could please clarify on this matter.

Charles from Kenya, you have the floor.

>> C. Njoroge:  Thank you, Chairman.

I think that is in order.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you, Charles.

So we take note of this change, make the proper adjustments.

And Syria is asking for the floor.

Syria, you have the floor.

>> Representative From Syria:  Chairman, we support the Russian proposal.

It was a wise decision by Doha.

At the last conference there was request for identification of what we mean by telecommunication/ICT et cetera.

Then finally we agreed that whenever we have telecommunications, we have stroke ICT to represent the reality, Chairman, and the decision of Doha was apply that and it was applied.

At the last Plenipotentiary Conference, Chairman, we did the same.

We took the same decisions.

Since, Chairman, we have not succeeded up till now to have a definition of what we mean by "ICT," I would support the proposal by the Russian Federation and invite Committee 4, Chairman, to replace all of these terms whenever they see them, Chairman, that telecommunication/ICT so we should repeat the same decision taken by Antalya, Chairman, at this Plenary.

Regretting that we have tried many times to find the definition and we have not succeeded.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you, Syria.

Note taken.

The U.K. is asking for the floor.

U.K.?

>> Representative From United Kingdom:  Yes, thank you very much, Mr. Chairman.

I wonder, I'm sure there is wisdom in doing that but I'm noting in this particular Resolution that there's a lot of different references to ICTs, ICT applications so presumably in some cases, the drafters of the Resolutions have decided that where it just mentions instance in considering further, it mentions that telecommunications include ICTs and ICT applications I assume that would be telecommunication/ICTs and ICT applications.

Elsewhere it just mentions ICT so I suppose we have to be a bit careful in joining all these together.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you for your comments, U.K.

I believe we can rely on the Chairman of the Working Group of the Plenary to make the proper adjustments.

And I would recommend Russia to please work closely with the Working Group of the Plenary so everybody's in agreement and work with the Chairman of Committee 4 to make the proper arrangements but I think we are all having the same idea in the way of dealing with this, is just an editorial matter that should be clarified as has been mentioned.

Okay?

Thank you for the comments, Russia, and everybody.

Now we go to Page 15, document 142.

Does anybody have a comment?

Okay, nobody's asking for the floor.

And Page 16.

Document 142.

Okay, so nobody's asking for the floor.

We take note of the comments that regard ICTs, and we request kindly from the Chairman of Committee of the Working Group of the Plenary, and related parties to please work closely with the Chairman of Committee 4 to make the adjustments.

Otherwise, I think we're in a position to approve on first reading Resolution 139 with the comments made.

Okay?

So Resolution 139 approved.

Then to the end of document 142, we have one decision for Resolutions that are put to suppression.

That will be suppress Decision 9, suppress Resolution 67, suppress Resolution 141, suppress Resolution 142, suppress Resolution 149.

United Arab Emirates are asking for the floor.

You have the floor.

>> Representative From United Arab Emirates:  Yes, thank you, Chairman.

Chairman, with regard to suppression of Resolution 67, we have proposed another Resolution to create a new Council Working Group for all definitions and annexes for Constitution and Convention, so based on that, we ask to suppress Resolution 67.

However, till now we didn't know what happened to that one for that Council Working Group, so we believe that if this Resolution that will be deleted, 67, then there will be nothing available in the Constitution on this Plenipotentiary, give a way or procedure to reviewing or updating the definition.

Similarly, Mr. Chairman, to Resolution 149, although the objective of this Resolution being conferred but still the discussion with regard to super security is still going on in this conference so I wonder that by deleting or suppressing this Resolution 149 what will happen to that one if the work not been concluded.

So this is my comment, and I just would like to address it here in this meeting.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you.

And I will kindly request the Chairman of the Working Group of the Plenary if you could please make some comments, Charles, on the matter of definitions and the relations to Resolution 67 and 149.

Kenya, you have the floor.

>> C. Njoroge:  Thank you, Chairman.

Chairman, in the decision 9 and the four Resolutions there was consensus that they get suppressed.

I'd also like say that these are independent Resolutions which were suppressed.

However, Resolution 67 is in our agenda today, tonight, but Resolution 149 was concluded, and therefore, if we start linking some of these we will not make progress.

We were able to resolve it, however we have an agenda this evening for Resolution 67, so that will be discussed.

Thank you, Chair.

>> F. Borjón: Okay, then, Charles, I understand that, then, we should be taking away this part of the suppression of Resolution 67, because you will be making some further comments later today?

Am I clear?

Is that accurate?

Could you please clarify again, Working Group of the Plenary Chairman, Kenya?

>> C. Njoroge:  Thank you, Chairman.

Chairman, we are proposing decision 9, Resolution 67, and 149 for adoption.

However, there was a clarification which was sought because of the issue of definitions.

We have a totally new Resolution which we'll be looking at this evening.

So whatever we're presenting here is for your consideration and adoption.

Thank you, Chair.

>> F. Borjón: Okay, so U understand that there was consensus on the suppression of these Resolutions but there will be a discussion, as mentioned, of a new Resolution that deals with, I don't know, maybe it's terminology or definitions.

I don't know the exact name.

Maybe we're still in the position to keep these as proposals for suppression.

Right now, and this will be addressed by tonight's work at the Working Group of the Plenary.

However, we have Syria asking for the floor.

>> Representative From Syria:  Chairman, regarding Resolution 67, we support the proposal by Emirates, Chairman, because the Arab proposal to delete this Resolution was conditioned by adopting a new Resolution under the work of Resolution 142, Chairman, that is proposed now for deletion.

However, for the Resolution 141, Chairman, we agreed to it suppression.

Syria proposed that this suppression should be accompanied by a text in the minutes of the Plenary authorizing them to invite any experts to any meetings he called for.

Following the same authorization given to the directors of the Bureaus and the Study Group chairmen.

So we could agree to the Resolution 144 suppression, Chairman, but we would like this text to appear in the minutes of your meeting.

And, Chairman, 149 is not over yet, so it's true what you've heard, and those 67, Chairman, 142, 149, have to do with the terminology.

So we would propose to you, Chairman, to defer the decision on 67, 142, 149 until the Plenary of the Working Group today.

Thank you. 

>> F. Borjón: Thank you.

I think we have a proposal and that proposal has the sense that there could be a new Resolution that deals with these issues of terminology and definition that's going to be discussed today at the Working Group of the Plenary, so maybe we could be postponing this suppression of Resolution 67, 142 and 149.

Just waiting for the result of the Working Group of the Plenary on matters that are very similar to these ones.

So I would like to propose, then, to have the suppression of decision 9 and Resolution 141.

And the others we will postpone until knowing the results of the Working Group of the Plenary.

So we're only looking at the suppression once again of Decision 9 and Resolution 141.

The others are postponed for the moment.

Lebanon, you have the floor.

>> Representative From Lebanon:  Thank you, Chairman.

We'd like to support your last decision.

We do not think that for the time being we should be suppressing 67, Resolution 142 or Resolution 149.

It would be better to await the conclusions of the work of the WG‑PL.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you for your support, Lebanon.

Iran you have the floor.

>> Representative From Iran:  Irrespective of the decision of the Working Group of Plenary, if it is suggested to you that the Resolution 67 we suppressed, we would get in difficulties.

Suppose the WRC change the radiocommunications definitions.

This Resolution 67 asks the Secretary‑General to instruct or bring the changes to the attention of Council and Plenipot.

Therefore we should be very careful if we suppress the resolution the sense of the Resolution that means requesting or instructing Secretary‑General to bring any modification to definitions which has been changed or adopted by a conference to the attention of Council and Plenipot should be mentioned somewhere in particular perhaps in the manner of Plenipotentiary Chairman.

We should be very, very careful not to take this very important role of Secretary‑General that involving Council and Plenipotentiary for such changes, Chairman.

This is very fundamental matter.

We should be very careful when dealing with this issue in Working Group of Plenary.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you, Iran.

That's the reason I'm proposing that we postpone resolving on the suppression of Resolution 67, Resolution 142 and Resolution 149.

The proposal is that we wait to see what is the result of the Working Group of the Plenary.

So once again what I am putting to your considering consideration is only the suppression of decision 9 and Resolution 141 for the moment and I think that has been supported by Lebanon.

Trying to move forward in this.

Saudi Arabia, thank you.

>> Representative From Saudi Arabia:  Thank you, Chairman.

I had asked for the floor to support the request made by the Delegation of the United Arab Emirates and also to endorse what I think was a very wise decision taken by you, Sir.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you very much for your comments, Saudi Arabia.

Canada, you have the floor.

>> Representative From Canada:  Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

Just with regard to the suppression of Resolution 141, I understood that there would be a statement made in the minutes of this meeting.

I'm sorry, I did not fully understand the intervention of the delegate from Syria.

If that could be clarified, because that particular portion of the Resolution relating to ‑‑ or the intervention relating to the role of the Bureau directors in that matter, and now applying it to the Secretary‑General, that is actually in the Convention, and I think we would need to clarify precisely based on the text that's in the Convention for the Secretary‑General, as well.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you for that note of clarification.

Syria, could you please clarify on this matter again?

Syria, you have the floor.

>> Representative From Syria:  Thank you, Chairman.

Chairman, when this was discussed at the Working Group level, we said we have no difficulty with the suppression of this Resolution, provided that we encourage the Secretary‑General in accordance with the spirit of 248‑A, Chairman, of the Convention.

This is 248‑A, which states the following, "following the procedures adopted, procedures developed by the sector concerned, Director of Bureaus may in consultation with Chairman of the Study Group concerned invite an organization who is not participating in the sector to send representatives to take part in the study of this matter in the Study Group."

In comparison with the spirit of 141, we said that we could agree to the suppression, provided that in the minutes of the Plenary, we authorize the Secretary‑General to invite any expert or an organization to any meeting he called for, Chairman.

So this is because we said if the directors have the same power, why not the Secretary‑General not having the same power, Chairman.

Here is a text which was already adopted since years, Chairman, so just only we authorize the Secretary‑General to invite any expert or organization to any meeting he's organizing, Chairman.

It's a simple thing that we make our acceptance of eliminating 141, Chairman.

So we hope that this will be reflected in the minutes of your meeting.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Anybody has a comment on this matter?

Canada?

>> Representative From Canada:  Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

Yes, that's precisely what I was driving at.

Thank you very much.

The issue of the procedures, I would like to the know whether or not there will be procedures for the invitation extended to other ‑‑ to experts to participate in the meetings that Mr. Kisrawi is referring to.

If so, then that would be the responsibility, I believe, of Council to determine those procedures, if I understood correctly.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Syria, would you like to make a comment?

>> Representative From Syria:  There's no need for any procedure.

I was Study Group Chairman I used to invite experts in agreement with Director of the Bureau it's up to the Secretary‑General, Chairman.

And also the bureau of the ‑‑ sometimes proposed to me to invite experts so there is no need for any procedures.

The Secretary‑General, if you read the essence of 191, this was how ‑‑ how other interested parties in the work of the ITU could join under which condition.

However, the end of the Council decided that there is no need for any procedures nor any need to continue resolution 141.

But as a compromise, Chairman, we say that let's allow any expert or any organization there's no need, Chairman, to have any procedure for that.

It's up to him he knows his responsibility.

If you find that somebody who is not member of the ITU as organization or an expert.

And useful and they have done it, for instance, in his initiative on cybersecurity Chairman, he invited judge Stein from Norway, it was exactly the same action, Chairman, which is not a Member State but used to be highly qualified expert in the world of cybersecurity, Chairman, thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you, Mr. Kisrawi.

I'd like to propose that we fist I think there's agreement on the suppression of decision 9.

Seeing nobody else asking for the floor on this matter.

Decision 9 should be suppressed.

And on the matter of resolution 141 I would like to propose that we have small coffee break in this issue with more of Study Groups so maybe Mr. Kisrawi, Canada, if you can please come to the podium, while the rest is having a nice coffee break.

15‑minute break.

In order for us to continue hopefully we'll consult that in the meantime.

So, we are suspending for the moment.

We'll continue in 15 minutes after your coffee break.

Thank you.

[ Coffee break ]

>> F. Borjón: Please, we are now resuming the discussion of document 142.

On the request for the suppression of resolution 141.

On this matter we have scenery viewed that the reference is not applicable, that's applicable to Study Groups.

Actually we have seen that the procedures are not applicable anything.

Based on that, we the Secretary‑General is able to do what our main documents of ITU allow him to do.

I believe there is no other need for clarification.

Secretary‑General can proceed within the framework, within the legal framework of the Union and very free to do so in use of his faculties.

Therefore, once again I'd like to put to your consideration the suppression of resolution 141.

Do we have any comment?

Thank you.

On first reading resolution 141 would be suppressed.

Please take note that we will address later on the possible suppression of resolution 67, resolution 142.

Resolution 149.

Considering the results of the working group of the Plenary from today.

Thank you.

We now continue ‑‑ sorry.

United States, please.

>> Representative From United States:  Thank you very much, Mr. Chairman.

We wish to actually have some clarification on the decision regarding our distinguished colleague from Syria's proposal of making in all instances telecommunication/ICTs.

We ask for clarification, Mr. Chairman, because we do believe as we have considered it further.

And as you will see the use of that phrase and terms throughout the documents.

That we should be cautious that in some cases the context does not require the merger of those terms.

So, Mr. Chairman, we would ask that there be a further clarification as to what the editorial Committee will do with those expressions.

It would be our preference to leave the text in the documents as we see them.

With the certainty that we what we will remain there.

So, Mr. Chairman, would ask should that ‑‑ that view conflict with your decision we would ask your clarification, please.

Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you, United States.

What we were proposing exactly that the Chairman of the working group of the Plenary with interested parties work together with the editorial Committee in order to be addressing this issue.

To have the sense of the working group of the Plenary properly reflected within the text as being proposed.

It seems that right now there is ‑‑ there was a consensus, there was an agreement.

However we had the comment from Russia and I will invite United States together with Russia and the working group of the Plenary work with the editorial Committee, with the Committee 4 in order to address each and every one of the adjustments that could be or could not be needed.

So, please, that will be my request to United States, Russia and the working group of the Plenary to work together with the Chairman of Committee 4 in order to address this document.

Does that clarify, United States?

USA, you have the floor.

>> Representative From United States:  Thank you very much, Mr. Chairman.

That does help.

I would ask, however, are you referring to only document 142 which would seem that we'd be very prepared obviously to do that.

And to do anything else that you would require, but to go through all documents with that purpose may be a task of considerable effort, particularly as those documents have already been drafted and have been reviewed with the words used.

So, Mr. Chairman, we would ‑‑ it would be our proposal to leave the texts as they are written, with the understanding that should there be a specific reference during the readings of these documents that a delegate would wish to raise and to possibly change appropriately from telecommunications/ICTs.

That it be the responsibility of the intervention of the individual at that time.

But for us to go through all documents looking for that phrase may be a task far greater than we can at this stage in the conference.

Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you.

I think what we're addressing resolution 139.

Pages 12 to 16 where we have the comment of Russia.

I believe we can work to clarify this issue as I mentioned within the Chairman of the working group of the Plenary, if possible, with the USA and Russia together with the editorial Committee.

I'm sure you will find a way to plop early reflect ‑‑ properly reflect the working group of the participants of the Plenary for this particular resolution.

However, we'll kindly request the Chairman of the working group of the Plenary if he seems that he thinks that this is something that he can fulfill without any further comments.

Charles from, Kenya, you have the floor.

>> C. Njoroge: Thank you, Chairman.

I think we are working on resolution 139.

And it was very specific, there was one area which required that we add, stroke, ICT and remove "including" since that is consistent with what we have.

I think that should be able to clarify, not all documents.

In that document where there's telecommunication/ICTs and that is in considering further, thank you, Chairman. 

>> F. Borjón: I think that is really establishing where we are addressing these changes.

I think it's quite clear and once again I will invite the interested parties to work together with the working group of the Plenary and the Chairman of Committee 4 for this issue.

I think we can now move forward.

We go to the 9th series of texts submitted by the editorial Committee.

Sorry, Russia, please.

>> Representative From Russia.

Thank you, Chairman.

I didn't quite understand, have we agreed on this proposal, there didn't seem to be any objections.

Do we inform anything to discuss further or has the decision been taken and are we moving on to something else?

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: We were just ratifying the terms of the previous agreement.

There was a doubt, there was request of clarifying and I think we have just clarified the issue.

We are addressing resolution 139.

I think there was request for clarification from Russia, and we are addressing that, we're inviting as well the USA to work with the document together with you and the Chairman of the working group of the Plenary.

The Chairman of the editorial Committee to have this change properly reflected in this document.

Okay, we're not opening the discussion.

Thank you.

We go to document 14.

This regards the 9th series of texts submitted by the editorial Committee.

I kindly request the Chairman of Committee 4, Madam Alajouanine if you could please address this document, France.

>> M.-T. Alajouanine: Thank you, Chairman.

Document 143 is submitted to the Plenary meeting for first reading.

Documents contained in document 143 have been sent to us by Committee 6.

What we have here is three new, decision Com 6/1.

Concerning free online access to ITU publications.

A new resolution of Com 6/2, on establishment of the independent management Advisory Committee.

And a new resolution Com 6/3.

On admission of Sector Members from developing countries in the work of the ITU telecommunication standardization sector and to the ITU radio communication sector.

It is submitted for your 'gravel.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: I kindly request to the Chairman of Committee 6, Mr. Gracie to, please give us a brief comment on this document.

Mr. Gracie from Canada has the floor.

>> B. Gracie: Yes, thank you, Chairman.

The first decision Com 6/1 on free online access to ITU‑T publications this represents consensus text based on the work of an ad hoc group that was set up in Committee 6.

There were many discussions concerning this and we have a very delicate compromise text before you.

Having said that, however, Chairman, just for clarification purposes I would like to suggest an amendment to the "decides", in fact the insertion of new "decides" 3, and text would read as follows:  It would read to confirm on a permanent basis the current policy on free online access to ITU‑T recommendations.

So, this would be a new "decides" 3.

I'll read it again.

"to confirm on a permanent basis the current policy on free online access to ITU‑T recommendations" this is just to clarify the situation, Chairman, with respect to ITU‑T recommendations which have already been approved through the Council process to be available free online.

Now, with that amendment, if there's agreement, there would be a consequential amendment to the second line under the instructs the Secretary‑General.

It would simply be reference to not only decides 1 in the second line but also to the decides 3.

I put that forward for your consideration.

I don't think it should cause any difficulty.

But I'm in your hands as to how you want to deal with that particular amendment.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: So we have this document in front of us.

And proposal from Mr. Gracie on the matter of "decides" 3 to confirm on a permanent basis the current policy on free online access to ITU recommendations.

I would like to go once again to this document we have comment from Saudi Arabia.

Saudi Arabia, you have the floor.

I'm sorry, United Arab Emirates.

>> Representative From United Arab Emirates:  Thank you very much.

A point for clarification on page 2.

On page 2 recognizing H, the last item under "recognizing" it is very clear mentioning here, Mr. Chairman, that the administrative regulations being legal binding instrument of the ITU shall be made available free of charge online as soon as the financially possible.

However, I draw your attention, Mr. Chairman, and the attention of the meeting to "Decides" 1 in page 3 which might be contradict a little bit with what is mentioned under "recognizing" H that is under "decides" 1 it is clear mentioned that the free online access shall be only given to some instruments of the ITU that is the ITU‑R recommendations, ITU‑R reports, the basic texts of the Union and the Final Acts of the Plenipotentiary conferences.

So this is my first point for clarification, Mr. Chairman, and I do have another point if you allow me, Mr. Chairman, which is under the same "decides."

Decides 1.

Also very clear mentioned here that the free online access to these ITU instruments shall be made available for free online access on a permanent basis.

So, my clarification, Mr. Chairman, through you kindly that, for example, does this mean or gives the understanding that the door is closed for any proposal in the future, suppose any administration or any Member State would like to come in the next Plenipotentiary Conference with some proposals or some suggestion to improve the free online access to these ITU instruments, so does this give the understanding that the door is closed or its final decision that this is a permanent basis decision of the ITU for these ITU instruments mentioned under "decides" 1?

So, those are the main two points for clarification, Mr. Chairman.

I would kindly seek your kind clarification or the kind clarification of Mr. Bruce of Committee 6.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you, United Arab Emirates.

I believe the part in the permanent is because we used to have a resolution that was talking about a trial that something that was temporary in its nature now it's becoming something that is going to be or is proposed to be a continuous thing.

I think that is the nature.

However, I will request the Chairman of Committee 6 please help us in clarifying this couple of issues.

Please, Mr. Gracie, you have the floor.

>> B. Gracie: Yes, thank you, Chairman.

As far as the first ‑‑ sorry the last point is concerned in "decides" 1 I think your interpretation is correct.

That this indeed is the thrust of this particular decision.

That it would indeed be ‑‑ these particular publications would be available on a permanent basis.

So that is to confirm decision 6 in that matter.

Now as far as recognizing H is concerned.

We did have considerable discussion concerning the availability of the administrative regulations.

By that, we mean the international telecommunication regulations and the radio regulations.

The general consensus of the room in Committee 6 was that this would not be feasible at the present time, particularly with respect to the radio regulations.

But that as part of a comprehensive study to be undertaken by the Council that the possibility of including the radio regulations to be available free online should be considered.

Perhaps the language here, the word "shall" may not be appropriate.

I would suggest that rather than "shall" we use the word "should" or ‑‑ given the fact that there was disagreement on whether or not the radio regulations in fact should be available free online.

So, this is really up to the Council to decide as part of a comprehensive study to be undertaken on the feasibility of determining whether other publications of the Union should be made available free online.

So, those would be my comments on those two points, Chairman.

But perhaps you might want to consult Brazil who chaired the ad hoc group on this matter just to clarify, recognizing H in particular.

Thank you, Chairman.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you.

Before giving the floor to the people who are requesting for it I will kindly request Brazil to please make a comment on this.

Brazil, you have the floor.

>> Representative From Brazil:  Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

Recognizing H was originally proposal from Brazil which was approved at the inter‑American level.

We justified this proposal in our contribution by a number of reasons.

First of all, the radio regulations being made free of charge online would help the Union to fulfill its corporate ‑‑

>> F. Borjón: Sorry to interrupt.

Could you be ‑‑ sorry.

Sorry to interrupt you.

Could you be referring us to the result of the other group rather than to the inter‑American proposal, please, just to the other group results?

Thank you.

>> Representative From Brazil:  Ad hoc group discussed this recognizing H and we reached the consensus that any document that was elaborated by Member States and that is legally binding instrument as an international treaty should in principle not be charged because the ITU wants this text to be implemented in full.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you for your comments.

Dominican Republic, please.

>> Representative From Dominican Republic:  Thank you very much, Chairman.

We have seen that the last few meetings with some considerable interest that a lot is being done on expenditure and budget here by the management of this organization.

In this particular document we've looked at the statistics, we believe that there's a comparison between the sales of items or not depending on item or subject.

I believe that paragraph 2 of the "decides" section indirectly refers to this where it talks about cost recovery.

It's very important that those who are seeking statistics or reports on the sales of printed documents also include a comparison with those which are printed and sold and those which are not.

That is the contribution we wanted to make on this document.

>> F. Borjón: Iran.

>> Representative From Iran:  Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

Just a point of clarification as was mentioned by dear colleagues taking the floor before me, there is currently some sort of inconsistencies between recognizing H and "decides" 1.

Secondly, Chairman, the last portion of the "recognizing" H mention "as soon as financially possible" it is a vague expression.

Who will decide that something is financially possible or not?

Is it the Council?

Why not we put that in the instruct to the council toe decide on the matter.

Thirdly, Chairman, in the "decides" refers to basic texts of the Union, there is some new ones ‑‑ nuance in that because basic text according to article 4 is current constitution, current convention and regulations which is ITR‑R and RR.

Perhaps we should be very clear that whether or not at this stage radio regulations and ITR and radio regulations which is every four years we have this, is deemed to be free online access for everybody or it is a matter to be further studied by the Council and to see when that should be available, Chairman.

There is some inconsistencies between various parts and perhaps there may be a need to clarify the matter.

I thank you very much.

Chairman.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you, Iran.

Syria, please.

>> Representative From Syria:  Thank you, Chairman.

Chairman, the Arab states position was clear on that particular issue.

That the radio regulations with the financial situation of the ITU today should not be available free of charge, Chairman.

And of course we agreed that a study could be taken but as clarified here, financially possible is not a language.

So my proposal would be, that the administrative regulation as legally ‑‑ et cetera ‑‑ change the word "shall" may be made available free of charge pending decision by the Council.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you, Syria.

Saudi Arabia, please.

>> Representative From Saudi Arabia:  Thank you, Chairman.

I think that the paragraph H in "recognizing" is not actually necessary, at least not in this context.

The reason for that is that at the end of this resolution we instruct the Council to examine the report of the Secretary‑General that will be on this subject, and to decide on further policies for improving access to ITU publications, software and databases.

Publications in general.

So why do we actually need to be specific about these publications?

We feel that under "decides" we need to be a little clearer in the wording we're using.

ITU, our recommendations are reports.

The constitution and The Convention, that's what we should be referring to.

That would exclude the ITRs and the RRs.

Thank you.

So, what I'm suggesting under the heading "instructs the Council" is to say, to improve access ‑‑ improving access to publications or we don't need to use that word.

We're talking about a policy to be adopted in the future.

The decision taken by Council is directed at bringing about an improvement so the use of this word improving here is out of context.

So, to decide on further policies for access to ITU publications software and databases.

Basically remove the word "improving."

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you, Saudi Arabia.

I will try to be closing this discussion.

We have three more countries asking for the floor.

Lebanon, Egypt, Russia.

We have Canada as well.

Sweden, it seems we have many countries basically it seems that we're not able to find consensus on this matter for the moment.

However, I think that we are in agreement of providing free online access to ITU‑R recommendations, ITU‑R reports, basic text of the Union and so on.

As been said on page 3.

We may be having some issues to be resolved with regard to "considering" ‑‑ sorry, "recognizing" H and probably instructions to the Council.

Request Chairman of Committee 6 about the comments to move forward what it seems that we need to make ‑‑ Chairman of Committee 6.

>> B. Gracie: Thank you, Chairman.

If I can suggest a possible way forward given the discussion that's taken place.

One possibility would be to remove reference to ‑‑ remove "recognizing" H.

And include a new paragraph that in ‑‑ in instructs the Council.

Which would read as follows, this was discussed in Committee 6.

Sit would read "to undertake a holistic study on the cost benefits of providing other texts of the Union including the administrative regulations free online."

So, this would leave it to Council to make ‑‑ to undertake a study and to determine the cost benefits providing other texts and I've included a reference to the administrative regulations.

Chairman, that might provide one possibility of achieving consensus.

So, I'd like to offer that as a possibility.

Thank you, Chairman.

>> F. Borjón: I believe this proposal made by the Chairman of Committee 6 could be very helpful because it is addressing the possible contradiction between recognizing H, proposal has been said to delete recognize H.

Now we are inconsistency with proposal from Saudi Arabia ‑‑ be more clear on the way we're instructed to council.

I would like to put in to your consideration to see if we have support to the proposal of the Chairman of Committee 6 which is way straight forward that I believe is addressing the comments that we have been making.

I kindly request if we have support to the proposal of eliminating "recognizing" H and adopting this alternative text for instructs of the Council of undertaking holistic study on the matters that were mentioned by the president of Committee 6.

Try to finish this.

We only have five minutes.

I hope we are able to finish this because we still have a lot of work to do.

Anybody supporting this proposal?

Lebanon, you have the floor.

>> Representative From Lebanon:  Yes, Chairman, thank you.

I think this is the wisest proposal, actually.

However, I would as Chairman of the special Committee, the purpose of which is to revise the four volumes or review the four volumes of the radio regulations, to interest the Secretary‑General what the financial repercussions would be if we were to adopt a decision not to charge for the full volumes.

Radio regulations.

I do think we need to be cautious, Chairman.

ITU isn't that wealthy and I think Mr. Touré is trying as part as ‑‑ hard as possible to make savings where that can be done.

He is striving to have a more or less balanced budget with which he can discharge the responsibilities of the Union.

As a former Chairman of the finance committee, I think that we do need to have some idea of the financial repercussions of taking such a decision.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: I think this is not the question that we're addressing.

Nobody is granting access to this radio regulations.

If we can continue to be focused on the topic that we're discussing we have a large list let's try to see if we are able to find in the proposal resolution by Chairman of Committee 6 if we have an agreement on this, otherwise we'll just turn this document back to Committee 6.

Let's try to see if we can.

Egypt.

You have the floor.

>> Representative From Egypt:  Thank you very much, Mr. Chairman, we wish as well to thank the Chairman of the other group and Chairman of Committee 6.

Mr. Chairman, very briefly I think the previous comments just did not maybe address the issue by our colleague from United Arab Emirates on the permanent basis.

Mr. Chairman, based on the clarification made by Chairman of Committee and the Chairman of the ad hoc we think this language might have been appropriate at the stage of discussion in Committee 6 given the various positions on this item.

But I don't see it appropriate for the decision since the issue is now resolved.

So, I would propose to you, Mr. Chairman, to remove this phase in "decides" 1.

We would also support the proposal made by Chairman of Committee 6 on the removal of item H under "recognizing."

And instructs the Council, if our understanding is correct that the new language is replacing the old language.

We will support that.

Thank you, Chairman.

>> F. Borjón: Russia, you have the floor.

>> Representative From Russia:  Thank you, Chairman.

Your proposal is of course a compromised proposal.

However, we would like to get some advice from the legal advisor about whether or not an international organization actually has a right to close access to an internationally document which is actually legally binding.

The question under National legislation for us is when we're after the adoption of these documents and with such a status we're obliged to publish them and we also are obliged to make access open to them on the appropriate Internet site, the government's Internet site or what have you.

The situation is rather paradoxical.

In individual countries, access through the organization's documents is free online.

But it isn't through the website of the international organization itself.

We would have difficulties with this and if we are going to ratify further conference documents this problem will continue that's why we'd like to get the input of the legal advisor on this question, Chairman, thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you.

Fortunately we're running out of time my ruling here is that this document goes back to Committee 6.

To try to find consensus on the text.

I think we have several countries asking for the floor.

We won't be able to address each and everyone of your comments and as I mentioned before, we are not going to be turning this in to a drafting group.

I think we have to go back unfortunately to Committee 6.

And maybe you can address all of the comments there in a thorough discussion just after.

This very sorry for that.

This is because we are almost finished.

We're almost running out of time we need to be addressing some issues.

Sorry about that.

We have ‑‑ keeping in the order of the documents we have to stop here on the blue documents on the ninth series of documents.

We'll stop.

We'll resume tomorrow on this ones. 

Just in order to address some other very important issues, and to fulfill ‑‑ to achieve progress on this matter, I would like to propose you to deal with the first series of documents that we're having in pink paper.

In order to be addressing some of the progress that I think we are able to do.

We have already have this document on first reading.

This is document 124.

I kindly request the Chairman of Committee 4 to please present this pink document, document 124 on first series of texts submitted by the Committee.

Chairman of Committee 4.

>> M.-T. Alajouanine: Thank you, Chairman.

Document 124 is submitted to your Plenary meeting for a second reading.

It contains a number of suppressions as well as resolution 48 revision.

As a comment on this, on page 1 in "noting" A there are square brackets, please take those out.

And with that, Chairman, I request the Plenary to approve this document in second reading.

>> F. Borjón: Chairman of Committee 4 thank you for bearing with me on trying to make progress on the conference and we have the document of resolution 48 for your approval on second reading.

Do we have any comments?

This document that we have passed on first reading now I submit this for you on second reading for your approval.

Do we have any comment or are we able to approve it?

I see no one asking for the floor.

Seems that we're able to approve resolution 48 on second reading.

On this pink document.

Approved.

Then we have some decisions and resolutions to be suppressed would you like to make a comment, Chairman of Committee 4?

>> M.-T. Alajouanine: Thank you, Chairman.

No, there are no specific comments.

We already considered this at the first reading in Plenary.

We are merely requesting confirmation for all these suppressions.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you to the Chairman of Committee 4.

Once again these are documents that we look add at our last Plenary session so with the suppression of decision 7, suppression of resolution 47, suppression of resolution 49, suppression of resolution 108, suppression of resolution 147.

Suppression of resolution 156.

This is put to your consideration, does anybody have a comment?

This is a pink document.

No one asking for the floor.

Therefore, we approve the suppressions of decision 7, resolutions 47, 49, 108, 147 and 156.

As final issue of this session I would like to request to present document 16A6/75 for presentation to this Plenary session.

Just a brief comment, we brought this document from the working group of the Plenary, it was going to be addressed today so we are doing.

However we are trying very hard with Secretary‑General, myself have been trying very hard to try to achieve a compromise decision here.

We're still trying and this document will be presented to you right now we'd like to propose that it will be discussed on the Plenary session tomorrow.

Ever since we will still be trying to get consensus on this matter.

For the moment I'd like to request Lebanon to make a presentation of this document.

Of item No. 3 of the agenda.

Lebanon, you have the floor.

>> Representative From Lebanon:  Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

I'd like to thank you and everyone who has attempted to help us come up with a potential resolution that supports Lebanon against aggression against the security of the telecommunication network and users in Lebanon.

I remind the distinguished delegation of all the previous acts of aggression by Israeli and the ITU resolutions that were passed to condemn their action.

I also remind the distinguished members of the ITU community, and its delegation that we have avoided any type of politicization and kept the patter to the constitution and technical attacks against telecommunication network.

As a matter of fact Lebanon has carefully developed to choose most accommodating language against telecommunication network and the need to stop it as well as the delegation of the ITU towards its Member States.

Lebanon has kept from any language that could be found less agreeable to the distinguished gathering and to its respected members.

Lebanon has been extremely flexible in order for the distinguished confidence to unanimously approve document regarding an issue that is at the heart of telecommunication harmonization.

And we would be very surprised see Member State object to it.

I am sure that no Member State intends to condone such acts of aggression and I'm also sure that no Member State would allow itself not exercise responsibility towards other Member States.

For the plight of Lebanon, of Lebanon's commercial telecommunication network and I repeat, commercial, Lebanon and for the sake of the ITU and its constitution the proposal by the Arab group ask the ITU to live up to and exercise its responsibilities towards country members and uphold the ITU constitution and convention and the ‑‑ we asked the distinguish member to support this document and uphold constitution and right of Lebanon to secure and protect its commercial telecommunication network for the social and economic development of its citizens.

Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you, Lebanon.

I have been mentioning this very important document has been discussed within a group with interested parties and we will still be trying to get to decision through dialogue for this matter on a very constructive spirit that the parties are showing.

I appreciate very much.

We will make this last attempt to do that, I know that Secretary‑General mentioned that he has his batteries charged for this, I know he's very good on this sort of issues so I hope we will be able to get to some sort of solution, but in any case we will be addressing this issue at the Plenary tomorrow night.

Tomorrow Tuesday at night.

So please document has been presented.

Really like to put in to your consideration this document so you be prepared for what may be happening tomorrow.

Just a brief statement, please, Israel, I know this is a very difficult issue so I appreciate if you can bear with us on this matter.

Israel has the floor.

>> Representative From Israel:  Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

I would try to be brief as my previous speaker.

But I will be brief.

Not because you asked but because my delegation is against politicizing this august body.

We find this resolution, although my previous speaker said that they are trying to avoid it, my delegation finds this proposal politicizing this august body and its deliberation and we are not going to enter in to any political debate here, that is why my delegation is of course against this resolution and is against politicizing ITU and pretend to divert the deliberation here for peace and security issues.

Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you, Israel.

We will be addressing this issue tomorrow.

Thank you for bearing with me on this 3459er.

Our time has run up.

Committee has a session.

Committee 3 and budget and we really like to take much more time of it.

However we have brief announcement from the Secretary of the Plenary on No. 5 of the agenda.

Secretary of the Plenary you have the floor.

>> D. Bogdan: Thank you very much, Mr. Chairman for your information Committee 3 will meet immediately in room been at the close.
