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>> F. Borjón: Hello, good morning, welcome.

Sorry for this small delay.

You have been working very hard in order to try to make things as good as we can for this very important 15th, 16th and 17th Plenary meetings we'll be having today.

It's going to be a very intense day.

I hope you had a good rest.

I did myself.

Some hours but I did get some rest.

We need to devote all of our energy today and devote all of our compromise, all of our commitment, towards this conference.

Today we'll be finishing these Plenary sessions on the discussion of documents.

As you know and has been mentioned, this is a world conference that needs to prepare final acts so today is the last chance we have to get things done.

To fulfill the commitment that we have made to the persons who support us in our Government, Governments, to the people of our nations, our countries, to show them that we are able to do progress.

I really encourage you very much to do that.

If there are some issues that are not resolved, we'll be looking at them at the breaks.

With the groups that are able to work.

It's going to be a very intense day.

But I hope by the end of the day we'll all be very happy with the success.

I don't agree with the term "equally unhappy."

I hope we will be able to finish this day with everybody happy.

So please devote all your energy.

I'm ready.

I will put every part of myself is committed towards doing this, and I hope we will be able.

So let's have a great day today.

Today it is with much regret that I have to tell you that the United States is informing this conference of the unfortunate passing of Dean Olmstead, President of EchoStar Satellite Services.

Dean was a true visionary who helped reshape the entire satellite industry.

He was inducted in the space technology hall of fame in 1997.

We very much regret his passing away, but I'm sure he will be highly remembered by many of us.

In peace he rests.

Going to our agenda, you have document PP‑10/ADM/72.

This is a draft agenda.

You have it in front of you.

This is the agenda that we currently have.

Could probably be modified with the progress of today.

And this is the agenda I submit for your approval.

United Arab Emirates, you have the floor.

>> Representative From United Arab Emirates:  Thank you, Chairman.

And good morning, everybody.

Mr. Chairman, just with regard to the proposed agenda, or draft agenda, Item Number 3, proposals for the work of the conference, just a slight modification.

For the document LBN/176/1, I think this is Arab proposal, we are discussing the modification provided by the Secretary‑General, but it is an Arab proposal, so I would like to change to Arab.

Thank you very much.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you very much to that precision, United Arab Emirates.

I agree on ‑‑ I know as well as being such a brilliant Vice‑Chairman for this work here you're absolutely right.

I believe the reference is ARB/16A6C1/75.

I believe that's the proper reference.

Thank you for that.

So without any further comment, we approve the agenda.

We go to the 14th series of texts submitted by the editorial Committee to the Plenary meeting.

I'd kindly request the Chairman of Committee 4, Madam Alajouanine, to please present this document 162.

Madam Alajouanine, you have the floor.

>> M.-T. Alajouanine: Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

Document 162 in fact encompasses a number of documents that are submit to the Plenary for approval in first reading.

First of all there's a new Resolution coming from Committee 5 looking at the number of Vice‑Chairman of sector advisory groups, Study Groups and other groups.

Then after that, we have two new Resolutions, that were submitted by the Working Group of the Plenary.

The first one has to do with human exposure to and measurement of electromagnetic fields.

The second Resolution, WGPL/4, this concerns conformance and interoperability.

In this document, furthermore, we have some draft Resolutions that were submitted either by the Plenary Working Group or by Com 6.

We have Resolution 64, 77, 94, and 158.

I would like to draw your attention, Mr. Chairman, to the vision of Resolution 64 that we have from page 9.

In different places here, we have square brackets.

For example in the title already, we have non‑discriminatory access to modern telecommunication/information communication technology facilities, services and applications.

In square brackets, we have within the mandate of ITU.

That's in square brackets.

We have that in the title, and then also several times within the body of the text.

I think, Mr. Chairman, that this Plenary session ought to make a decision with regard to the square brackets.

Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you to the Chairman of Committee 4.

In talking with Chairman of Committee 5 but briefly, Mr. Riehl from Switzerland, could you please tell us if there is any issue in regard to COM5/2?

Mr. Riehl from Switzerland, you have the floor.

>> F. Riehl: Good morning to you all.

Good morning, Mr. Chairman.

With regard to COM5/2, looking at the number of Vice‑Chairmen of sector advisory groups, Study Groups, and other groups, here by consensus we adopted this proposal and it embodies a number of guidelines which could be applied by the various Study Groups, advisory groups, and other groups, as well, regarding Vice‑Chairmen and the nomination of Vice‑Chairmen, the number of Vice‑Chairmen, and so what we want to do is to enable every sector in the appropriate fashion to bear in mind as much as possible, to take into account these various guidelines.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: This is a clean document, achieved by consensus.

I kindly request if there is any comments in regard to page 1 of document 162.

Saudi Arabia, please.

>> Representative From Saudi Arabia:  I apologize, Mr. Chairman.

I thought that we would be discussing all of the documents together.

I have a comment on pages 2 and 3, in fact.

>> F. Borjón: I give you the floor and if you wish to make your statement now, maybe it's a good opportunity.

Please.

>> Representative From Saudi Arabia:  Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

On Page 2 of this document, "decides" A, decides 1, first line.

Experienced professionals, the second line on the French page but experienced professionals.

Experienced professionals, I think that we could simply say professionals without having to say experienced professionals.

Professionals, because how can we actually assess experience?

I mean, if somebody's professional, it goes out saying that they have experience.

Number 2 on the same page, the third line in the English text we see the same wording, "experienced professionals," and the same thing, number 5 on Page 3, as well, second line.

These instructions pertain to the Study Groups and other sector groups, Working Groups, Study Groups, other sector groups, sector advisory groups.

At the end of paragraph 5, I'm talking about at the end of paragraph 5, if you look at the end of paragraph 5, you'll see that these instructions are to be applied to the various bodies looking at regulatory matters of ITU‑R.

CPM and SC‑RPM in ITU‑R.

But perhaps at the beginning of the paragraph, you see the above mentioned guidelines, perhaps that ought to bear number 6.

That ought to be mentioned as paragraph 6.

That will clarify matters as I see it, the above‑mentioned guidelines there.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you for your comments.

Lebanon, you have the floor.

>> Representative From Lebanon:  Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

Yes, we would like to support the proposal that was just made by Saudi Arabia, and the various amendments that they called for.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you for that, Lebanon.

Briefly, Algeria.

Algeria, please.

>> Representative From Algeria:  Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

I would kindly request that ‑‑ kindly apologize for intervening at this juncture right at the beginning but in resolves 2, second line, page 2, this is Resolution COM5/2, there is some wording there that we think is a bit uncommon, a bit odd.

Asking that the developing countries should be taken into account to participate in an effective way.

Now, is that only addressed ‑‑ yes, efficient participation.

It means only developing countries can participate in an efficient way, developed countries can participate in an ordinary way.

I think instead of mentioning efficient participation, we could talk about effective participation.

If we say "effective participation of the developing countries," effective real participation but making a discrimination between efficient participation of developing countries by the developing countries, I think that this is a practice that is very uncommon.

It's not customary in our organization.

>> F. Borjón: Iran.

>> Representative From Iran:  Thank you, Chairman.

Chairman, this Resolution is provided as a result of a very lengthy discussion at WTDC and requests of many distinguished colleagues, in particular from African countries, indicating that there is a need to have criteria, and we're grateful to colleagues that they have by consensus approved this draft which is before you.

With respect to the first proposal my distinguished, very dear friend, the word "experienced," Chairman, coming from Annex 2 to Resolution 61 of the WTDC and the same thing in WTSA, qualification of Chairmen and Vice‑Chairmen, and the first item says, "knowledge and experience."

So whether or not you put this word "experience" is already there in the sector Advisory Group criteria for appointment of the Chairmen and Vice‑Chairmen.

This is, Chairman, one point.

With respect to his second suggestions, we fully agree with him at least I fully agree with him that the last part after resolves 5, which is currently a text without a number, should be number 6.

And in fact, it was number 6.

So I fully agree with you.

With respect to the distinguished delegate of Algeria's proposals, I think he had indicated very rightly the objectives of this.

The objective is not to have particular attention to the developing country but it is to promote participation of developing countries because currently the Chairmen and Vice‑Chairmen, there is not sufficient representation of developing countries.

The objective of this Resolution is to promote developing countries to have representation in the management of the Study Group and Advisory Group.

However I personally as the author of this first draft of this Resolution has no difficulty to replace the word "efficient by effective.

So in summary proposal of Saudi Arabia number 2 accepted, proposal of Algeria I would fully agree with them, with respect to the first proposal, with whether or not we talk about experience it is up to the Plenary.

However this word "experience" already exists in the major and essential and referenced document of the three sectors.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you.

Syria, please, you have the floor.

>> Representative From Syria:  Good morning, Chairman.

Good morning, everybody.

Chairman, for historical reasons if you look at page 1 and read 241 PP Minneapolis, in the old text there was only one Chairman and one Vice‑Chairman and exceptionally in very rare cases, we could have more than one vice Chair.

However, Chairman, these old texts have been modified in Minneapolis in order to get more equitable geographical distribution, more vice chairs.

Vice‑Chairmanship posts in the ITU, Chairman, does not cost any penny.

In the contrary, it enlarges the competence of the management team of Study Groups and all groups, Chairman.

So we don't want to give the impression by this Resolution that we would like to reduce the number of Vice‑Chairmanship by any way, Chairman.

We support totality of this spirit of this Resolution, which will be applied by each sector but we would like to ask clearly, Chairman, that certain flexibility should be left to the sectors.

We could not read the sector equally in everything, Chairman.

So we hope that the advisory bodies of the sectors will take the particularity of their sectors into consideration, Chairman.

What happens, for instance, in Johannesburg was a very, very important step forward when we insisted on having full representation of the 6 regional groups, Chairman.

Another issue, also, we would like to make clear, when we talk about region in this Resolution, Chairman, we meant now the 6 regions recognized by many Resolutions, whether in Johannesburg or in Hyderabad or in the radio assembly and now in some Resolutions coming to the Plenary here, Chairman, at least Resolution 58, Chairman, which has not been yet presented.

So for that we would like to make it clear that the region, the word region, in this Resolution means the 6 recognized regions which are:  Europe, Americas, Africa, CIS, Asia Pacific, and the Arab States, Chairman, I repeat at the Arab States.

Thank you very much.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you, Syria, we got the point, thank you very much.

We take note of that.

I think we did have elements to decide as was said by Iran, the term "experienced professionals" is already used.

We're talking about, and I believe a professional is somebody who charges an amount of money for his services, so I think in that sense experience could be useful.

I know all of you are very much experienced.

Probably far much more than myself.

On these matters the.

So I believe it's an issue.

There's not really a restrictive part.

It's just saying that we appreciate much the experience, and that doesn't imply that that will be restrictive in any way.

It's just experience on the matters of discussion, and it has been said this is a Resolution that's promoting now the Vice‑Chairman as Iran stated as well.

So many things are to be learned but a little basis of experience is always useful.

Once again, these are guidelines, in no way restrictive.

On the matter raised by Algeria, I believe, as well, I concur that we can change the word "efficient" from "effective," however I will encourage you, these are not very big changes.

Please, if we can live with the text for the rest of the discussions, once again, this is not a drafting group.

I'll go with this, but this is "effective" will be good, I believe.

And on the last part of establishing item 6, I believe we ‑‑ as proposed by Saudi Arabia, it's absolutely reasonable and logic, even, to make this clarification.

So having said this, I will propose to you now once again if we have comments, ever since we have been already analyzing the whole document, if we have some other comments apart from these, that we are solving I believe, if we have some other comments on this Resolution 162, pages 1, 2, and 3 of document 162.

Okay, so it seems that with this arrangement, with these changes, we could be able to solve this.

However, I see Senegal asking for the floor.

>> Representative From Senegal:  Thank you, Chairman.

I just wanted to ask a question.

I may have gotten lost here between the regions and the groups.

I was under the impression we had 6 groups and 5 regions in the ITU and when we're told 5 regions, or the 6 regions of the ITU, I don't really understand.

Are we talking about the 5 groups, the Africa group, Arab group, Europe group, et cetera, or is it the regions?

Because up till now, I understood that there were only 5 regions, but maybe I'm mistaken, Mr. Chairman, so I just want clarification on this, thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Just ask just for major clarity to please, I think Syria has already clarified this but maybe the Chairman of Committee 5 could really help us on having an answer to this and carry on.

I think Syria has already had a thorough explanation of the matter which I mentioned, we took note.

However, I will ask the Chairman of Committee 5 to clarify any meaning or any doubt on this matter so we can carry on.

Switzerland, you have the floor.

>> F. Riehl: Thank you, Chairman.

This question was not discussed at all in Committee 5.

That's a question raised by our colleague from Senegal, which is a general question that we come up against quite often.

In Council, unless I'm very much mistaken, we have 5 regions but I know in the BDT we talk about 6 regions.

I don't really want to transfer this question to others, but I don't want to say anything wrong here, either.

I think maybe it would be up to the legal adviser to tell us what the practice is in this field, as established according to certain traditions or long‑standing customs in ITU meetings.

Thank you, Chairman.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you.

I think part of this discussion was raised yesterday.

And I believe that the editorial Committee has already found an answer for this, so I kindly request the Chairman or Vice‑Chairman of Committee 4 if you can please assist us on what is this solution that you find to this issue, maybe this will clarify everything.

Chairman or Vice‑Chairman of Committee floor, France, you have the floor.

>> M.-T. Alajouanine: Thank you, Chairman.

Very sorry, but I don't actually recall which text there's mention of these regions.

When I represent the pink document we'll come back to that.

So we have the regions:  The Americas, Europe, that's western Europe, Eastern Republic.

I'm really sorry, but the fact is that the actual names I don't have right in front of me.

I've been rather taken by surprise here but we have 6 regions.

The names of the 6 regions, and the one that we're concerned with at the moment is the Arab States, the region of the Arab States.

Now, Mr. Chairman, we'll come back to this when we review the document but I don't think it's going to be a problem, thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Once again this promotes really the participation of Vice‑Chairmen so it has to be as broad as we can.

So absolutely we need to put it onto the 6 regions.

Maybe the Director of the BDT could help us in clarifying this matter.

However I think there is no issue here.

Director of BDT has the floor.

>> S. Al-Basheer: Thank you, Mr. Chairman, and good morning to everyone.

I agree, there is no issue here, but for a general question from Senegal, if I remember correctly, each sector have different regions.

There are 6 regions in the development sector, namely, the Americas, Asia and the Pacific, Africa, Arab region, Europe and CIS for the development sector.

Of course, for the radio sector, there are the famous 3 regions, for the radio sector, and for administrative region of the Council, there are 5:  Western Europe, Eastern Republic, the Americas, Asia, and Africa.

Mr. Chairman, I think simply this is the answer, but as you said, this is not an issue, and this is not discussed here.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Yes, absolutely.

I think the Chairman of Committee 4 is asking for the floor again.

Have you asked for the floor?

Please, you have the floor.

France.

>> M.-T. Alajouanine: Thank you, Chairman.

We found the document that I was referring to earlier, so we'll see later on in the pink document 166 in Resolution COM6/2, on page 15, it says the selection Committee is made up of 6 members representing various regions:  The Americas, western Europe, Eastern Republic, and northern Asia, Africa, Asia and Australasia and the Arab States.

So that's the 6 regions that we have within this Resolution.

And I think it's the same, the same applies to the Resolution that we're dealing with now.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: I think this solves the issue.

We this these things being raised as well by Syria.

I think many people are asking for the floor.

I kindly request everybody, we are addressing this issue of the regions.

Once again, it's not an issue, so I'll really like to request that you concentrate on the matter that we are talking about.

I think the question has been clarified by the matter of the regions.

So if anybody has a problem with the rest of the Resolution, that is I think what we need to discuss, because time is a very valuable asset and this is the third Resolution that we're seeing.

So I am closing the list right now of people who are requesting for the floor, but I think if your issue is to ratify what has been said, please do not insist.

I think it has been clarified.

Thank you.

I think really, we are once again promoting things that's going to be ample, as broad as we can, to make and to encourage participation, which is the final intention of this.

Thank you very much.

So if there are some other issues to be addressed in regard to Resolution COM5/2, maybe somebody else has an issue, we could be addressing it, but I think the question has been clearly clarified.

Russia, you have the floor.

>> Representative From Russia:  Thank you, Chairman.

Unfortunately, at this stage, in the light of everything that has been said by Committee 4, we have the following understanding.

Yesterday, we reached an understanding, and this was confirmed today by the Bureau, that we have 6 regions.

That's Americas, Europe, the CIS countries, Africa, Asia, and Australasia and the Arab States and again it's suggested that Europe should be divided into Western and Eastern Republic, and Northern Asia.

So we have a problem with that.

So could we, once and for all, deal with this problem as it is decided on in the development sector?

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: ‑‑ the problem yesterday and I think there was what was raised by Committee 4.

To be truthful, I'm highly surprised by your comment.

I don't understand it.

This thing was supposed to be arranged yesterday and I think that that is the solution.

On the question of the difference between 5 or 6 regions, I think we're addressing there are 6 regions.

Please bear with us.

If you have any doubts regarding that document which was supposed to be solved yesterday, and we requested your participation, once again I encourage you to talk to the editorial Committee on the specific reference to this other document.

I believe that was solved yesterday.

I appreciate if you can do that.

Thank you.

Armenia, you have the floor.

>> Representative From Armenia:  Thank you, Chairman.

Yes, I've heard what was said by the Delegation of Russia, but the fact is, it's not just on the number, the 6 number, but on the quality, so we have Americas, Europe, Africa, we have the Asian Australasia region, Arab and the Africa states.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you.

Mali?

>> Representative From Mali:  Thank you, Chairman.

We're not really speaking in this discussion, but we're just talking about the fact that the legal adviser is the best person to deal with this matter and I would like to remind you that he has dealt with this in the work of Committee 6, referring to the ITU documents, the relevant Resolutions.

So from time to time it might be a good idea to call on his expertise.

>> F. Borjón: Bulgaria.

>> Representative From Bulgaria:  Thank you very much, Mr. Chairman.

As far as I remember, once I was a pupil in our Bulgarian school, we remember that Russia is in two continents:  Europe and Asia.

Are we going to divide now Russian Federation because of the will of the Arab States group?

Either we have geographical principles or either we have some other principles, and we would like to hear the comments from the legal adviser on the matter.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Syria, please.

>> Representative From Syria:  Chairman, I requested the floor.

Then I decided not to speak.

But now after mentioning the Arab States, Arab States has nothing to do.

CIS always we call it, CIS, Chairman.

This is what we have been told by our colleague, to use this appellation, but it's not up to the Arab States to nominate any region.

The Arab States historically speaking, the 5 regions for the election of the Council is a heritage of the all time during the cold war and this continued and everybody's happy with that.

However, since 1995, Chairman, with the creation of the BDT, with the creation of the regional offices, it was become clear that the ITU could not be composed of 5 regions only.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you.

Thank you.

>> Representative From Syria:  There are 6 regions.

One is the Arab region and this is what we have raised, Chairman.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Mr. Kisrawi, thank you very much.

I think nobody has an issue with the Arab States participating on the opposite, we're very much encouraging it.

I think that the issue is another.

I believe the Vice‑Chairman of Committee 5, Antoine could you help us in this matter, part of the legal advisers group, Antoine.

You're at Switzerland?

Yes, please, you have the floor.

>> A. Dore:  Thank you, Chairman.

Just for clarification, I'm not the Vice‑Chairman.

I'm the Secretary of Committee 5 in actual fact and I simply want to confirm as someone is not here what has been said by the Director of BDT, also by the Chair of Committee 4 when it comes to the composition and the number of the regions.

You can confirm also that there are indeed 5 regions for the Council.

And for BDT there are, in fact, 6 regions.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you, yes.

The mistake was not of the interpreters.

It was completely mine.

You're part of the Secretariat.

Sorry for that.

Sorry for that.

Director of the BR has the floor.

>> F. Rancy:  Thank you very much, Mr. Chairman.

Let me bring this difficult discussion to an end.

The problem is as follows:  Yesterday in your discussion, you decided to base upon 6 regions and 6 regions like it is in use in the BDT.

With the names indicated, I will not repeat what was indicated by several speakers and by the Director of BDT.

The problem for me is that the Chairman of Committee 4 again read out the text describing 5 regions, administrative regions, with addition of Arab region, which is not exactly correct, reflecting your yesterday's decision.

So the decision should be ‑‑ was to use 6 regions like it is in the BDT practice.

That's as easy as that and I would suggest, Mr. Chairman, to stop this discussion right now, with the understanding that this correction should be done offline and this was the decision.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Sorry, Chairman of Committee 4, you want to say something, just to end this?

France, you have the floor.

You have the floor.

>> M.-T. Alajouanine: Thank you, Chairman.

Yes, I've heard what was said by the Director of the BDT, the Radiocommunications, who said that maybe I haven't got the right list, but I'm sorry, the list that I have is the one that I understood to be the one that we agreed on yesterday.

And I discussed this with the legal adviser, so I'm very sorry, Chairman, but I'm now totally confused.

I think it's a shame that at this time we should be discussing on the numbers of the regions, the names of the regions, when we have a heap of work before us, and I don't see how at this stage we're going to be in a position to finish harmonization of work of the conference and is so, Mr. Chairman, I understood yesterday something, and now I don't know where we are any more.

>> F. Borjón: We go to Director of BDT and I think we end this discussion.

On the matter of text of Resolution COM5/2, do we have any other issue?

Are we able to approve it, then?

Then we are approving Resolution COM5/2 on first reading.

Thank you.

Going now to Resolution WGPL/3, Page 4 of Document 162.

I kindly request the Chairman of the Working Group of the Plenary to please present the document.

We can use the time and maybe present as well, Resolution WGPL/3 and WGPL/4.

Charles from Kenya, you have the floor.

>> C. Njoroge: Thank you, Chairman, and good morning, everybody.

We have three Resolutions.

Two are new and one is a modification.

The first one is human exposure to and measurement of electromagnetic fields, which there was a consensus.

The second one is conformance and interoperability, also on which we gained consensus.

However, the last one which is on Resolution 64, there was a small modification within the title where the there was different views, and the one which is in square bracket is "within the mandate of ITU."

That's the only issue which was on document 64.

These documents are presented for your consideration and adoption.

Thank you, Chairman.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you to the Chairman of the Working Group of the Plenary.

Then we go document by document.

In regard to Resolution WGPL/3, this is page 4 of document 162, do we have any comment?

Thank you.

We go now to the same new Resolution, WGPL/3, Page 5, Document 162.

Syria is asking for the floor.

I appreciate if you can be concise and very concrete.

We're very short of time, Sir.

>> Representative From Syria:  Thank you, Chairman.

Chairman, it's a proposal to add, at the end of this Resolution, the following:  "Taking into consideration now that the radio sector, the well adopted sector for measurement, in particular Study Group 1," Chairman so the proposal is the following: 

"Invites the Member States and Sector Members to contribute to the next Radiocommunication Assembly in 2012 in order for this assembly to consider the possibility of adopting a Resolution complementing Resolution 72, Johannesburg 2008, and Resolution 62, Hyderabad 2010."

Full stop, Chairman.

I discussed the issue before the start of this meeting, with certain administrations, and I get support.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you.

Maybe I am redundant but do we have any support for this?

Saudi Arabia, you're asking for the floor.

>> Representative From Saudi Arabia:  Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

We support this proposal.

>> F. Borjón: Saudi Arabia.

United Kingdom, please.

>> Representative From United Kingdom:  Yes, thank you, Mr. Chairman, and good morning.

Could you possibly or the Secretariat read that out very slowly?

It's a new proposal and we just need to understand it and fully comprehend it.

Thank you very much.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you very much for that.

I think it was a little bit fast.

I have something, but just in order not to make any confusion, I kindly request Syria to please repeat its proposal.

His proposal, sorry.

Syria, you have the floor.

>> Representative From Syria:  Thank you, Chairman.

I apologize, I have not discussed that proposal with U.K. but I discussed with other administrations.

The language would read as follows, "invite the Member States and Sector Members, the title, to contribute to the next Radiocommunication Assembly in 2012 in order for the assembly to consider the possibility of adopting a Resolution for the radio sector complementing Resolution 72 Johannesburg 2008, and Resolution 62 Hyderabad 2010."

This is the proposal, Chairman, so each sector will have its own Resolution complementing each other.

And why it should be an important Resolution from the radio sector, because the radio sector have the expertise of measurement, in particular, those of Study Group 1, 1C working party on monitoring and measurement, Chairman, and they are the best experts on all these measurement issues, Chairman, and they are familiar with that.

They have recommendations, they have experiences and so on.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you.

Bulgaria, you have the floor.

>> Representative From Bulgaria:  Thank you, Chairman.

Chairman, could I ask through you that ITU staff rectifies the connections to the website of the Union?

Because we are cut off.

So without this, how would this be possible to manage the whole Internet in the world if we don't have this connection?

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: We'll give it a try.

Thank you.

I kindly request the Director of BR if we can have his opinion, share his wisdom with us on this matter.

Director of BR has the floor.

>> F. Rancy:  Thank you very much, Mr. Chairman.

I am in support of the idea expressed by Mr. Kisrawi but let me add the following, that according to my understanding of the existing text, it is indirectly or even directly, is already in the text, this idea.

And taking account of your very precious time of today, let me try with Mr. Kisrawi and those administrations supporting this modification, to do it in a little bit different manner.

If they exist, could we include this idea in the minutes of this Plenary, Mr. Chairman, and keep the text unchanged, with the understanding that, of course, the coming Radiocommunication Assembly will do its best to implement this wish.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you very much.

Syria?

>> Representative From Syria:  To speed up, we agree with the proposal of the Director, to be reflected in the minutes, because the goal is the same, to have this Resolution to complement the other Resolution whether the invites would be in the minutes or the text of the Resolution, it doesn't matter.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Appreciate very much your cooperation.

So maybe then we're reviewing page 6, document 162.

Do we have any other comment?

We'll take full note of this discussion.

Therefore, we are in a position to adopt Resolution WGPL/3, I believe we have addressed it.

So the document is approved on first reading.

Thank you.

Now we have Resolution WGPL/4, conformance and interoperability as has been mentioned by the Chairman of the Working Group.

This is a consensus document.

I think I don't see any brackets here.

It's a very straightforward document so I'll go page by page.

Page 6, document 162, do we are have any comment?

Brazil?

>> Representative From Brazil:  Thank you, Chairman.

Good morning, all.

Good morning, everyone.

Mr. Chairman, on resolves number 2 in the third line, it seems to our Delegation that the business plan to be expeditiously developed many must be done by the TSB Director, not by the Council, and by reading this phrase, it seems to our Delegation that the business plan would be done by the Council and approved also by the Council, which is in contradictory to "instructs TSB," number 4, so we would like, Mr. Chairman, this part of the text be redrafted or at least some comments in this part of the text.

Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

>> F. Borjón: I don't see any contradiction.

I see that this is a general resolve, and when we go to the "instructs the Director of the TSB," page 7, instructs to the Director of the TSB, I can clearly see a number 4, "to prepare a business plan for the long‑term implementation of this Resolution," so it's clearly addressed on this matter to Director of TSB.

I believe there's no contradiction, Brazil.

Thank you.

Anybody else is asking for the floor?

We go now to Page 7, Document 162.

No comments, thank you.

Page 8, Document 162?

Thank you, no one's asking for the floor.

Therefore, we're in a position to adopt Resolution WGPL/4 on first reading.

Thank you.

We go now to Resolution 64.

We have some brackets here that are referring the phrase "within mandate the of ITU."

Some new text has been added to this current Resolution 64, on the title and many places so maybe we are able to sort out these brackets.

United Kingdom, please.

>> Representative From United Kingdom:  Yes, thank you, Mr. Chairman.

This as we noted when the Working Group of the Plenary took this important document, this is a very important subject indeed in terms of non‑discriminatory access.

The European position is that we could agree to this new Resolution as long as the square brackets come in, which would properly reflect the non‑discriminatory access to technology, to applications, to research, et cetera, which I think is very important, is within the mandate of the ITU.

So there are square brackets in the heading that need to come out so the text remains "within the mandate of the ITU," and similarly there are square brackets at the top of page 10, towards the bottom of page 10 and at the bottom of page 11.

Thank you very much.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you very much for that.

I can only clarify that this is a modification to a current Resolution.

We could be adding new text, but we have a current Resolution, so Resolution 64.

Syria, you have the floor.

>> Representative From Syria:  Chairman, as a compromise, first of all, the idea within the mandate of ITU is quite clear, Chairman, but we don't need it, because the original text are based on recommendations, the output, equipment, manufacturers in accordance with the recommendations of the ITU, so it means this is within the mandate.

But only to have a compromise now, because we were objecting to introduce that to the text ‑‑ the heading of the Resolution, Chairman, but we could agree with it in the text of the page 10, Chairman, in the top and in the resolve.

The important thing, Chairman, is the resolve part, so we have no difficulty if we read in resolve part, to continue within the mandate of ITU‑T.

Because it's clear, Chairman, this accessibility is to the product manufactured in accordance with ITU‑T recommendations, so we have no difficulty with that, but we don't agree, Chairman, and here I am speaking on behalf of the Arab States, with the introduction of the term in the title, Chairman, because this has no value.

It's confusing the reader.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you very much, Syria.

I think it's a very interesting compromise.

It could really help us very much.

I will just insist on this matter, this compromise.

This is a very good way to move forward.

Appreciate it very much.

Trying to remove, then, on page 10, the upper part, taking into account further, in that paragraph we have within the mandate of the ITU and the proposal is to remove those brackets, and to remove them at the bottom of the page in the resolves.

I concur that the resolves are of the Resolution, just to be redundant, maybe, but it's one of the most important parts of a Resolution the way that we resolve.

Saudi Arabia has the floor.

>> Representative From Saudi Arabia:  Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

I would like to voice an observation in the wake of what was just put forward by the delegate from Syria.

Over and above what the delegate from Syria said on behalf half of the Arab group I would like to point out all of our work here pertains to the ITU and it falls within the framework of the mandate of the ITU, so we are talking about the mandate of the ITU.

We're not talking about the mandate of any other organization or party.

I'm wondering if this modification is absolutely necessary in all of the Resolutions of the conference.

It goes without saying, this is something that has already been achieved.

We're working within the mandate of the ITU.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: United States, please.

>> Representative From United States:  Thank you very much, Mr. Chairman, and good morning to all colleagues.

Mr. Chairman, we do believe that we have a compromise, and we reference the intervention of our distinguished delegate from Syria, when he indicated that there are, in some sections of this Resolution, a reference to ITU‑T and ITU‑R recommendations.

For example, in the resolves 2, you find a reference to "established on the basis of ITU and ITU‑R recommendations."

In that instance, Mr. Chairman, the phrase "within the mandate of the ITU" was considered unnecessary.

But it occurs in those cases in which it is not so clear as to what is being referenced.

So we put it into taking into account A, taking into account further, and in the "instructs the Secretary‑General."

In all of those instances, it complements the Resolution and it adds additional information to the reader, which is important, but in those instances in which there is a reference to ITU‑T and ITU‑R recommendations, the compromise is that it is unnecessary to put in "within the mandate of ITU."

So, Mr. Chairman, we believe we do have a compromise, and the compromise allows us to move forward on this Resolution.

Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you.

Mali?

>> Representative From Mali:  Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

We also would like to say that we are in favor of this compromise that we see taking shape, so we can see removed here, have removed all references to the mandate of the ITU.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: I believe that compromise that was made is that we could be able to remove the text that is in brackets on the title of the Resolutions, I mean, of Resolution 64.

If we are able to then remove the brackets of the reference of "within the mandate."

I think that's where we are going, not to remove the reference.

That is my understanding.

That is what we are trying to build on.

Remove it from the title, but make reference in the text.

Just for clarification, if somebody has a doubt.

Senegal, please.

>> Representative From Senegal:  Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

We wanted to support the viewpoint of Mali, because we have a concern.

Our concern is this, when we have here "within the mandate of the ITU," it's almost as if today we are doing things on this item, it's as if we're doing things that are not part of the mandate of the ITU.

Now, those that are in favor of having this mentioned "within the mandate of the ITU," can you tell us if there's been any sorts of excesses when it comes to the implementation of the activities of the ITU.

Have there been any excesses?

We're not just writing it for the fun of it.

I mean, if it's to be included, it should provide some value added.

I cannot understand the value added arising from this "within the mandate of the ITU."

We all know what the mandate of the ITU is, we're all familiar with this.

I think this may bring with it more confusion.

It could lead people to believe that there's some other things going on behind the scenes and it's not clear.

That's the reason why in the energetic form we'd like to support the proposal of Mali.

>> F. Borjón: Again, we're trying to build on compromises, so if that is possible, if not, we just carry on.

I'll give 5 minutes more for this discussion because otherwise we can be here forever.

I think there was a proposal, a compromise proposal by Syria and the Arab States, highly constructive, and I will try to carry on with that.

I mean, this is not a matter of who wins, we lose.

If we don't pass this, we all lose.

So please keep in mind that.

Have a very long series of this part.

I hope that we're able to support this compromise.

We'll carry on for a little while but if we're not able to find consensus here, we won't move.

Thank you.

U.K., the U.K.

>> Representative From United Kingdom:  Thank you very much, Mr. Chairman.

I think your approach is probably the best one, that we do indeed as our distinguished delegate from Syria said take it out of the title.

It's certainly the important places in the clauses below the title.

Just in relation to the reason for this, the distinguished delegate from Senegal no doubt ITU experts reading this understand what the locus of the ITU is but again as we said in the Plenary yesterday, these texts are read by many others in business and Government, by civil servants, by regulators and I think this is a clarification that will stop some concerns arising.

Thank you very much.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you very much for that.

And yes, remember, we're trying to make the work of the ITU be more recognized in many instances of high parts of the Government, so that is an issue.

Uganda, you have the floor.

>> Representative From Uganda:  Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

Mr. Chairman, we wish to support your compromise proposal that we could do away with this language in the title, since as the distinguished Delegation of United States observed, it may not be necessary to apply it to some of these provisions in the document.

But if members feel that we need it in some of the text in the body of the Resolution, we could live with that, but keep it out of the title.

I thank you, Mr. Chairman.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you very much, Uganda.

I think that is clearly the spirit.

Sweden?

Sweden has the floor.

>> Representative From Sweden:  Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

Sweden fully supports the compromise, and we believe that we could take out the reference to "within the mandate of ITU" in the title, but we should maintain it in the "taking into account further" and in the "instructs the Secretary‑General."

We also believe that when it comes to the resolves part, well, there is a reference to ITU‑T and the ITU‑R.

The best would be to keep the "within the mandate of the ITU" within the resolves to be very specific but since there is a reference to ITU‑T and ITU‑R, we can also express the idea expressed by the United States to delete this text there.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you very much.

Indonesia?

>> Representative From Indonesia:  Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

Apologize for our ignorance.

After listening to the explanation from our distinguished colleague from Syria, and what you have put on the table and the other endorsements, so what is now on the table, Mr. Chairman?

It has to be very clear.

First, if we understand well, it's we have to delete the words "within the mandate of ITU" from the title, and from the rest of the text remains, except that for the resolve part, that could be deleted.

Is that the case, Mr. Chairman?

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Yes, indeed, Indonesia, and that's when we have reference to ITU‑T and ITU‑R recommendations.

It's absolutely not needed.

Zambia. 

>> F. Borjón: We'll go back then to the United States.

Zambia, please.

>> Representative From Zambia:  Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

We do support your call to find a compromise.

While it is appreciated, we just want to express our concern.

Obviously there's this tendency which seems to be emerging where we are creating an impression that ITU operates outside its mandate.

I think when a reader looks at this, when we have these brackets, the first question you want to ask is, what is the mandate of ITU?

I think we ‑‑ this Plenary obviously comes up with Resolutions which are within the scope of ITU, and not outside ITU.

So I think we need to be careful as we go forward.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you.

Thank you for that note.

Again, United States, you asked for the floor.

>> Representative From United States:  Thank you very much, Mr. Chairman.

Mr. Chairman, we can associate with the compromise, which is to take out "within the mandate of ITU" in the title, and then where it appears in the text, to remove the brackets to retain the clause there.

Thank you, Mr. Chairman. 

>> F. Borjón: Thank you, U.S.

Bulgaria?

>> Representative From Bulgaria:  Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

We support your suggestion to reach compromise.

We also support the United Kingdom, Sweden, and the U.S. to remove it from the title, and remove the square brackets in the text.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you, Bulgaria.

Syria, please?

>> Representative From Syria:  Thank you, Chairman.

Chairman, I missed some parts of this within the mandate of ITU.

The issue for our colleagues from Africa was that the Arab States, when they proposed their proposal on this issue, they added the word "applications."

This which created all this debate, Chairman, because for the word "applications," this is why United Kingdom at that time requested that this should be within the mandate of ITU.

So, Chairman, I would ask you kindly, and if our colleagues from Africa does not understand that as a limitation now because the application Chairman is a large word.

Many of the recommendations of ITU now are concentrated on applications so I would go along with your proposal, Chairman, to take it out of the title of the Resolution and to keep it, except that I would like to ask United States, in the resolve part, does they want the first line of resolve 1 or not?

I have no difficulty with any, even if we keep the four places or three of them, Chairman.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Just to keep it simple, I think it's in the text, just to be very clear.

I think we have a consensus on this position.

There are a couple more countries asking for the floor but I think if we are able to reach a consensus here on removing the brackets in the title, and then carry on with the rest of the document where it is referenced, just remove the brackets, and keep the text.

It's very fine that we don't have any reference where ITU‑T or ITU‑R recommendations are, which I believe is the case.

I believe that is the consensus.

I don't know if the Czech Republic is opposing to this.

Czech Republic, you have the floor.

>> Representative From Czech Republic:  Thank you, Mr. Mr. Chairman.

I only like to give support to the proposal and the proposal from U.K., Sweden, bull Gary and USA.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you very much for that.

And I think we have a consensus on this part of pages 9, 10 and 11.

This was a major issue.

I'd like to really congratulate you for the compromise you have built.

We are moving, we're achieving progress.

Thank you very much.

With that having been said, I would say that we are in a position then to approve this modification to Resolution 64 with the changes of removing the title into brackets from the ‑‑ I mean, the words that are in brackets are in the title, we're removing that, and we remove the brackets in the rest of the document, just having in mind if there is something where we have reference to ITU‑T or ITU‑R recommendations, then that won't be applicable but I believe it's in the whole text.

So I believe we then are able to approve this modification.

Thank you very much for your compromise and your commitment, highly appreciate it.

Thank you.

Now we go to Resolution 77.

These are documents, Resolution 77, 94 and 158.

These are Committee 6 documents.

I kindly request the Chairman of Committee 6 if he could briefly introduce these documents.

Mr. Gracie, you have the floor.

>> B. Gracie: Yes, thank you, Chairman, and good morning, everyone.

Chairman, document 77 is a modified Resolution concerning future conferences, systems and Forums of the Union.

Chairman, I draw your attention to resolves 3, there was a slight error in the text in resolves 3.

It had indicated that the dates and durations of the Radio Assembly and the WRC for which the agendas are being established must not be modified.

In fact, Chairman, it is only the WRC agenda that has been established and approved, not only by WRC‑07 but in a subsequent consultation with the Member States of the Union.

So I would suggest the following amendment, that the dates and duration given in "noting" above for WRC‑12 for which the agenda has been established and approved must not be modified.

I can hand this text to the editorial Committee.

I don't think we need to discuss it.

It's just a matter of clarification.

So if you'll allow me, I'll continue, Chairman, with Resolution 94.

You'll note in the "considering," that Council at its 2008 session, and based on a letter from the Swiss Federal audit office, asked the Secretariat to consider the rotation of the external auditor before the 2010 Plenipot.

So in light of that, this Resolution has been modified to instruct the Secretary‑General to initiate when considered appropriate by the Council tendering arrangements for the selection of the external auditor consistent with the U.N. best practices outlined in this Resolution.

Finally, Chairman, Resolution 158 concerning financial issues for the consideration by the Council, I draw your attention to the "instructs the Council."

I believe that should read, "resolves to instruct the Council."

This Resolution has no resolves.

So resolves to instruct the Council, to study a number of issues and to report to the next Plenipotentiary Conference.

I won't go into the details in order to preserve time, but these are the three Resolutions that were adopted by Committee 6 for your further consideration.

Thank you, Chairman.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you very much.

The Chairman of Committee 6, Mr. Gracie.

So we are on page 12, Document 162.

Resolution 77, with the note made by the Chairman.

Are there any comments?

Syria, please.

>> Representative From Syria:  Question for clarification on 1.4 in the resolves part, Chairman.

I think it would be a bit wise to say "Plenipotentiary Conference PP‑14 but is it true to be held in Korea?

Have we had the agreement already approved and so on and so on, Chairman?

So I prefer to have Plenipotentiary Conference PP‑14 quite clear it's for 2014, Chairman, but I am a little doubtful that the Plenipot have taken a decision that it should be held in Korea.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: We approve it by acclimation.

I don't remember ‑‑ I think it was the second or first ‑‑ acclimation, I think it was the second or first day, was clearly approved by acclimation, thank you.

Saudi Arabia? 

>> Representative From Saudi Arabia:  Thank you, Chairman.

Firstly, at the beginning, we need to say in the introduction, Resolution 111, Resolution 111 has to be mentioned.

>> F. Borjón: Please, Saudi Arabia, sorry to interrupt you.

I think we're on Resolution 77.

Please, Saudi Arabia, sorry to interrupt you.

You have the floor.

>> Representative From Saudi Arabia:  Chairman, I'm aware that we're discussing revised Resolution 77, but we need to mention here in the "noting" part or the "bearing in mind" part, Resolution 111.

So we need to, in the "noting" part.

So we need to mention Resolution 111 in the "noting" part.

In resolves 2, having mentioned the agendas of the conferences and the assemblies, we need to mention the agendas of assemblies shall be considered as appropriate, taking into account the Resolutions and recommendations of the relevant conferences and assemblies.

So maybe that's instead of considered should be decided on.

In resolves 3, there should be three subparagraphs.

We have the first two, Romans i and ii, indicated there.

That would be the end of the second paragraph, would stop with "indicated there," and the third paragraph would start with the specific dates that the precise dates, so that all these paragraphs are perfectly clear.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón:  Sorry, just trying to avoid once again the idea of drafting here.

I think the reference to Resolution 100 is very consistent but I don't see much case of breaking the text and going into drafting.

Appreciate if we are able to live with the text as it is.

Might be better.

South Africa is asking for the floor, please.

>> Representative From South Africa:  Thank you very much.

We can support the proposal to insert Resolution 111, but we just wanted to indicate a slight concern.

We see that WTSA and WCIT are going to be in the same month and we just wonder whether the Committee considered separating the two, because these are very intensive conferences, so in terms of preparation, it takes a lot of effort.

Thank you. 

Maybe the Director of TSB could help in understanding this matter.

I think there were some logistic issues and some of the arrangements that were made.

So I give the floor to the Director of the TSB, please.

>> M. Johnson:  Thank you, Chairman.

Good morning, everybody.

When this was discussed in the Council it was felt that from a resource point of view it would be better to have the WTSA and the world conference on international telecommunications back to back so that the preparations for that conference could be combined with the preparations for the WTSA and that would save resource of the membership, as well as the Secretariat so that's the basis for putting the two so that the world conference on international telecommunications would follow immediately after the WTSA.

Thank you, Chairman.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you very much, Director of TSB.

Syria?

>> Representative From Syria:  Thank you, Chairman.

We support the proposal by Saudi Arabia.

It's not editorial, recognizing 111 Chairman is very important in these dates.

It should be always taken into consideration, and I was happy that you agreed to that.

However, splitting number 2 of 3, Chairman, it doesn't do any harm.

We could ask the editing Committee to do that, Chairman, to make it more clear, Chairman.

And that's all, and we support the idea of having the WTSA and the conference back to back, because this is what happens in Melbourne and we agreed to that for also saving money for Member States and Sector Members attending both events at the same time, Chairman, saving money for the ITU.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you, the Chairman of Committee 6, please.

You have the floor, Sir, Canada.

>> B. Gracie: Yes, thank you, Chairman.

I'd simply like to point out that the form of Resolution 77 follows exactly the form that appears in the basic texts from the last conference and from previous conferences, so there's very ‑‑ there's no change in the structure of Resolution 77 from previous conferences, so I think in the ‑‑ given the fact that we are now in our final stages of this conference, I would recommend we keep the same structure.

Thank you.

And, of course, make a reference to Resolution 111.

>> F. Borjón: Yes, that's completely true.

Current text is little i, number 3, little i, or number 1, little Roman.

This has just been updated with RA‑12 and WRC‑12 and the text has been added there, it says "are being established."

Little Romans ii of number 3 has not been changed from the current text so I concur.

There's no need them.

This text is current practice.

So I think we can keep with the text, and make the addition of the reference to Resolution 111 that I agree is very, very important.

Thank you.

Mali?

>> Representative From Mali:  Thank you, Chairman.

You have made a conclusion that we can support, making reference to Resolution 111 and everything else remaining as it stands.

Thank you, Mali.

>> Representative From Gambia:  The point I wanted to make was the intervention by South Africa.

But thanks to the intervention of the Director of TSB we were made to understand the rationale behind that but the other aspect I wanted to support Saudi Arabia's position on Resolution 111 to be considered in the Resolution.

Thank you. 

>> F. Borjón: Yes, we agree on that part.

It is very, very important.

Uganda?

>> Representative From Uganda:  Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

Mr. Chairman, we could accept resolves 3, Roman 1, as amended by the Chairman of Committee 6 on the understanding that should this Plenipot identify an item which is relevant to the agenda which is already approved, the WRC will indeed take on that item identified by the conference.

This provision not withstanding.

I thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you.

We take note of that.

So I believe we are in the position, then, to have consensus here of adding the reference to Resolution 111, with the help of the Chairman of Committee 6, I'm sure we'll find the most proper way of putting it and the work with editorial Committee.

We're adding Resolution 111, and considering that there are really no changes being proposed on the rest of the texts, maintain the rest of the text as it is.

Lebanon, you have the floor.

>> Representative From Lebanon:  Chairman, I'd like to know whether paragraph 1.2 of the "resolves", is it really November 2011?

Has this been adjusted?

Because we have here the same date for the same conferences.

Probably should be 2011 for the WCIT or rather the WTSA but it can't be 2012 for both in the same month.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Yes, Lebanon, this has been clarified by the Director of TSB.

It is as it is printed 2012, November of 2012, and the clarification has been given by the Chairman ‑‑ sorry, the Director of the TSB so please bear with us on this matter.

Saudi Arabia, please.

>> Representative From Saudi Arabia:  Thank you, Chairman.

When I took the floor on "resolves" 2, or rather I am taking the floor on resolves 2, in English.

Well, we have no problem with regional conferences shall be established but when we talk about the assemblies, the agendas of the assemblies, it says in English, "shall be considered."

What does that mean, "shall be considered"?

We need, "shall be established," so it shouldn't be shall be considered.

It should be shall be established.

Otherwise, what does considered mean here?

>> F. Borjón: Chairman of Committee 6, could you please clarify this issue?

Canada?

>> B. Gracie: Yes, thank you, Chairman.

Chairman, as I had mentioned, the question resolves "2 is exactly the same text as what appeared in the previous versions, so it's up to this conference to decide whether established should be replaced by, or should replace" considered, "but in any case the text of resolves 2 has not been modified by Committee 6.

Thank you. 

>> F. Borjón: Yes, thank you.

I hope this clarifies the issue.

So could you live with this text which is already alive in Resolution 77, Saudi Arabia?

Thank you.

>> Representative From Saudi Arabia:  This is not a Convention or the Constitution, Mr. Chairman, so I'm rather surprised by this.

Does "considered" mean "established"?

Are they synonyms?

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: I think it's a matter of logic, first the agendas of the world and regional conference shall be established, those agendas are established, and the agendas of the assembly shall be considered.

I think this is just a matter of having a proper way of putting things which are indeed very, very similar.

But once again, please try to consider that this is text that has already been accepted, has in no way been modified.

It's already been under application.

I would highly appreciate if you can bear with us with the current text.

Please.

Saudi Arabia.

>> Representative From Saudi Arabia:  Chairman, English is not my mother tongue, Mr. Chairman, but in Arabic, when we say that a matter must be considered, studied, examined, it does not mean establishing it, drawing it up.

I don't see the difference between establishing the agendas of the world and regional conferences and that of the assemblies.

Where is the difference?

We can't say "considered," or "examined" for the second.

It surprises me.

Why can't we be logical here?

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Well, basically it's the current text.

But Egypt has the floor, please.

Egypt.

>> F. Borjón: Egypt:  Thank you, Chairman, and good morning to everyone.

Mr. Chairman, we understand the agreement to refer to Resolution 111.

Yesterday you have also considered Resolution 153 on scheduling of Council sessions and Plenipotentiary Conferences, and there was the language proposed on the floor by the Chairman of Committee 6, Mr. Gracie, so if we can also implicate the same language in this Resolution, just to make it easier for the editorial Committee to know where we are going.

Thank you, Chairman.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you.

I think, yes, Mr. Gracie can carry on this task of using this language, and use it as a common thing.

So once again I think we're looking at the changes here to be ‑‑ completely truthful with you here if we keep on using the same use of this verb it can be confusing.

Maybe it's a matter of style.

I wasn't there when it this was approved.

Please, could we just carry on?

Because I think we are stopping a lot of work.

Thank you, thank you very much.

I know it might not be very logical.

Thank you.

I think we can move now, please.

Thank you very much, and I'm very sorry.

Syria, please.

>> Representative From Syria:  Chairman, thank you.

Could we authorize the Chairman of Committee 6, with the help of Egypt and Saudi Arabia, to revisit the text referencing 153?

It's very important Chairman also in this Resolution regarding, as we have added, recognizing 111.

Chairman, we should be very open‑minded when we discover something which is not logical, Chairman, when you translate it from one language to the other, it's wise to make a correction so either it could be stated should be established instead of considered, as appropriate, so please, could we finish with this editing exercise now, ask Mr. Bruce Gracie with the help of Egypt and Saudi Arabia to readjust the text, Chairman, and send it to the editorial Committee, with your approval?

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you.

But I'm afraid we're dealing with something that has already been approved.

We're running in circles here.

I think we can agree on including Resolution 111 and 153, using the texts provided by Committee 6.

So we have current text, and we're able to move.

Please, bear with us, and we all need to move here.

So please, Chairman of Committee 6 will provide the proper text to incorporate the appropriate reference to Resolution 111 and 153.

Considering this, I believe we're in a position then to adopt this modification.

Adopted to Resolution 77.

I think we could really use a break, we can chat a little bit more.

I urge you if there are some matters you can still resolve or compromise, please talk to each other.

Use this 15‑minute break and we'll be back.

And sorry, for Resolution 72, I think there was a proposal for the interested parties.

If you can come to the podium so we try to see if we're able to arrange something.

This is Resolution 72, remember the thing we were discussing very late last night with all the interested parties are invited to try to get to a final text for Resolution 72.

Thank you very much.

We have a break.

[ 15‑minute break ]

>> F. Borjón: Thank you.

We are resuming, we're coming back from the break.

Some people have had a chance to go and take some coffee, some water, tea.

Some others stayed to carry on the work.

Later on this afternoon we may see some progress that was achieved on resolution 72.

Some clarifications have been done.

I believe now we are ready to proceed then.

With document 162.

We are now on resolution 4.

Auditing of the accounts of the commission.

This document has been presented by Chairman of Committee 6, it's a consensus document, has no brackets.

Only one page.

Therefore, I kindly request for you to approve this document.

No one is asking for the floor.

We are approving the modification of resolution 94.

Thank you.

Continuing with resolution 158.

As mentioned this was a little change of an update on the first page of this resolution and the second page, the part that was clarified by the Chairman of Committee 6.

On the "resolves" to this part.

Chairman of Committee 6, please, Sir, you have the floor.

>> B. Gracie: Yes, thank you, Chairman.

I was just conferring with the delegation of Mali, they had suggested in the "instructs the Council" in order to assure clarity in little 2 where it says the possibility of establishing mechanisms to afford more stability to the financial plan.

I think we could replace those words with "to afford financial stability to the union."

So, I can provide this text to the editorial Committee.

I think you understand the sense of this.

It's mechanisms to afford greater financial stability to the union.

So that's the idea.

So that would be conveyed to the editorial Committee.

Thank you, Chairman.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you.

We take note of this.

I would only clarify this as you mentioned this will regard resolves to instruct the Council.

Then with this note.

Coming back to page 14, document 162, resolution 158.

Syria is asking for the floor.

>> Representative From Syria:  Sorry, Chairman.

I am on page 15 I apologize to you, continue, thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Please, Mr. Kisrawi, carry on, please.

Syria has the floor.

>> Representative From Syria:  Thank you, Chairman.

This resolution was proposed by the Arab states Antalya.

We are happy that this resolution was kept again and revised by Guadalajara.

However, Chairman, instruct the Council or resolves to instruct the Council, little 1 Roman, the possibility of generating additional income of ITU and here, I propose to you, Chairman, that there is no need for this language "including, if necessary, recommending modifications to the relevant articles of the constitution and convention."

I would be happy, Chairman, that this language would read, "the possibility of generating additional income and possibly through identifying new financial resources not related to the contributory unit.

Because if we are going to depend on issues like modifying constitution and convention this might delay the implementation of this resolution, Chairman.

This is my proposal.

I don't insist on it if there is no support.

But we would like in the minutes of your meeting to state, Chairman, that we appreciate the work by the Council to create, if possible, additional income from ITU and this we would be happy if this would be given priority, Chairman.

Something in the minutes, because unfortunately in the last four years nothing happens with this since we have adopted this resolution in Antalya, Chairman.

Because it would be good if additional income could be found, Chairman, which has nothing to do with the contributory unit.

Thank you, Chairman.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you, Syria.

Note taken.

We'll see that we have this noted in the minutes.

We have page 14, only page 14 and 15.

Like to know if somebody has a comment here.

Thank you, nobody is asking for the floor there.

For, we're able to approve modification ‑‑ I'm sorry.

Mali is asking for the floor.

Mali, please.

>> Representative From Mali.

Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

I would like to support the proposal just voiced by Syria, make allusion to the amendments of the constitution and convention.

Because we're now in the process of stabilization of the constitution.

>> F. Borjón: The issue of the constitution has already been raised yesterday.

This is current text, I think we are capturing the spirit of this notes of the minutes.

You can please bear with me try to keep the text as proposed.

As it is, basically this text is existent but I believe that the issue of regions having stability to the Union is very, very important.

Please, if we can approve this document.

Argentina.

So then I would insist on, do we have chance to approve this modification to resolution 158?

Nobody is asking for the floor.

We take the notes we'll be reflecting that in the minutes.

Thank you very much.

Taking in to consideration all the comments made by the Chairman of Committee 6, please.

We have approval of modification to resolution 158.

Approved.

First reading.

We continue where the 15th series of texts submitted by the editorial Committee by Committee 5.

I'd like Chairman of Committee 4, if she would like to introduce these documents.

Thank you, Chairman much Committee 4.

>> M.-T. Alajouanine: Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

Document 174.

Comprises of text that was submitted for approval, it's been submitted for approval first reading submitted by Com 5.

A new resolution, we're talking about Com 5/3, preparations for the 2012 world conference on international telecommunication.

Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

>> F. Borjón: Chairman of Committee 4, we will appreciate very hard work that you are doing.

Thank you, we'll try to improve the speed of the way we are working here.

I think this is compromise text that has been built on ITRs, I'll just ask the Chairman of Committee 5, if he wants to add something else here.

However I want to put to your attention that this is a clean document, there are no brackets here, filled with a lot of effort by many people and very relevant issue that regards ITRs.

And the preparation for WCIT 2012.

To Chairman of Committee 5.

Switzerland, you have the floor.

>> F. Riehl:  Thank you, Mr. Chairman.  

I don't have a whole lot to add.

The document strikes a delicate balance and a lot of work carried out by the ad hoc group of Com 5, very delicate matter regarding the resolution of the ITRs.

We have this draft resolution which as I said, is delicate balance and I think it ought to be approved as is.

I would like to be 100% clear, this is in my report, that this resolution would not bring about any changes to the agenda of the 2012 Council.

>> F. Borjón: Proceed with the revision of this document.

We're on page 1, document 174, comments.

I see no one asking for the floor.

We go to page 2.

Comments.

Thank you.

We move now to page 3, document 174.

Syria, please.

I would appreciate if you can be very concise and concrete.

Thank you.

>> Representative From Syria:  Thank you, Chairman.

Chairman, on page 3 instruct the Council 1, to take account of the considerations contained in this resolution in the work to prepare for WCIT‑12 to review the ITRs.

Chairman, we understand that to take note, not to take account.

Because we don't think the Council after the decision of the last Council, the famous decision about resolution 13, and this resolution Chairman that any change could be introduced to either both this one or the other one, Chairman.

And not ‑‑ the group will continue to work in accordance with that so we need that this to be clear, Chairman.

Understanding in agreeing to this resolution was really balanced, Chairman, but we don't agree to any role of the Council apart from this resolution, Chairman, and resolution 117 as stated by the Chairman of Committee 5, that this will not be touched by anybody, thank you.

>> F. Borjón: There is no problem to take note.

You can change "account" from "note" please try to keep us as close as possible to this compromised text.

We have any other comment?

Thank you.

We move to page 4.

Document 174.

Thank you.

I believe we're now in a position to approve this new resolution, Com 5/3.

Compromise text reflects a lot of work, a lot of compromise from every one of the parties.

I see no one asking for the floor.

Document is approved.

Resolution Com 5/3.

[ Applause ]

United States, you wanted the floor?

We have approved the document.

>> Representative From United States:  Thank you very much, Mr. Chairman.

We wish to express our appreciation to all colleagues who participated in this very long and difficult negotiation but the result of that negotiation was an excellent or is an excellent document to lead us in to the preparations for the world communications conference.

Mr. Chairman, we would be remiss if we did not acknowledge the person who led this negotiation and led the negotiation to a successful conclusion.

That is Mr. Fernando Carrillo, to acknowledge his considerable efforts and express our appreciation to him.

Thank you, Mr. Chairman. 

[ Applause ]

>> F. Borjón: I'm afraid I have to agree very much with that nice comment.

The Chairman of Committee 5 has the floor.

>> F. Riehl:  Thank you, Chairman.

I simply would not like us to forget the Chairman of the ad hoc group, Mr. Cherkesov of the Russian Federation with our colleague from Mexico enabled us to come up with this text.

I think that he deserves our reclamation as well because it was not an easy task for him, either.

[ Applause ]

>> F. Borjón: This is very important work I congratulate you for this very impressive results of having this clean document.

Congratulations to everyone of you.

And the other group and Committee 5, congratulations.

Now we move to the 8th series of text submitted by the Editorial Committee.

This is document 166.

Basically pink documents, if it's okay trying to ‑‑ I see that we might have a comment here.

I kindly request the Chairman much Committee 4, Madam Alajouanine if you could please comment on document 166.

Chairman much Committee 4, France, you have the floor.

>> M.-T. Alajouanine: Thank you, Chairman.

So, document 166, there are two texts here.

They're submitted for your Plenary but I want to point out that the first text that is decision Com 6/1, should not considered here by the Plenary because there are still ‑‑ there are discussions taken place and some of the modifications and for administrative reasons they were not taken in to account.

To ask to you withdraw document decision Com 6/1 it will be presented in Plenary either today or tomorrow shortly.

So this text, decision Com 6/1 should not be considered.

166 has a second text which is submitted to the Plenary for second reading.

This relates to the independent management Advisory Committee.

And here I want to point out that in appendix B in little B that's page B.

Little B of appendix B.

Talking about a selection panel comprising six Council Members representing the various regions.

The regions that are listed in appendix B are the regions as I understood reflected decision we took yesterday.

We've had a new discussion in Plenary relating to another document on the names of the six regions, we had a lengthy discussion during the coffee break on that.

So, I understood things as follows:  I would ask your Plenary to give its agreement on the names of the region in little B of page 15, appendix B.

The regions are, Americas, the European region, CIS, Africa, Asia and Australasia and the Arab states.

I'll be grateful if you could confirm that this is correct.

The text is correct in this document and the document that we talked about this morning, thank you.

>> F. Borjón: I believe this is in consistent with what we have discussed extensively this morning.

This comprises as mentioned the six regions of the BDT and that was the way that we agree on dealing with this.

I think it's accurate.

Syria, please, briefly.

>> Representative From Syria:  Thank you, Chairman.

We agreed with the proposal by the Chairman of the Committee 4 that the free online access is not the final text because I was astonished when I see it, Chairman, because there was some modifications to be included.

>> F. Borjón: We have gone through that, could you please be concise?

>> Representative From Syria: 

The six regions of BDT, this is not true.

It's six regions of the BDT but it's well recognized for the ITR, the ITU‑T Chairman in the elections for the Chairman of the conferences.

Or assemblies and so on.

Please, Chairman, when we talk about the six regions we could not limit that to say, belonging to the BDT, no, Chairman, this was originally BDT but this was covering now many activities in the ITU.

It appears in resolution 58 and other resolutions for the preparations of conferences and assemblies.

Please, Chairman, we appreciate highly this correction by Madam Alajouanine, the Chairman much Committee 4, which makes things clearer, Chairman.

We appreciate highly this conclusion.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you very much.

Canada, please.

>> Representative From Canada:  Yes, thank you very much, Chairman.

I must extend my apologies for the confusion, administrative confusion concerning decision Com 6/1.

Unfortunately, Chairman, I see that some of the modifications that we thought we had brought to resolution Com 6/2 have in fact not been undertaken for some reason.

What I'd like to suggest at this point given the hour, that perhaps you might want to move to the next document, 167.

So that we can make some progress.

We will need to check very carefully that the text of both these decisions, or the decision in resolution reflect the outcome of the discussion at first reading.

Again, I apologize, Chairman, but given the hour I think it would be best to move to next document so that we can carefully check that all of the modifications have been made.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you very much.

Just to give complete clarification, I think the text that the Chairman of Committee 4 has read in regard to the regions is completely accurate.

If it's okay, we'll carry on with using it.

Senegal, you have the floor.

>> Representative From Senegal:  Our objective is not hold up in any way the conference and bring up simple details.

It's actually in the implementation that we have some difficulties.

The African region is a region that is overlapping two regions as you have defined them now.

We have six states in the African group that are Arab states as well.

So when we have to choose a representative from the African region, do we leave them out, do we leave those states out?

Otherwise, we may find ourselves without a representation because they will be both in the African zone and the Arab zone and representing their interests in the Committee.

So that's a problem we face.

When we're defining the regions and the groups.

So, we as an African region, we are in the French speaking group sometimes and others who it's difficult to harmonize the points of view that's a great concern to us.

We were not taking the floor just for the sake of talking, we are very friendly with the states of the Arab group but we would like this to be perfectly clear so that when we talk about the African region, we know what we're talking about.

Thank you, Mr. Chairman, I'm sorry I took the floor for a long time.

>> F. Borjón: I think this is very clear.

Is this clarifying?

I think the clarification by the Arab states is only on the matter that the Arab states will be represented and of course, will not be represented doubly that is the whole spirit, there is no conflict there.

Thank you.

I think we are ‑‑ we need to carry on.

We're not discussing the documents.

I think the clarification has been made.

Syria, I think you have made your point.

I think we're able to carry on please.

Syria, you have made your point.

I mean, we're here to listen to everybody, Bulgaria, you have the floor.

>> Representative From Bulgaria:  Thank you, Chairman.

Chairman, we are not against this proposal, but we have nightmare to understand the following:  In the radio regulations we have three ITU regions.

For the election campaigns we have five ITU regions.

And now we have six regions for regions.

Could you give to this nomination the appropriate wording, thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you.

I think this has been addressed.

I'm trying to finish this.

Chairman of Committee 4 you have the floor.

>> M.-T. Alajouanine: Thank you, Chairman.

I just want to make a clarification here.

As I pointed out the document Com 6/1 has been postponed.

We were understand considering that decision.

However, what we are considering in resolution Com 6/2, this has been looked at by the Editorial Committee after the Plenary, we took in to account the modifications that were suggested in Plenary, at least I was under that impression, so I was very surprised that Bruce Gracie is now saying that the text needs to be reviewed.

I feel that this is the final text.

Could I have an explanation on this?

>> F. Borjón: We will come later to this text.

Thank you.

Syria, please.

>> Representative From Syria:  Thank you, Chairman.

Chairman, the Arab states and Africa are ten Arab states not six as declared by my colleague from Senegal.

They have both either in the council they are representing and the name Africa.

Outside the Council, Chairman, elections they are Arab states.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you.

Egypt.

>> Representative From Egypt:  Thank you, Chairman.

Chairman, I think I heard the comments from Chairman of Committee 6 that we are delaying this document, Com 6/2.

And for that I think the discussion now is maybe better to be deferred.

However, Mr. Chairman, I wish to note or make an observation that as Egypt we are member of two regions, we are member of the African group, of course, and the Arab group.

So I leave it at this point and I think the discussions will come again when the document is adjusted.

>> F. Borjón: I think the whole purpose is to have the best representation there, but then we can carry on, maybe move to the next document.

I think we have discussed this issue enough.

We go now to the ninth series of texts, document 167.

Chairman of Committee 4, please.

>> M.-T. Alajouanine: Thank you, Chairman.

I think that I will be very brief in the presentation for this.

These documents, have already been seen in first reading this is second reading.

This is document 167.

Four documents that have already been doctored, one decision, three resolutions.

They are revised.

Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

>> F. Borjón: Committee 4 I think as been said these documents were looked at yesterday.

So I put then, we went in to detail, review of these documents.

We have decision 5.

I kindly request your approval to this modification of decision 5 regards financial plan.

Anybody has a comment?

I see no one is asking for the floor.

We're able then to approve the modification to decision 5.

Approved.

We have a financial plan, great.

Now we move on to resolution 91.

This is a modification as has been said, this document went in to comments yesterday on first reading.

Therefore, I kindly request your approval for this modification to resolution 91.

Thank you.

We approve modification to resolution 91.

On second reading.

We carry on to resolution 153.

Scheduling of Council sessions of Plenipotentiary conferences.

This is again on second reading.

Do we have any comments?

Saudi Arabia, please.

>> Representative From Saudi Arabia:  Thank you, Chairman.

No, thank you, I don't need to take the floor.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Okay.

This is resolution 153.

We're able then to approve the modification to resolution 153 on second reading.

Approved.

We move to the tenth series of texts submitted to the editorial Committee.

I request Alajouanine from France you have the floor.

>> M.-T. Alajouanine: Thank you, Chairman.

Document 168 this has revision of resolution 151, you have the document put to you for approval in Plenary second reading.

I don't think I need to say any more than that, thank you, Mr. Chairman.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you very much, to Chairman of Committee 4.

This document is presented to you for approval on second reading.

No one is asking for the floor.

We approve modification to resolution 151 on second reading.

Approved.

We move now to the 11th series of text submitted by the editorial Committee this is document 169.

Chairman of Committee 4 I kindly request from you if you could please present this document.

Chairman of Committee 4, France, you have the floor.

>> M.-T. Alajouanine: Thank you, Chairman.

Document 169 has two new resolutions put for approval to the Plenary, second reading.

These are resolutions WGPL/1 and WGPL 2.

Thank you.

Thank you very much.

We have this resolution WGPL/1.

I kindly request your approval on second reading for this new resolution.

No one is asking for the floor.

Thank you.

We're able to approve resolution WGPL/1 on second reading.

Thank you.

We move to the next resolution is a new one as well.

Coming from the working group of the Plenary, this is resolution WGPL/2.

As mentioned this is new resolution, we looked at it yesterday.

Now, we have it as a pink document for your approval on second reading.

I kindly request your approval.

Thank you no.

Who is asking for the floor.

Sorry.

We're able to approve resolution WGPL/2 on second reading.

Thank you.

We move to the 12th series of text submitted by editorial Committee to the Plenary meeting.

You might remember this is where CPT made quite a compromise which was highly recognized yesterday.

In the meantime I like to ask Chairman of Committee 4 to please introduce this document.

Document 170.

Chairman of Committee 4, you have the floor.

France.

>> M.-T. Alajouanine: Thank you irk Chairman.

Document 170 has three proposals submitted to the Plenary for second reading.

It's modification of number 165 of the ITU constitution as you have said yesterday, we have removed a square brackets.

This is a new resolution Com 5/1 on setting up a Council working group for a stable constitution.

And also suppression of resolution 134.

Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

>> F. Borjón: Chairman of Committee 4 as mentioned, I'll go one by one we're in number 165 article 28 of the constitution.

Where there was a compromise yesterday this is put to your approval.

Thank you.

I see no one asking for the floor.

We are approving the modification of number 165 of article 28 chapter 5 of the constitution.

Approved on second reading.

We come now to resolution Com 5/1 on establishment of a Council working group on a stable ITU constitution.

We revised this document yesterday on first reading.

Now this is put to your approval on second reading.

I kindly request your approval.

Resolution Com 5/1.

United Arab Emirates, please.

>> Representative From UAE.

Thank you very much, Mr. Chairman.

Editorially on page 3 perhaps the footnote 2 which appears on page 3 perhaps it would be appropriate to delete this footnote since it has reference to discussion or consideration in the Plenary.

Thank you.

I'm sorry, united.

>> F. Borjón: I got a little bit lost with the pages and your reference.

I'm very sorry could you please repeat what you have just said.

United Arab Emirates you have the floor.

>> Representative From UAE:  In page 3, Mr. Chairman, the footnote 2.

It reads snoot council working group will be included in the list of other established council working groups to be considered by the Plenary."

So, I think it would be appropriate to delete this footnote since it has been addressed in the Plenary it was approved so as this text as final text will be in the final, perhaps it wouldn't be needed at this time, thank you.

>> F. Borjón: I believe you are right.

United States, please.

>> Representative From United States:  Thank you very much, Mr. Chairman.

We wish to express our appreciation to our colleague from the United Arab Emirates for bringing our attention to footnote 2.

Mr. Chairman, we would seek further clarification with respect to footnote 2.

There was a document Com 5/1 creation and management of Council working groups.

Which in this session of the Plenary it was deferred to a later date, but that document has not appeared.

We were wondering the intention, Mr. Chairman, of when this document would be reintroduced for discussion.

It's deferment followed interventions by colleagues on similar subject, but we have not yet seen its allocation to documents for the Plenary.

We believe that once that is clarified then the footnote itself could also be clarified since there is a list of future working groups of Council that has been requested so that we can look at all of them en bloc.

So, Mr. Chairman, if you could clarify that we would very much appreciate it.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you.

I will leave this footnote won't be necessary, we'll concur with the United Arab Emirates.

However, I have consulted that with the Secretariat, the document that you have just referred is coming this afternoon.

Sorry, but we must have been some place, maybe it's coming this afternoon.

If it's okay we're able to remove the footnote, number 2, but it's very clear that we will be addressing the other document that you mentioned in the afternoon.

Syria, you have the floor.

>> Representative From Syria:  Chairman, this is second read can, we support UAE proposal, Chairman.

We could not leave this footnote.

Whatever will happen with the other document you should now take all footnotes like this one, Chairman.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you.

>> Representative From Syria.

This is the final text which will appear as the final act, Chairman, we don't want to delay the decision of eliminating this footnote, thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you for your support.

Sweden, please.

>> Representative From Sweden:  Thank you, Mr. Chairman, we would like to associate ourselves with the question raised by the United States and you have responded to this, that the document decision Com 5/1 will be distributed later on today, based on that our proposal is that we defer the discussion of this resolution until we see decision 5/1.

We can look in to that decide how we will deal with the Council working groups because we still believe we need to have complete list of the working groups before we decide on the exact composition, thank you.

>> F. Borjón: I'm afraid I don't concur with you, Sweden.

I think we have read this document yesterday.

The other documents are going to be reviewed, I'm afraid I don't concur with your request, this is second reading.

I don't think there's any damage in removing the footnote.

We will be addressing the proposal this afternoon.

Mali, you have the floor.

>> Representative From Mali:  Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

I would like to support you in your position on this particular item.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you very much.

Gabon.

>> Representative From Gabon:  Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

Gabon would also like to support you just as Mali did on this item.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you, Gabon.

With this clarification indeed we will be looking at document that has been referred by the USA and Sweden, we'll be looking at it this afternoon.

But I think this is very relevant document.

I believe we are in a position to adopt it right now with the mention of this footnote.

No one is asking for the floor.

Resolution Com 5/2 is approved on second reading.

[ Applause ]

Thank you very much, once again we'll be looking at this, definitely looking at this decision this afternoon.

I insist.

We are running out of time.

I believe for the moment we are still waiting for PP10/171.

We'll be closing this morning session briefly.

However, I think the Secretary‑General has very good news to ask I'd like to give the floor to Secretary‑General.

Secretary‑General, you have the floor.

>> H. Touré: Good day, everyone.

I apologize I was not in the room with you all the time but I am sure Chairman has mentioned to you that I have been involved in finalizing the discussion with some of our colleagues here.

I'm happy to tell you that we came to a right conclusion now.

We have an agreement on both resolution 99 and resolution 125 that I will be bringing to your attention this afternoon.

Our teams are busy putting all the changes, many changes actually, just one change initially of the documents that you will see that will be distributed later on to you so that in the afternoon when we present the documents you will have the full text in fronted of you.

I thought I should mention the good news to you here achieved by both parties and I will make a statement later on once the document is approved, I thought to mention it to you so that there's no change of mind between now and lunch time and by the way, I will be hiding so that no other party can come and see me in case they are changing their mind.

So in the afternoon we'll continue to keep this good news.

But I really had very good spirit of collaboration but I will have ample time this afternoon after documents are approved to mention my satisfaction and I believe that we are having a historical moment in this union here and we are making history and I hope you will have ‑‑ you will make peace of braves in this region and I believe that you will be satisfied with what we have achieved.

Thank you very much, Mr. Chairman.

[ Applause ]

>> F. Borjón: Thank you very much, Secretary‑General, for this wonderful news.

That gives us more energy to carrying on and seeing the kind of compromise that we are able to build.

I'm so happy I really want to congratulate the parties for the achievement done for the moment, but I hope we will be able to congratulate them later on when we get to the final result.

But in the moment I think we're on the right track.

So for the moment, we will be breaking for lunch and we'll resume at 2:30 in the afternoon.

The Secretariat of the Plenary has an announcement. 

>> D. Bogdan: Thank you very much. 

Just two quick points.

I have been informed that we have a little bit of a technical difficulty with our connections to Geneva.

So my colleagues from the" S. Department invite those of you working electronically to use the new sync application which you can find on the PP10 website under "documents and proposals."

If you're using the synchronization package there's no problem there.

If you're doing direct access to documents to Geneva, there are some short term hopefully difficulties there that they are sorting out.

Also, Mr. Chairman, if I could invite delegates to check the agenda, we will continue to revise the agenda through the day as we receive indictments back from the editorial Committee.

We will be publishing a Rev 2 maybe a Rev 3 as our work progresses throughout the day.
