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>> F. Borjón: Hello, good afternoon.

Welcome.

This is our 21st Plenary meeting.

This will be our last Plenary meeting coming to the end of a very exciting three weeks of work and results.

It's very good when one gets results.

So really want to congratulate everybody.

This is our last session, and with you, you have the agenda.

This is document PP‑10/ADM/76.

The draft agenda of the 21st Plenary.

Actually, and just briefly, we'd like to propose a bit of change here, considering what we have resolved yesterday.

Yesterday, we have a Resolution on information and communication technologies, climate change, and the protection of the environment.

This Resolution was urging us to provide a communiqué to COP16, the climate change conference that will take place in Cancun, to provide this conference with a communiqué that tells the people of this climate change conference of the importance of the ICTs to be part of the solution.

So one brief arrangement would be if this is acceptable for you to put after the part of approval of the agenda, that we can go and try to read this document.

I believe it has not been posted at the website, but if you accept it, I will read and hopefully that we are able to send this communiqué to the climate change conference, however this is for your approval, this change to the agenda, if this is acceptable to you.

Saudi Arabia is asking for the floor.

>> Representative From Saudi Arabia:  Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

Good afternoon.

I have an observation regarding the Final Acts.

Resolution 140 and the link to Resolution 102.

In fact, there is nothing on the agenda regarding this issue, which would allow us to discuss this matter.

You will recall, Mr. Chairman, that when Resolution 140 was adopted, we asked the Secretariat to bear in mind a particular paragraph in the light of the adoption of Resolution 102, and looking at Resolution 140, the paragraph in question does not reflect what we agreed to.

This paragraph should have been aligned with the agreements we reached yesterday.

Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

>> F. Borjón: Okay, I think as has been said by Saudi Arabia, some comments were made there, but before addressing these, maybe we can give the floor to Japan.

Japan, you have the floor.

>> Representative From Japan:  Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

As you suggested, ICT and climate is a very important issue, and we fully support the idea to send a communiqué to the climate change conference in Cancun.

Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you.

I will take that as a support to put on number 2 in order to address this communiqué.

>> F. Borjón: I've been told that on the matter you're saying, we'll send a Corrigendum on this matter along with the final document that will go for ratification when the time comes.

Thank you very much for addressing this issue.

So can we have your approval to the agenda, and this modification that I have just mentioned?

Okay, nobody else is asking for the floor.

So the agenda is approved, with the modification of including briefly an issue that regards this draft communiqué.

Sorry, Syria, you want the floor?

>> Representative From Syria:  Yes, Chairman, question for clarification.

As you know, the reports of the Plenary is part of the output of this conference.

Many of them have not yet appeared, and it was normal that this report will be put for certain time, Chairman, on the Web calling for comments.

Finally we are authorized to finalize them.

When do you think this will happen?

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: I will ask the Secretariat through Madam Elaine Baron, if you can address this issue, please.

Please, the Secretariat, you have the floor.

>> Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

The final summary records, the summary records will be delivered from the writing service to documents control within the next two weeks following the conference and will then be I think posted on the Web.

Once they have been seen by you, yourself, Mr. Chairman.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you.

I think we're talking about one month to have this process completed properly.

Syria, you are the floor.

>> Representative From Syria:  Thank you, Chairman.

It's satisfactory, Chairman.

So we'll have also a chance to comment on something if you feel that it's not reflecting exactly what happens as a statement.

However, final Chairman by decision of the final rules and procedures of the ‑‑ you have the right to finalize this, but we hope that for instance, like the remark we have heard from Saudi Arabia, Chairman, because as you know, at the last Plenary, your last Plenary was too much issues at the same time, and we might be in need of some clarification at some moment, Chairman, so we thank you very much for that and we'll be watching the website, and if we have any comment, we'll provide it directly, Chairman.

But addressed to you or to the Secretary‑General, thank you.

>> F. Borjón: I will suggest that we ‑‑ sorry, Mr. Kisrawi.

I will suggest that we work through the Secretariat, so the channel of communication is very clear, is well known, and we can address all of your concerns.

I wouldn't say concerns, all of your proposals which are very constructive, as always.

By the way, I have to make a little brief statement that I don't agree with the people that would say that you work against the ITU.

I think you are one of the people that have given a lot to the ITU, and you have, as you know, Mr. Kisrawi, my deepest admiration so welcome for every comment.

[ Applause ]

Thank you, and with these comments, I think we can approve the agenda.

The agenda is approved.

Briefly coming now to this new number 2, I know we, as usual, we don't have much time.

That seems to be my favorite phrase.

I will try to go through the communiqué, maybe it's a one‑page communiqué.

If you allow me, I will skip some of the text that could be formal, and go to the substance, if you allow me.

I think I will ask for ‑‑ I will plea for a vote of confidence.

I think there are many issues here.

It's about one, two, three, four, five, six, seven, eight paragraphs.

I don't want to bore you.

But I think we could see maybe some of the issues that we could be communicating, telling the climate change conference in order to underscore for the climate change conference the importance of ICTs for climate change.

So I will insist that this will be posted on the Web, and if you think it's applicable, we could be able to communicate that to the COP.

So I'll go to the substance.

Basically what this is saying is that we have adopted the Resolution that regards Information and Communication Technologies, ICTs, climate change, and the protection of the environment.

And we believe that in this Resolution it's stated ITU Member States would like to raise public and policy maker awareness of the critical role of ICTs in addressing climate change in the runup to COP16.

And then we continue.

Although ICTs are a small part of the problem, they are also an important part of the solution.

Studies clearly show that more effective use of Information and Communication Technologies can deliver tremendous CO2 savings.

ICTs provide means for virtual meetings, smart grids, e‑governance, e‑health, intelligent transport systems, dematerialization, for example, electronic publications rather than paper, and downloading videos instead of buying DVDs, et cetera.

ICTs are ‑‑ sorry.

ICTs, in general, and radio based remote sensors, in particular, are already the main tools for environment observation and climate monitoring on a global basis.

The modern disaster prediction, detection and early warning systems based on the use of ICTs are essential for saving lives and should be proliferated in developing countries.

Specific mention of ICTs in negotiating text along with the adoption of an agreed methodology for measuring the carbon footprint of ICT equipment and its inclusion in National adaptation mitigation plans ‑‑ sorry, National adaptation/mitigation plans, would provide an incentive to the ICT industry to invest in developing countries.

Help reduce the digital divide, and at the same time, help fight climate change, a win‑win scenario.

ITU membership, therefore, urges COP16 the Delegates to look to the ICT sector and take maximum advantage of the power of ICTs to reduce emissions worldwide.

And that is the end of the communiqué.

I will ask if we could be sending this communiqué to the COP16 addressing what we have resolved at this Resolution, Information and Communication Technologies, climate change and the protection of the environment.

Would you think this is adequate?

We're just communicating what we think.

[ Applause ]

Thank you very much.

So we will then send this draft for the communiqué and this message passed to the COP16.

Thank you, I think we're passing the message to this world conference on climate change.

Thank you very much.

So, sorry, Syria.

>> Representative From Syria:  Taking into consideration that this conference will take place in your beautiful country, Chairman, we appeal to you and to the Government of the ‑‑ of Mexico to make that communiqué well known, Chairman, and pass it in the right way to the conference on our behalf, Chairman, because unfortunately, we recognize at one time that there was a meeting in one place, I don't want ‑‑ and when I look to the participants, I have never seen anyone representing the Telecom sector, Chairman, is so we count on you and on your understanding how this should be passed, Chairman, and we count much on your dedication to this issue.

Thank you, Chairman.

And I apologize.

I hope I have not talked of something outside my authority.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: No, Mr. Kisrawi.

I believe, as I have said, I believe that as usual, you are right.

So, yes, we have been thinking on ways of doing this, on passing the message.

This is a very positive message.

I think this is not damaging anybody.

It's extremely positive.

I will ‑‑ I can tell you, I can make the promise that I will talk about this immediately with the Minister of Communications and transport, which indeed will be shortly joining us for the closing ceremony.

And believe me, I will try to go higher, as well.

So, yes, you have my personal commitment for that.

Thank you.

[ Applause ]

Okay, now we move to the next item of the agenda, additional declarations and reservations.

This is document PP‑10/195.

This is a document as you know to be noted.

So I would like to open the floor to see if you have some interventions of this matter.

I will insist this is to be noted not to be discussing.

So if there are some comments.

Australia, please, you have the floor.

>> Representative From Australia:  Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

Australia's name should be added to the list of countries contained in Declaration number 85.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you, Australia.

That is for Declaration 85.

Thank you very much.

Ghana, you have the floor.

Ghana.

>> Representative From Ghana:  Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

The Delegation of Ghana is pleased to see the successful conclusion of this 18th Plenipotentiary Conference of the ITU and acknowledges the hard work that has been undertaken to accomplish this assignment.  

The Delegation, however, wishes to take this opportunity to have it recorded that the Delegation of Ghana in signing the Final Acts of the Plenipotentiary Conference adopted in Guadalajara reserve for the Government of Ghana the right to express in accordance with the Vienna Convention on the law of treaties its reservation to these Acts at any time it may deem appropriate between the date of signing of these Acts and the date of depositing the ratification instrument in accordance with the procedures established in its domestic legislation.

We are grateful for the support of member administrations, and also the generous hospitality of our hosts.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Thank you, Ghana.

We have taken note of your statement.

Senegal?

>> Representative From Senegal:  Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

Senegal also congratulates the Bureau of the conference for the work it accomplished.

We're highly satisfied with the manner in which the conference proceeded.

Unfortunately, we were unable to make our Declaration and we take note of the declarations made by other Member States and the Delegation in signing the Final Acts of the Plenipotentiary Conference of the ITU reserves for its Government the right to take any measures it deems necessary to save its National interests in case any member of the Union fails to observe in any manner the provisions of the charter and the Convention.

Geneva 1995, and the Kyoto decisions 1994, Minneapolis 1998, Marrakesh 2000,  Antalya 2006, and Guadalajara 2010.

Or any administrative regulations and if the reservations made by other member countries compromise directly or indirectly the Telecom interests of Senegal or Asia, its interests as a sovereign state.

The right not to be bound by total or partial revision of the administrative regulations after the signing of the Final Acts, if not expressly notified to the ITU.

Mr. Chairman, here's the Declaration we wanted to make.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón:  ‑‑ Ghana, this goes to summary record.

Angola?

>> Representative From Angola:  Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

Thank you, Mr. Secretary‑General.

On behalf of our Delegation, I would like to thank the host country for the facilities, Sir, put at our disposal.

I thank the Secretary‑General and his colleagues for their excellent work at this conference and I would like to take advantage of this opportunity and suggest that the Secretary‑General install a Working Group to analyze the future of ICTs in the ITU.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: ‑‑ on the part of additional declarations and reservations.

This is document PP‑10/195.

This is to take note.

I see no one else asking for the floor.

Therefore, we take note of document PP‑10/195, comments from Australia and the other comments from the summary record.

Thank you.

Sorry, we proceed now with the next item on the agenda.

This is the signing ceremony.

The signing ceremony of the Final Acts.

So you have the right to sign

The Final Acts, I hope that you have collected your signature file with ITU staff standing at 

This side of the podium, your right side. 

If not, could you please come to the right of the podium to pick up your signature file?

If such is the case?

I invite the members of your delegation authorized to sign the Final Acts to sign the file in the order set in your credentials.

Please note that only the names of the persons authorized to sign as mentioned on the credentials will appear in the Final Acts to be published after the Conference.
The Secretary of the Plenary will call out the French names, in full, of the Member States having the right to sign the Final Acts in the French alphabetical order.

For having led this important meeting so successfully.

Fernando Guzman Secretary of the government of the state of Jalisco I hope you will greet the governor of the state on our behalf and thank him, too, for his hospitality and for the hospitality shown by all the people of Jalisco and the ‑‑ particularly Mr. Timofeev, director of the BR, Mr. Sami Al-Basheer, director of the telecommunications Development Bureau.

And this is why we need an efficient and strong strategy which can respond to the constantly changing circumstances in order to remain relevant in a world that is daily changing.

This new action plan of the ITU is represented by the central part played by telecommunications in modern life and the deep profound changes taking part in the industry, changes which affect our daily life.

We recognize that the popularization and the extension of the new generation of networks with improved access and the development of social networks over the Internet show that ICTs are indeed responding to a change in the lifestyle of its users, and this implies a true revolution in the area of telecommunications.

In approving its strategic plan of 2012‑2015 the ITU and all of those who work within that organization must thank Mr. Fabio Bigi's working group because that group developed a visionary plan for the coming years.

It is clear that the ITU is strengthened following this conference, the 48th states who have now been elected to the Council are proof of that.

And we greet and recognize those new councils, we recognize what an honor it is to be a member of the ITU's council and record them the responsibilities pertaining to that role.

We must also welcome the 12 new members of the BR, of the RRB, welcome to you all.

You hold the future of the organization in your hands and we trust you.

Traditionally Plenipotentiary conferences have shown their ability to react positively to the development of telecommunications this conference has not been disappointing rather the agreements are reached have reflected the increasing technology ‑‑ the increasing complexity of ICTs.

The ITU has been able to resolve sensitive issues in areas such as climate change which has become world debate of the highest importance and where ICTs have an important role to play.

The improper use of ICTs was also discussed or the under representation of certain regions or developing countries and the possible harm caused by exposure to electromagnetic fields.

There has been important progress in areas which in initially seemed very difficult, access to the new networks, gender equality and in other areas such as online free access to ITU publications.

Which will make the work of this organization better known to the public at large.

Mexico is delighted with these results and other results achieved during this meeting, we identify with those resolutions which seek to reduce the gap in access to ICTs.

Those resolutions which seek to bridge the digital divide.

The Government of Mexico is convinced that ICTs play an essential part in all economic and social areas of our country.

In recent years, in Mexico there has been rapid growth in the use of ICTs and we have particularly sought to establish National policy, the access of the least favored groups and the most remote communities through thousands of community digital centers which we are establishing across the vast territory of this country.

This is an integrated program where in addition to the infrastructure, satellites, national networks, fiber optics we are also developing programs for technological empowerment and other socially relevant programs.

These two facets are an essential part of the communications beyond technology, we have the individual in addition to taking these technologies to the most remote areas of our country, president Calderon's government is seeking to change telecommunications in an unprecedented way.

We have made available to Mexicans an enormous fiber optic network which will substantially reduce the cost of data transmission throughout the territory.

It's 20,000 kilometer network of fiber which will be functioning very shortly.

We are also switching to digital television and 2015 is our deadline to achieve that goal.

Mexico will make a great technological leap forward and will catch up with its principle partners who have already concluded this important transition.

It will also create greater competition within our internal market which true benefits both for the corporations using telecommunications as for the consumer at home.

We have also made available on the market large bands of spectrum.

We have increased by 60% the spectrum available for latest generation mobile services.

As you can see, Mexico is transforming its telecommunications sector at a great rate.

We are sure that our goals will undoubtedly be fulfilled in the medium and long term ‑‑ in the short and medium term I wish to share with you this profound change at National level and I hope to follow along the path marked by the ITU, more particularly by this particular Plenipotentiary.

I must simply repeat that on behalf of our president Felipe Calderón, the Government of Mexico would like to express its deepest gratitude, the efforts undertaken and your will to work have undoubtedly left a heritage which will service all.

We have been delighted to host this noble task of organizing the Plenipotentiary Conference of the year 2010.

I hope that you will all take home a pleasant memory of Mexico which will allow to you understand why we always say, Mi Casa is Su Casa.

My home is your home.

And the links of friendship which unite all nations you can be sure that on that basis, my country will always receive you with warmth and with joy.

And we hope that you very much enjoyed your stay in this beautiful City of Guadalajara which we proudly call, the pearl of the west.

Thank you all very much.

And congratulations for a successful conference and remember, when you are in Mexico and a Mexican says "Mi Casa is Su Casa," we mean it!

Your Excellency, sect of communication, Juan Francisco Molinar Horcasitas, Your Excellency Fernando Guzmán Pérez Pelaez, Mr. Fernando Borjon Chairman of The Conference our very able Chairman.

Excellencies, ministers Deputy ministers, ambassadors, Ladies and Gentlemen, delegates, colleagues, elected officials of ITU, Ladies and Gentlemen.

At the start of PP‑10, almost three weeks ago, we were privileged to have with us the 

Felipe Calderón, and two Ministers from his Government.

President Calderón encouraged us with his vision for Mexico, and the vital role that ICTs and broadband will play in Mexico's bright future.

He reinforced the importance of "competition, coverage and convergence" and it was a tremendous honor to have him here with us here, in this very room.

We were also honored by the presence of the Governor of the State of Jalisco, Emilio González, who inspired me with his opening speech.

The Governor said that he hoped that, "the results of this Conference will bring us closer to a reality where telecommunications are used as a tool for peace, and not for war; for development, and not exploitation; for solidarity, and not subjection; and for the union of people and not for their isolation."

As we look back this afternoon on our three weeks of intense work, I feel that we can hold our heads high, and be proud that we have responded so positively to the Governor's hopes.

I came to this 18th 

Plenipotentiary Conference, Ladies and Gentlemen, with

News of the extraordinary progress that had been made in ICT development in the space of just four years.

And I am absolutely confident that when we meet again, in four years' time, I will be able to report even more dramatic progress.

And that this progress will be very much due to the work that has been done here, by you, in Guadalajara.

So what will the world look like., when we reconvene in Korea in 2014?

How will we be accessing the Internet?

Will we still be using Smartphones and tablet computers, or will be using something completely different?

How many trillion SMS messages will we be exchanging in 2014, or will SMS be in decline by then, in the process of being replaced by another technology, application, or service?

The ICT environment is changing incredibly rapidly.

Constant innovation is resulting in a constantly accelerating pace of technological change.

With convergence, more and more categories and distinctions are becoming blurred between voice and data, for example, or fixed and mobile, or infrastructure and content.

I do not believe that we can answer the really big questions, but I am sure that you have put in place the right framework to allow the ICT sector to embrace and profit from whatever new developments and trends occur in the next four years.

You have set sound foundations in place, and you should be proud of what has been achieved here.

Distinguished delegates,

Let me just mention a few of the achievements you have made during PP‑10.

You have approved sound strategic and financial plans for the period from 2012 to 2015.

You have passed many important resolutions here, the very first of which was a revised resolution on HR management and development.

Other resolutions passed in Guadalajara concerned: Accessibility; ICTs and climate change; Strengthening regional presence; Measures to help prevent the illicit use and abuse of telecommunication networks; Conformance and interoperability; Emergency communications and humanitarian assistance; the admission of Sector Members from developing countries; Bridging the standardization gap; Special measures to assist Small Island Developing States and Landlocked Developing Countries; Electronic meetings; and many more.

You have opened up the way for the participation of academia in the Union's work.

You have set up a Council Working Group to work on creating a stable constitution for the ITU.

You have agreed the preparatory process for the WCIT event which will be taking place in 2012.

You have given fresh impetus and direction to the ITU Telecom event, which will now take place annually, on the basis of a competitive bidding process.

And you were able to make a tremendous step forward in granting Palestine enhanced rights of participation as an observer in future ITU meetings and conferences.

On Palestine I can say that resolutions 99 and 125, there was achieved by consensus will go a long way in bringing parties together in the Middle East.

I congratulate both parties for the beginning of the peace of the braves, with this, we can be assured that will facilitate access to telecommunication technologies needed for Palestine and the Palestine people will work together to ensure that BR director helps facilitate the complexion of agreements between Palestine and Israel.

This is a piece of braves, I congratulate you.

Ladies and Gentlemen, this is not a political organization, but I sincerely hope that ICTs can be a bridge for peace.

And last but not least, you were

Able to broker last minute compromise on a number of key Resolutions on Internet issues, which strengthens and underlines our commitment to work with the Internet community in extending the benefits of the Internet to all global citizens.

We are all aware that so much could not have been achieved without the benefit of an extraordinary organizational and logistics operation in place.

Or without incredibly thorough planning over many months, and meticulous implementation here in Guadalajara.

Let me highlight this with a few dramatic numbers that can go some way to describing PP‑10.

We heard policy statements from a record number of total of 93 Member State delegations.

We registered over 2,500 delegates from 167 countries at the conference, with over 2,000 delegates coming to Guadalajara, including 130 Ministers, Deputy Ministers and Ambassadors.

We held 545 meetings onsite here in Guadalajara Expo, and dealt with a total of 528 proposals from members during the Conference.

We have over 800 local staff assisting us with the event, along with more than 250 ITU staff, including over 70 interpreters.

More than a thousand shuttle bus journeys have conveyed staff and delegates to and from their hotels.

Over 35,000 pictures have been taken by ITU photographers, with almost 2,000 being published online and available for download by delegates.

So far we have had over 100,000 photo views on Flickr.

We made 28 videos which have been watched over 4,000 times on YouTube as well as being broadcast here in Guadalajara Expo.

While PP‑10 has been on, ITU's YouTube channel as a whole has just passed a quarter of a million video views.

PP‑10 has attracted tremendous media coverage around the world, with over 1,500 media clippings from Angola to Venezuela and from Armenia to Zambia.

We have had over 75,000 visits to the PP‑10 website over the past two and a half weeks, and almost half a million page views.

Over 90,000 hours were spent on the Wi‑Fi network by almost 2,000 unique Wi‑Fi client devices, and over 1,500 unique wired LAN devices.

We delivered over 200 hours of live broadcast webcasts, representing well over a thousand hours of audio/video archives, considering the six languages used.

Taking into account the six working languages of the Union, we have benefited from 1,500 hours of interpretation and have had almost six thousand pages of translated documents.

And yet we have used less paper than ever before, saving an estimated printing of just over a million pages.

In terms of greenhouse gases saved, this amounts to over 5 tons, or the equivalent of running a typical family car for a whole year.

And, last but not least, 15,000 gifts were distributed to PP‑10 participants.

Ladies and gentlemen,

Before I close, let me briefly look ahead, to the next four years.

We have a strong and united management team in place, along with a refreshed Radio Regulations Board, and I am very pleased to have had the opportunity to meet the new members here in Guadalajara.

Each and every one of them has expressed their total commitment to the organization, and to work together over the coming four years.

They express the same sentiment we all feel that to succeed over the next term, we must continue to work together as One ITU.

We commit to continuing the good work that has already been done, and we commit to make this great organization shine.

And continue to shine.

ITU will continue to work with our Member States and Sector Members ‑‑ and, indeed, stakeholders across the broader ICT sector ‑‑ to face the changes in the ICT environment; to cooperate with our membership; and to protect the all‑important principle of multilateralism and cooperation among the international community in the modern world.

We will do this by working together effectively to achieve our compelling and critical objectives in the next four years.

I will just reiterate some of the key points, which include the availability of ICT and broadband infrastructure for all citizens, including those living in the most challenging places.

A stable, flexible spectrum regime that can support the technical and commercial dynamism of this amazing sector.

Efficient and collaborative standards leadership that promote worldwide connectivity and accessibility, and the ability to rapidly adapt to innovation and evolving public and consumer needs.

A membership empowered by the latest information and best practices, and the continued updating of our skills.

The understanding that the public and private sectors must continue to work closely together if we are to succeed.

In this respect we are fortunate in having ITU's unique mix of government and industry members.

An active recognition of the importance of women and young people, who must be central to our agenda.

Indeed, over the next four years, our willingness and ability to reach out to all stakeholders will be absolutely key.

When we reconvene in four years time, I am confident that we will have accomplished the tasks and discharged the duties that you have set us here in Guadalajara.

I am confident, too, that we will have deserved the trust that you have placed in us at this 18th Plenipotentiary Conference.

You will be well aware that we have a refreshed and expanded Council, with 48 seats, and it was a great pleasure to hold an extraordinary session of Council this morning.

Each of the three ITU Sectors has its Advisory Board, but we in the General Secretariat have none, and I am therefore very grateful for Council, which is very helpful in advising and guiding us in our work.

We got off to a great start yesterday, and I look forward to working closely with our Councilors over the next four years.

Over the next four years I also look forward to participating in the major conferences being organized by the three sectors, namely WRC‑12; WTSA‑12, which will be held back‑to‑back with WCIT‑12; and of course the next WTDC, which will take place before the next Plenipotentiary Conference.

I also look forward to seeing very many of you at the forthcoming ITU Telecom events, starting with ITU Telecom World 2011 next October.

Which will be a landmark occasion, our 40th anniversary of ITU Telecom.

These major ITU events make a world of difference in the greater ICT sector and I encourage your participation at each and every one.

Distinguished delegates

Far beyond the next four years, ICTs will continue to transform the way we live, work and play.

They will continue to transform healthcare, education, transportation networks, the energy sector and the provision of government services.

They will continue to generate jobs, and drive growth, productivity and long‑term economic competitiveness.

And they will continue to help us accelerate progress towards meeting the Millennium Development Goals.

At ITU, we have a duty and an obligation to all the world's people, to ensure that ICTs deliver a better life.

We must continue to play a leading role in shaping the brave new ICT future, as it reaches into the lives of almost every single person on the planet.

We may have had a few divisive moments here at the Conference in Guadalajara, but this leads, I am sure, to a better shared understanding and experience as we move forward.

We must also continue in our efforts to bring affordable broadband access to all, since broadband is the vehicle that will transport society from the "Internet of Things" to the "Internet of Everything."

As we embrace a new era of converged applications and services, ITU must continue to remain at the heart of the ICT sector.

As I said to you at the start of the Conference, these are big issues.

And we will need to continue being a bold and brave organization, and continue standing tall.

As one of world's greatest athletes, Muhammad Ali, once said, "Champions aren't made in gyms.

Champions are made from something they have deep inside them ‑‑ a desire, a dream, a vision.

They have to have last‑minute stamina, they have to be a little faster, they have to have the skill and the will.

But the will must be stronger than the skill."

Ladies and Gentlemen,

I believe we have what it takes to bring ITU successfully towards its 150th anniversary: the desire, the dream, the vision, the stamina, the speed, the skill, and of course the will.

Together we shall succeed!

>> Representative From Russia:  Thank you.

Chairman, Secretary‑General, your Excellencies, Ladies and Gentlemen, although the passions of the latest discussions have not yet faded we can already draw up some of the summaries of our conference.

It's impossible to merge in society developing today without building ICTs, ensuring confidence and security and use of ICTs.

Our union is recognized world leader in these activities.

Our authorities are based on creative collaboration between members of the Union, representing states as well as the private sector.

Our authority is also based on the understanding by members of the ITU of the responsibility for mankind's present and future.

This Plenipotentiary Conference of the ITU has become ‑‑ has given us graphic evidence of the telecommunications community of practical work to respond to the pressing concerns ever the citizens of the 21st century Information Society.

We need in particular to address the difficult consensus decisions on Internet governance and issues of confidence and security in the use of ICTs.

The Internet network has become the foundation of the Information Society and this private network has been transformed in to a tool for this state and governance and public activities.

And in the broader sense it brings together all citizens that are interested in governance of this network.

The decisions that we have taken gives us confidence in our further work and is in these questions, mutual understandings, support from all states of the world.

Once again, we'd like to stress that in order to have successful governance this can be done only with the authority to the role played by the ITU.

Our conference has stated that the ITU is open for cooperation and is ready to take the first steps to bring together closer other organizations that are dealing with Internet‑related matters.

Furthermore, the ITU is ready to take on its itself a leading role in Internet governance within the scope of its competence and we ask the Secretary‑General to inform the General Assembly of the U.N. on all those concerned in telecommunications on our progress in this field.

The participants of The Conference have a clear understanding that an Internet requires the participation of the international community under international law.

We all now on all countries of the world to cooperate in ensuring the ‑‑ that this takes place.

A few decades ago, our predecessors took a very important revolutionary decision, the make up of the ITU based on 20 states included representative of the private sector, telecommunications operators and equipment manufacturers.

We have been able to have the optimum form of participation for state bodies, the private sector on bringing them together in one single organization.

Now, life itself is urgently dictating new forms of cooperation, not only with the representative of private ICT sectors but with diverse civil societies associations.

Primarily those protecting the interests of the ‑‑ of consumers, representative of scientific community and other stakeholders.

We feel that work on the charter and basic documents of the organization has to be taken in to account in this work we also have to take in to account the interests of end users, those represented ‑‑ that are participating in workshop of the ITU which will raise the ITU's image and cut down back on expenses.

We're sure that a new elected make up of the ITU under such leadership will be for the benefit of all the membership of the ITU.
