We have our agenda to go, this is document PP10‑ADM/75.

The first issue of the agenda is the approval of the agenda.

Do you have any comments?

Thank you.

No one is asking for the floor.

We approve the agenda.

Approved.

Second issue, number two of the agenda is Declarations and reservations.

I will ask you to note the document PP10/195 ‑‑ 194 which contains Declarations and reservations.

As you know this is a document to be noted, there is no discussion on this document.

So I ask you to take note of this document.

So‑‑ Saudi Arabia, please.

>> Representative From Saudi Arabia:

>> F. Borjon:  We are checking, Saudi Arabia.

The document has been posted I've been told on the Internet.

About half an hour ago only.

Maybe there may be some issues on the printed version but I believe the document is posted.

Thank you.

Turkey, please.

>> Representative From Turkey:  Mr. Chairman, the text that we have number 10 is not the same with the one that is taking place in the document that's been distributed this morning.

We have been given a different text.

Maybe there are some words that's been missed.

Maybe we may correct it.

>> F. Borjón: Maybe we can do a corrigendum if you see some words that are missing, maybe we could check this, an editorial or hopefully only typo error.

I apologize for that.

Senegal.

>> Representative From Senegal:  Thank you, Chairman.

We've noticed that Senegal is not included among the countries who have made a statement or declaration.

Is that normal?

>> F. Borjón: Senegal have you looked through this document?

Have you made a declaration or reservation that's maybe that's not why you're not there.

Could you clarify?

Senegal, you have the floor.

>> Representative From Senegal:  Thank you, Chairman, maybe that's why we're not on the list but we will check with our administration.

Thank you.

>> F. Borjón: Do we have any other comments?

Tunisia.

>> Representative From Tunisia:  Thank you, Chairman, good morning.

The original declaration of Tunisia, number 21, was made available in Arabic and in French.

We can find the text only as it was only available in French.

We would ask for the appropriate correction to be made, thank you.

>> F. Borjón: We can do that.

It will be an editorial issue on, this is page 8 on 21 for Tunisia, would be French and Arabic.

Thank you.

Do we have any other intervention?

No one is asking for the floor.

No one is asking for the floor?

I think we can take note this document is noted.

Right now, my watch is 9:24.

I will announce now that the time to limit for the deposit of Declaration and reservations, sorry, item number 3 of the agenda.

This is the time limit for the deposit of additional Declarations and reservations.

Now I'll announce that the time limit will be 11 hours and 24 minutes this morning to post additional Declarations or counter reservations.

These are additional Declarations or counter reservations for those people who from reading these documents believe that they have to say some additional issue or reservation.
