digital skills to flourish

in a digital future; many
have reached a level that

is good enough, at least for
now. However, there are
countries and underserved
communities that need
urgent help with deploying
digital technologies and
expanding access. None of
this is possible without the
commitment and concerted
effort of the international
community.

Without prejudice

to the importance of
the 2030 Sustainable
Development Goals of
the United Nations, it
is time to ask ourselves
what next steps we are
going to take. Does

the world really have a
clear vision of its digital
future?

Human history has

seen quite a few

major paradigm shifts
caused by technology.
Sophisticated
technologies that used to
be extremely expensive
have become affordable
for most consumers. So,
the challenge we are
facing now may well be
far more serious than

all previous challenges.
It has the capacity to
transform long-standing

ways of life and habits
formed over centuries.

It is clear today that

the desire to make
technologies as affordable
and ubiquitous as possible
has diverted attention
from the key element

of the whole system

— human beings with
their values, aspirations,
and rights. As a result,

the potential for future
conflict or controversy is
enormous.

Thus, we have been
forced to admit that an
unrelenting mechanistic
focus on technology

is erroneous and has
largely ignored the main
challenge of modernity:
reconciling human needs
with the newly created
digital world.

So, what does genuine
respect for the digital rights
of individuals look like? How
should we go about allocating
roles between all stakeholders
in a fair manner?

This is the real challenge
confronting policymakers,
regulators, and the industry
today.

How best to organize digital
cooperation between states
and best combat online fraud

centricitis

and other crime? How best to
manage data sharing between
e-governments of different
countries?

By way of example, a lack of
trust still prevents many from
abandoning paper documents
in cross-border interactions;
it may sound like a paradox,
but in the view of many paper
documents remain a safe
haven. In many ways, abuse
of digital technologies has

undermined popular trust in
those technologies.

We must work to restore the
confidence of users. By taking
the lead in standardization
work and developing recom-
mendations for the widest

possible application, the Inter-

national Telecommunication
Union can play a key role.

Obviously, there is no way
progress can be stopped,

and soon just defining these
problems won’t be enough,
we will have to resolve them.
To make matters worse,
because of the pandemic and
lockdowns all international
contacts, integration and
cooperation have been made
much more difficult.

In my Program «Five Steps to
the Humanization of ICTs», I
propose workable solutions to
these pressing problems. The
Program aims to rise to the
major challenge of modernity,
emphasizing the importance
of individual human

beings, their expectations,
rights, and opportunities.
Perhaps we should start by
admitting to ourselves that
technological development
in and of itself is not the

real goal. Our concern
should be with the quality
and safety of human life,
efficiency of work practices
and ensuring development.
Moreover, these goals must
be achieved notwithstanding
any turbulence caused by
technical progress.

Telecommunications and
information technologies
infrastructure is fundamental
to the digital economy. ITU
should promote investment
in the deployment of IMT-
2020/5G and other advanced
technologies and do its best
to create a level playing field
for all players. The following
measures are indispensable
to prevent economic
inequality among countries
from becoming an economic
chasm:

e creating equitable
regulatory conditions for all

players, with emphasis on
regulating functions rather
than technologies and
industries;

e streamlining tax and
regulatory environments;

e transforming
workplaces around the
world by developing
standardized procedures
and algorithms for
transitioning from the
traditional organizational
framework to digital;

« broad demonopolization
of ICTs through the support
of open international
standards.

By 2030, every person on
Earth should have access
to ICT services, which is
crucial in achieving the UN

ITU and other organizations
in this shared ecosystem
should redouble their efforts
to close existing digital
divides so that everyone

can benefit from the digital
economy:

« stepping up our efforts
to help developing
countries to truly bridge

digital divides, constant
attention to the needs of
people with disabilities and
special needs, ensuring that
children are safe as they go
on line;

« strengthening the role of
the ITU in the management
of the radio-frequency
spectrum and satellite
orbits, as well as in the
development of the globally
harmonized regulations
and standards, which are
fundamental to ensuring
accessible and affordable
telecommunications for
everyone.

ITU is to actively participate
in the development and
promotion of international
standards, consistent

with international

rules and principles
promoting security and
interoperability:

» using ITU’s capabilities
to come up with effective
solutions and to promote
best practices in the field
of information security
available from ITU Member
States;

« using the potential of
information technologies
to safeguard public health,
especially in pandemic
prevention and response;

» establishing unified
international rules for
the operation of drones,
autonomous physical
and virtual systems with
artificial intelligence
elements both on the level
of technical regulations and
ethical codes. Producing
recommendations to
update national legislations
and development of
international codes;

« increasing the use of
anonymized data as a
balance between security
and protection of privacy;

 ensuring universal human
rights to personal digital
identity, recognized by all
countries of the world.
