1.9  TRANSMISSION OF THE ANSWER SIGNAL IN INTERNATIONAL EXCHANGES

For the reasons given in Recommendation Q.27, it is necessary to reduce to a minimum the delays resulting
from:

- the conversion of the national answer signal into the international answer signal and vice versa; and

- the transmission of the international answer signal over the international part of the connection,

these delays being additional to any delays due to conversions and repetitions of the answer signal within the national
systems of the incoming and outgoing countries.
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
