The usage of two MIME content-types "image/tiff" and "image/tiff-fx" is introduced in
ITU-T Rec.

6.3 MIME content-types "image/tiff"" and "image/tiff-fx"

The "image/tiff" content-type shall only be used when black-and-white image data is encoded using
TIFF-FX Profiles S or F. The "image/tiff-fx" content-type shall be used when black-and-white or
color image data is encoded using TIFF-FX Profiles J, C, L or M.

Some existing implementations that conform to version 1.2, and previous versions of
ITU-T Rec. T.37, may use the content-type "image/tiff' when image data is encoded using
TIFF-FX Profiles J, C, L or M.
