1) Clause 3.7
Replace clause 3.7 and its Note by the following:

3.7 premium rate: A charge over and above the standard IDD call charge, established by the
IPRS originating ROA for access viathe IPRSto an I SP.

NOTE — The premium rate does not include separate payments arranged between the IPRS caller and the
IPRS ISP for non-call-associated products and services. Such additional charges are outside the scope of this
Recommendation.
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
