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Abstract:

This document contains a revised Scope and Terms of Reference for Presence and IM service for Mobile and non-Mobile H.323 multimedia systems (H.MMS.3, H.MMS.4 and H.GEF.3 recommendations).

Scope

The scope of H.MMS.3, H.MMS.4 and H.GEF.3 is to address the requirements, architecture, scenarios, protocols and procedures for Presence and Instant Messaging (IM) service in Mobile and non-Mobile H.323 multimedia systems. 

It will identify the protocols and Inter-working function to make mobile and non-mobile multimedia systems over IP networks with Presence and IM capable and feasibility for efficient interoperability with the existing Presence and IM solutions on the Internet. 

Objectives: 

1. To develop H.MMS.3 and H.GEF.3 recommendations, which will include requirements, architecture, scenarios, protocol and procedures for Presence and IM service in mobile and non-mobile H.323 multimedia systems. 

2. To develop H.MMS.4 recommendation, which will include requirements, architecture, scenarios, protocol and procedures for Inter-working of Presence and IM service in mobile and non-mobile H.323 multimedia systems with current Presence & IM Services (e.g., AOL, MSN, Yahoo, SIMPLE implementations).

3. To identify companies, industry groups and standard organizations that are relevant to Presence and IM Services for interoperability testing areas and start communication, liaison with them to make progress on the development of Presence and IM services Inter-working recommendation document (e.g., 3GPP, IETF – SIMPLE, GSM Association (MSIG), IMTC, Wireless Village Initiative, Jabber etc.)
