We had only one document to review, which was a report on the audiovisual communication system over NGN network deployed by NTT in Japan.
 
AMS-0028a - Bandwidth negotiation for audiovisual communication in NGN environments
The NGN provides for guaranteed quality of service.  SDP is used to exchange capabilities and negotiate session bandwidth, but there are several limitations in the NGN network.  For example, the SDP can only be used presently to establish symmetric media flows.  As another example, the SDP can be used to select a media codec from among multiple codecs only when those offered codecs operate at the same bit rate.
 
During the offer/answer exchange, the answer dictates the bandwidth that the session shall use.
