The 7th meeting of the ITU-T/ISO/IEC Joint Collaborative Team on 3D Video Coding Extension Development (JCT-3V) will be held at the DoubleTree by Hilton, San José, US (2050 Gateway place, San José, CA 95110), as previously planned and announced, under the auspices of (and collocated with) a corresponding meeting of ISO/IEC JTC 1/SC 29/WG 11 (MPEG).
