The 9th meeting of the ITU-T/ISO/IEC Joint Collaborative Team on 3D Video Coding Extension Development (JCT-3V) will be held in Sapporo, Japan at the Sapporo Convention Center (1-1-1 Higashi-Sapporo 6-jo, Shiroishi-ku, Sapporo 003-0006, Japan), as previously planned and announced, under the auspices of (and collocated with) a corresponding meeting of ITU-T Study Group 16. 
The JCT-3V meeting will begin on Thursday 3 July 2014 at approximately 0900 hours, and will end by lunchtime on Wednesday 9 July 2014. The local host of the SG 16 meeting is the Ministry of Internal Affairs and Communications of Japan (MIC). In addition to the main JCT-3V meeting, there will be a meeting of JCT-3V AHG6, the JCT-3V Ad Hoc Group on 3D high-level syntax (HLS), starting from 1 July and continuing on 2 July 2014 (the two days preceding the main JCT-3V meeting) at the same venue. This meeting will be held as a joint meeting with a break-out group of JCT-VC experts on HLS topics for HEVC extensions.

For documents on HEVC HLS, which are intended to be discussed in the AHG6 / joint with JCT-VC meeting, the deadline will be 20 June 2014, 2359 MET.

If you intend to attend both, it is important to indicate this by ticking both boxes. Please note that pre-registration is very important to avoid delays in qualification verification, badge preparation, and venue access.
