The Joint Video Team (JVT) of ITU-T SG16 Q.6 (VCEG) and ISO/IEC JTC1/SC29/WG11 (MPEG) met from 0930 to 1100 hours on 27 January, 2004 at the ITU-T headquarters in Geneva, Switzerland. The meeting sessions were chaired by the JVT Rapporteur | Chair Gary Sullivan and JVT Associate Rapporteur | Co-Chair Thomas Wiegand. The agenda for this meeting consisted of a single subject – the study of defect reports toward the completion of a draft corrigendum to ITU-T Rec. H.264 | ISO/IEC 14496-10.  The prior work on this topic was captured in the output corrigendum draft document JVT-J050 from the Waikoloa, Hawaii JVT meeting.  The primary goal of this meeting was to produce an output text suitable for consent by ITU-T SG16 at its co-located meeting.  The JVT-J050 draft is in a ballot period in the ISO/IEC process, so the output of this meeting has the status only of a "study document" in ISO/IEC.

One input document was discussed.  This was JVT-K011 (r2), submitted by Gary Sullivan.  This consisted of a number of reports of additional minor problems from the interim period since the production of the JVT-J050 draft corrigendum.  It also contained some refinements of the text initially drafted for prior problem reports.  The primary subject in this contribution concerned the timing operation of the coded picture buffer in the Annex C hypothetical reference decoder.

The JVT considered the content of JVT-K011 and agreed with all of the suggested corrections therein, with the following refinements of the corrections relating to the semantics relating to Table 7-14:

1. The change of prediction mode name from the form P_L0_L0_MxN to the form P_L0_MxN is to be confined to only the one occurrence just below Table 7-14.

2. Not only should the semantics not include Direct, but Pred_L1 and Bi_Pred should also be removed.

The resulting corrigendum draft was generated in list-of-changes form as JVT-K012 within a one-week editing period and was forwarded to ITU-T Study Group 16 for Consent.  (Consent was achieved in SG 16, and the ITU-T last call period will begin in February 2004.)
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
