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Liaison Statement

ITU-T Q.1/16 thanks the IMTC – 3G-324M Activity Group for your liaison statement on the subject of call setup time improvement methods for H.324/M.

ITU-T Q.1/16 thanks the IMTC for their enlightening previous work on the subject, which has put four very good, mature, and well understood proposals on the table.  We are pleased to let you know that, in large part based on your work, we have come to a conclusion.  Specifically, we have selected the Fast Media proposal as the single solution for call setup time improvement.  The decision was based on the evaluation of four proposals, taking into account both technical features and marketplace realities.

If serious and uncorrectible problems are identified with FastMedia, Q.1 plans to approve a “backup” solution based on the merged ISS/ACN proposals; henceforth called Call Accelerated Negotiation (CAN).  

Based on Q.1’s current knowledge, we believe SG 16 will be in the position to consent FastMedia at its next meeting in April 2006.  We further believe that SG 16 will be in the position to consent the “backup” solution CAN if SG16 decides that a) FastMedia has technical problems that cannot be solved by SG16 during the April meeting, and b) that CAN has no such problems. 

ITU-T Q.1/16 has further decided to work toward other proposals, whether new or previously proposed, only if exceptional additional benefits can be shown.  

In identifying possible technical problems of both the selected and the backup solution, we would appreciate the IMTC 3G-324M Activity Group’s comments.

Actions

ITU-T Q.1/16 invites the IMTC 3G-324M Activity Group to investigate the technical viability of the FastMedia technology, and of the CAN “backup” technology. In particular, we are interested in verified interoperability problems of FastMedia and CAN with deployed devices.  We suggest that the IMTC 3G-324M Activity Group should focus on FastMedia and should work on CAN only if serious and uncorrectible problems with FastMedia are identified.
