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The IMTC 3G-324M Activity Group (AG) would like to thank ITU-T SG16 to send us a liaison statement on H.324 Text Conversation as TD283(PLEN) dated 13 April 2006, requesting input concerning with a recent Text Conversation proposal.

We would consolidate our response to the three questions raised as below:

After consultation with the whole AG, so far, we are not aware of a deployed terminal having T.140 implemented.  As such, we believe change to clause 6.8.2.8 should have minimal effect and should not affect existing or planned implementations or service deployments.

In the meantime, we do not foresee any specific technical issue on implementation of the proposed functionality.

At present, we are not aware of any concern to the proposal and would have no objection to the new proposal.
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
