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Introduction

This Network Adaptation Layer adhoc group was established at the last meeting to address several aspects in the standardization of H.26L which are not primarily connected to coding efficiency. This includes the generation of appropriate network interface including a data format and control and setup mechanisms. The mandate, the key technical areas and the functionality areas are identical to the H.26L adhoc group. However, the work in this group should focus on many topics related to system aspects not addressed by the H.26L standardization up to this point.

Status/Activities

No documentation is available up to now. It will be necessary to define whether the network adaptation layer will be part of the TML-document or an additional document will be generated. Several documents have been submitted to this meeting which address topics on network adaptation and functional requirements:

· Data Partitioning: Q-15-K-17, Q-15-K-18
· Network Adaptation: Q-15-K-19, Q-15-K-20, Q-15-K-42, Q-15-K-43
