As you are aware, ITU-T Q.6/16 (Advanced Video Coding) is developing a new recommendation called H.26L which we expect will improve the quality of encoded video signals.  Recently, Q.6/16 has been pre-registered for participation in ISO/IEC JTC1/SC29/WG11 (MPEG) video “Call for Proposals” test efforts as described in documents ISO/IEC JTC1/SC29/WG11 N4065 and N4066, which will encompass a series of technological assessments towards determining the standardization needs for video coding technology suitable for use in video compression systems in general and for use in the digital cinema application in particular.
