The purpose of this document is to provide information for the second meeting of the Experts Group on Advanced Video Coding (Q.15/16) to be held in Sunriver, Oregon, USA, September 8-11, 1997.  (This is a preliminary announcement, as the final meeting approval from the ITU-T SG16 has not yet been obtained.)





The meeting will be open to all ITU-T members.  Additional non ITU-T experts may also participate if invited by the rapporteur.  The rapporteur of Q.15 does not wish to exclude anyone who could be a valuable contributor to the work, and thus expects to be liberal in granting requests for invitation.  A one-page fax sent to the rapporteur is the suggested method of contact for obtaining such invitations (hand-written is fine, and be sure to include return contact phone, fax, address and email information).





The meetings are being hosted by Intel Corporation, Hillsboro, Oregon, USA. For file uploads, the format is “q11bXX.zzz, where zzz will be the file type, .doc, .pdf, .txt etc., and MS Word (version 7 or earlier, not Word97) format with a .doc extension is preferred.
