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1.0	Meeting Notice





The purpose of this document is to provide notice and proposed agenda for the second meeting of the ITU-T Q.15/16 Video Coding Experts Group to be held in Sunriver, Oregon, USA, 8-11 September, 1997. The meeting is being hosted by Intel Coporation, USA and is being held in conjunction with meetings of ITU-T SG16/WP2 Q.3, Q.11, Q.12, Q.13, and Q.14, and ITU-T SG16/WP1 Q.4, Q.7, Q.9, and Q.23. It will be followed by a meeting of ITU-T SG16 WP1 and WP2 on Friday 12 September, 1997.





The Q.15/16 meeting will be open to all ITU-T members.  Additional non ITU-T experts may also participate if invited by the rapporteur.  The rapporteur of Q.15 does not wish to exclude anyone who could be a valuable contributor to the work, and thus expects to be liberal in granting requests for invitation.  A one-page fax sent to the rapporteur is the suggested method of contact for obtaining such invitations (hand-written is fine, and be sure to include return contact phone, fax, address and email information).  Special Note: Experts are reminded that only ITU members may attend the Study Group 16 Working Party meetings on Friday.

The closest airport is the Redmond Airport, which is about 30 minutes away by automobile. Connecting flights to Redmond are available through Portland, Oregon or Seattle, Washington, USA. Directions from Redmond


Redmond is a small town about 20 miles north of Sunriver.  Flights arrive from Portland and Seattle daily.  From the Redmond airport, you can rent a car, take a taxi, or use the hotel shuttle service.  If you wish to use the shuttle service, please contact the hotel in advance using the form supplied as an attachment to this notice.  Shuttle requests must be received no later than Thursday 28 August. The shuttle price is US$22 each way.  If you rent a car, drive south on Route 97 about 25 miles through the town of Bend to Sunriver.  You will see signs indicating Sunriver on the right (west) on Route 97 about 10 miles south of Bend.  Be sure to make car rental reservations early.





Directions from Portland


If you rent a car and drive from Portland, there are two routes (consider a loop when returning to Portland).  Driving time is 3 ½ to 4 hours.  The fastest way is to take Interstate 205 South (look for blue signs marked “I-205”) from the Portland airport exit road.  Travel for 25 miles to Interstate 5.  Take I-5 south for 25 miles to Route 22 in the city of Salem.  Take Route 22 East (which turns into Route 20 at Santiam Cascade Mountain pass) for 130 miles to the town of Bend.  In Bend, take Route 97 South (Route 20 merges with Route 97 in Bend) for 15 miles to Sunriver.  This is the easiest way in bad weather or in the dark.





A slower but more scenic driving route is to take I-205 south from the Portland airport about 10 miles to its intersection with Route 26 East.  Drive on Route 26 East to the town of Madras.  This will cross the Cascade mountain range close to Mount Hood.  In Madras, drive on Route 97 South 50 miles to Sunriver.

4.0	Contribution Procedures





Special Note: The below document submission procedure applies only to contributions to the Q.15 experts meeting, 8-11 September 1997.  All contributions for the SG16 WP1 and WP2 meeting on Friday 12 September must follow the normal contribution submittal policies for working party meetings of the ITU, i.e., Delayed contributions must arrive at the TSB at least 7 days prior to the working party meeting (note that the deadline for White contributions has already passed).  For further details, see TSB Collective-letter 2/16 dated 6 June 1997.





Contributions for Q.15 will be numbered “Q15mXX”, where m is a single letter indicating the meeting number, (for this meeting, “b”), XX will be the assigned document number.  For file uploads, the format is “q15bXX.suf”, where suf will be the file type, .doc, .pdf, .txt etc., and MS Word (version 7 or earlier, not Word97) format with a .doc extension is preferred.  Numbers for these documents will be assigned by the rapporteur for Q.15 through an administrative assistant.  For this meeting that will be Ms. Elaine Alan of PictureTel Corp. Contributors of documents are requested to also bring at least 50 paper copies of their documents for distribution at the meeting (80 copies for joint contributions to multiple Questions).  In extraordinary circumstances in which electronic copies have not been uploaded to the ftp site at least 10 days prior to the meeting, 80 paper copies should be brought (100 for joint contributions).
