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Introduction


During the previous SG 16 meeting, the French proposal to extend the scope of H.323 on ISDN B channels and PSTN lines did not receive any objection. Some tests were performed in CNET labs. At least one currently available product work properly on B channels when configuration is made on a per call basis.


Situation





The following figure shows the configuration used for testing.
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The client/server configuration has to be determined before the call since PPP has not been designed to cope with this terminal to terminal situation. The IP address which was uded is a « dummy » address since the value doesn’ need to be unique. The two terminals need only to have different values.


Proposal


In order to provide worlwide H.323 operation on PSTN and ISDN, we need to agree on a standardised way of defining « dummy » IP addresses for PPP call set-up . This could be made by mapping a subset of the telephone number as IP adress (for intance the last 8 figures even if this could lead to some intercontinental failures) or to use random numbers on the server side.). It shoul be agreed that a called terminal shoul be set in the server mode.


Of course, changes to the current PPP procedures.should be avoided.


Concusion


This document proposes ways of connecting H.323 terminals on ISDN and POTS lines by using PPP. This should be the base for an Annex X to H.323. Procedures from V.108 (H.dispatch) should be used before trying to launch PPP.
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
