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INTRODUCTION





Working Party 2/TSAG (Work Programme) met from 1 to 4 July 1996 under the chairmanship of Mr. J.M. Fanjul, during the seventh TSAG meeting. The main issues dealt with were the revision of the Work Programme documents and the elaboration of the new draft Resolution 2, relative to the mandate of the Study Groups for the 1997-2000 Study Period. For that purpose, it was decided to carry out a two steps process consisting of the determination of the general Areas of Work of the Study Groups followed by the allocation of the draft new Questions to the SGs according to the agreed Areas above.





Annex 1 contains the draft agenda and allocation of the documents discussed during the meeting.





SUMMARY OF THE DISCUSSIONS





1.- Approval of the agenda





DT 378 was introduced by the Chairman as draft agenda for the meeting. The following modifications were proposed:





	- Add DT 376 and DT 373 to item 3 of the agenda.


	- Add DT 362 to item 3.1 of the agenda.


	- Change DT 358 by its new version, DT 377.


	- Add DT 379 to the last point under 4.2.


	- Include Add. 1 to DT 373 under item 5.


	- Include SG 14 under 4.2 and 4.3.





Having agreed the modifications above, the agenda was finally approved.





2.- Work Programme status report





Documents DT 327 and DT 329 were shortly introduced by the Chairman. They include the last updating of ITU-T work programme in the two familiar formats: on a SG by SG basis and by Standardization Areas. Any observations regarding the content of both documents can be sent to Mr. Cantero (TSB), who will implement the appropriate changes.





3.- Future Study Areas.  Open issues since last TSAG





DT 376, containing the report of TSAG/WP2 Correspondence Group was presented by the Chairman. The group has carried out its tasks by means of the exclusive use of EDH and has produced DT� 377, which includes a list of all the proposals for new questions in a tabled form. Information regarding the status, liaison and the associated standardization areas and domains is also provided. Furthermore, contributions on the ITU-T structure for TMN and Transmission Performance studies were also received. The prompt availability of all this information has allowed the group members to analyze the different alternatives, taking advantage of the period of time between the meetings.

3.4.- AVMMS





DT 347, presented by the Chairman of the JCG on AVMMS, offers several options for a potential new structure for Audiovisual/Multimedia studies in ITU-T. It was prepared as response to the request made by TSAG at the February 1996 meeting to prepare a proposal containing the different possibilities and questions that could be studied in a group for AVMMS. D.127 from NTT and D.126 of Japan propose the establishment of an AVMMS Study Group. The latter contribution identifies a set of Questions that could be studied by this new SG. As result of this new allocation of work in the AVMMS area, the Japanese contribution proposes to restructure SG 8, 14 and 15, by establishing a Telematics SG and a Transmission Facilities SG. Proposals for the allocation of the relevant Questions to these two latter SGs are also provided. Finally, DT 352 and DT 384 present the comments of SG 15 and SG 9 on this topic.





After some discussion on the different options, the idea of a new SG for AVMMS was supported, in line with the contribution in D.126, i.e. by restructuring SG 8, 14 and 15 and establishing SGs in the areas of AVMMS, Telematics and Transmission Facilities. It was decided to set up an ad-hoc group to prepare a definitive list of the questions to be dealt with by these latter SGs, by aligning the proposals in D.126 and DT 347. The list as agreed by the ad-hoc group can be found in TD 393.





TD 393 was now discussed within TSAG/WP2. Concerns were expressed by SG 15 about some of the coding Questions proposed to be placed under the new AVMMS, since their scope is broader than just AVMMS. SG 15 was also of the opinion that some of the SG 9 questions should be also transferred to the new AVMMS group, in order to address the convergence between telecommunications, broadcasting and entertainment.





Concerns of SG 15 were acknowledged by the meeting. It was therefore decided to go on with the proposals in TD 393 and to further refine the allocation of Questions under item 6 of the agenda. Along the same line, and in order to facilitate the coordinated development of other AVMMS related studies in other SGs, it was agreed that the new AVMMS group becomes the leading Study Group for AVMMS in ITU-T.





Last, it was agreed that TSAG will examine the developments of the AVMMS studies during the next Study Period and will take the necessary measures to ensure the convergence between the AVMMS studies developed in the areas of Telecommunications, Broadcasting and Entertainment.





The final allocation of Questions between the AVMMS (now renamed "Multimedia", Telematics and Transport Study Groups was carried out within an ad-hoc group chaired by Mr. Yamashita (Chairman of the JCG on AVMMS). The report of this group can be found in DT 409. Text intended to be included in Annex A of Resolution 2 was also provided in this report.

PART 1: GENERAL AREAS OF STUDY.





Study Group 2 - Network and service operation





Responsible for studies relating to:





	- PSTN based, ISDN(s), mobile and UPT services, their definition, principles of their interworking and relevant user quality of service (QoS).





	- Network operations including routing, numbering, network management and service quality of networks (traffic engineering, operational performance and service measurements)





	- human factors





Study Group 3 - Tariff and Accounting principles including related telecommunications economic and policy issues





	Responsible for studies relating to tariff and accounting principles for international telecommunication services and study of related telecommunication economic and policy issues





Study Group 4 - TMN and network maintenance





	Responsible for Telecommunication Management Network (TMN) studies. Additionally responsible for studies relating to maintenance of networks, including their constituent parts, identifying needed maintenance mechanisms and for applications of specific maintenance mechanisms provided by other study groups.





Study Group S - Protection against electromagnetic environment effects





	Responsible for studies relating to electromagnetic compatibility (EMC) of telecommunication systems that includes precautions to avoid hazard to human being.





Study Group 6 - Outside plant





	Responsible for studies relating to outside plant such as the construction, installation, jointing, terminating, protection from corrosion and others forms of damage from environment impact, except electromagnetic processes, of all types of cable for public telecommunications and associated structures.





Study Group 7 - Data networks and open system communications





	Responsible for studies relating to data communication networks, and for studies relating to the development of open system communications and to the application of open system communications including networking, message handling, directory, security and open distributed processing.





Study Group 8 - Characteristics of telematic terminals/services





	Responsible for studies of telematic terminal characteristics and related service aspects.





Study Group 9 - Television and sound transmission





	Responsible for studies of the specifications to be satisfied by telecommunication systems used for contribution, primary distribution and secondary distribution of video, audio and the associated data signals, related to television, sound programme and associated services, including interactive ones.





Study Group 10 - Languages and general software aspects for telecommunication systems





	Responsible for technical languages, the methods for their usage and other issues related to the software aspects of telecommunication systems.





Study Group 11 - Signalling requirements and protocols





	Responsible for studies relating to signalling requirements and protocols for telephone, N-ISDN, B-ISDN, UPT, mobile and multimedia communications.





Study Group 12 - End-to-end transmission performance of networks and terminals





	Responsible for studies concerning the end-to-end transmission performance of networks and terminals in relation with the perceived quality and the acceptance of text, speech and image signals by the users and for the related transmission implications.





Study Group 13 - General network aspects





	Responsible for studies relating to general network aspects and the initial studies of the impact of new system concepts with far-reaching consequences, including Broadband ISDN and Global Information Infrastructure studies, taking into account the functional responsibilities of other Study Groups.





Study Group 15 - Transport networks, systems and equipment





	Responsible for studies relating to transport networks, switching and transmission systems/equipment including the relevant signal processing aspects.





Study Group A - Multimedai Services and Systems





	Responsible for studies relating to Multimedia service definition and Multimedia systems, including the associated terminals, modems, protocols and signal processing.
