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A URL for RAS Requests





Overview


We believe that it is as important to define URLs for RAS requests as it is to define them for H.series calls. The most common use of a RAS URL would be to allow an endpoint to perform an LRQ to find the call setup information for the remote endpoint. Since it is not required that a H.323 call follow a successful LRQ, such a request really needs its own URL. 


But there are other uses for RAS URLs. For example, Web-based call control and management  has got a lot of attention lately, and it is very reasonable to suggest that BRQs and other RAS functions could profit from a Web Interface. The requirements for such RAS URLs are similar to those for more conversational URLs, as we have outlined them in APC-1273.


Since the top-level descriptor of a URL is meant to indicate a namespace, we suggest Ôras:Õ as the top-level descriptor, followed by the particular RAS verb. Two examples are:


ras:lrq://remote.server/gkId;destInfo;tokens


ras:brq://remote.server/gkId;confID;CRV;bw;callID;tokens


We are interested in the opinions of experts as to where this work should proceed. Details of a full specification, along the lines of APC-1273, can be easily supplied.
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
