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Gateway Registration


It is not clear from the text in H.323 how gateways register with gatekeepers.  At one time a gateway was expected to register separately for each WAN interface it could support.  Looking at the registration message, this seems to be different now.  Text needs to be added to section 7.2.2. to describe this.  However, as I don’t understand what is required I am not in a position to propose text.


Call Identifier Interaction with Version 1


As callIdentifier is now the main way of referencing a call, consideration needs to be given to how a version 1 and version 2 system interoperate.  i.e. if a version 1 endpoint calls into a version 2 endpoint, is it the responsibility of a version 2 endpoint to generate a callIdentifier prior to sending an ARQ to the gatekeeper, or is some other procedure used?  It is suggested that a paragraph similar to the following should be added to Section 7.5:


“When a version 1 endpoint calls a version 2 endpoint, it is the responsibility of the version 2 endpoint to generate a callIdentifier prior to sending ARQ to its gatekeeper.”


Small Issues


In the definitions section, the term H.245 Logical Channel should simply be Logical Channel.  This is because the text refers mainly to Logical Channels and not H.245 Logical Channels.  Also, the H.245 editor is happier with the term Logical Channel.


The definition of H.245 Logical channel says there is no relationship between a logical channel and a physical channel.  This seems a bit strange.  The last sentence of the definition should be removed.


As the term Network is now used instead of LAN, a definition for Network needs to be included, e.g. Network - Unless otherwise specified the term network applies to the packet based network that H.323 runs over.


7.2.2 mentions that RRQ authentication is for further study.  Is this still the case?
