As these documents were received during the meeting there was insufficient time to review the new drafts in detail.  However it was agreed to consider the new Draft of Y.1541 carefully and that attempts should be made to to allign Y.1541 and the work on H.mmclass.

N.B.  Two other liaisons were received during the joint meeting but it was not possible to discuss under Q.F.  Both were from SG12.

LS04-12 from Q.13/12 includes a draft of Rec. 1010 “End-user multimedia QoS categories” and notifies SG16 of the intention to work on a new Recommendation G.MMPERF.

LS06-12 includes text for draft new Recommendation G.1000 "Communications Quality of Service: A Framework and Definitions".

Both these will be discussed at a future meeting of Q.F.

AVD-2108 - Security for ETS [NCS]
This item was discussed under Q.G/16.  The relationship between the security techniques to be adopted in multimedia systems and general architecture and QoS architecture will be discussed at a later date jointly with Q.G/16 and Q.B/16.

H.mmclass  (Multimedia QoS Service classification)

AVD-2107- Allowable degradation of QoS for Emergency Telecommunications Service (ETS) [NCS]

This was discussed and it was agreed that the relevant ideas in the document on call quality should be captured in the first draft of H.mmclass.
AVD-2152 - Metrology proposal for Multimedia [France Telecom]

The contribution was discussed and it was agreed that the proposals, particularly those on modelling bursty packet loss should be incorporated into the draft of H.mmclass.

An editing group met to produce a first draft of H.mmclass.  This is contained in TD-31 and was presented and agreed by the meeting.

H.priority  (Techniques and procedures for controlling service priority)

AVD-2107 - Allowable degradation of QoS for Emergency Telecommunications Service (ETS) [NCS]

The contribution proposes a methodology for degrading call quality in a graceful way in emergency situations.  It was agreed to incorporate this proposal in the first draft of H.priority.

AVD-2108 - Security for ETS [NCS]

AVD-2106R2 - The Emergency Telecommunications Service in Next-Generation Networks [NCS]

This proposal was presented and it was agreed that the list of priority requirements for ETS in the contribution should be used as a check list in evolving H.priority.

AVD-2137 - Comments on H.QOS Service Priority [Delta]

It was agreed that the ideas in this contribution, particularly the levels of priority and method of service classification should be incorporated into draft H.priority.

An editing group met to produce a first draft of H.priority.  This is contained in TD-30 and was presented and agreed by the group.

Mr Folts (NCS) agreed to be editor of this document.

H.323 Annex N

No contributions.  However the relevance of AVD-2136 to AnnexN was noted.  The ssame approach proposed in in Draft H.GEF.4 for Service Class designations for H.323 Calls may also possibly form a basis for encoding Session and Media Stream Quality of Service.  The extension of this approach to H.245 signals in addition to H.225.0 would need to be considered.
