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Introduction:

This delayed contribution proposes an addition to H.248.19 to support a "User being viewed" indication.

Discussion:

During the February 2003 San Jose Question 3 meeting a comment was received that a package to indicate to a user when they were being viewed should be included in H.248.19. Accordingly Appendix I "Requirements" to H.248.19 General clause 14 lists the requirement for advanced floor control tones. It is seen that the indication of being viewed falls under this requirement and thus it is proposed to add the following package to clause 11 of H.248.19

11.3.5 Procedures

The MC sends signal indview/viewed to the MP to indicate to a participant of a conference that they are being viewed. Depending on the media type this indication may be a tone, an announcement, still or moving image.  The type of indication is provisioned on the MP. The MC sends signal indview/noviewer to the MP to indicate to a participant of a conference that they are no longer being viewed. This may have the effect that a tone or audio announcement is sent. For video it may have the effect that a new still or moving image is displayed or the previous one is removed.
