PRACTICAL INFORMATION

1. Electronic Meeting

This will be an electronic paperless meeting. LAN facilities will be provided. Participants are expected to bring in addition to their own computer equipment and peripherals, the following:
· Wireless LAN card

· Power converters (i.e. 240Vac/120Vac) if needed

· Plug adaptors for power and phones

2. Mains Power

Power in Australia is 240 Volts 50 Hz, no other plugs than Australian or New Zealand will fit the sockets so ensure you bring the appropriate converter.

3. Temperature

Melbourne enjoys a temperate maritime climate.  Marysville being in the mountains is usually a few degrees cooler than Melbourne. Nights can be cool throughout the year so some warm clothing is recommended.  In highland areas the weather can be changeable.  The warmest and driest season is generally January through April.

4. Exchange

Australian dollars are the local currency.  Overseas currency travellers cheques are cashable at banks and the airport. The Maryland does NOT provide a service to cash travellers cheques. 6. How to get to the meeting site

Please note the following visa requirement:

Anyone wanting to enter Australia must carry a valid passport or similar certificate of identification and everyone, except holders of Australian and New Zealand passports, requires a visa to enter Australia.

Australian Immigration require that you supply information about your first nights accommodation on your arrival form. Please have this information with you, not in your checked in luggage. This will minimise delays on arrival.

Marysville is approximately 2 hours from Melbourne airport. The travel options to Marysville include bus or rental car.

Country Bus Service– McKenzies operate a country bus service that departs from Spencer Street train station Melbourne to Marysville at a cost of $13.50 each way. Tickets can be purchased on the bus or at the country ticket counter at the station.
