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Background

From the last meetings, appendix of draft recommendation of H.IPTV-WBTM is described for IDL(Interface Description Language) description of WBTM, and made an additional suggestion for more informative description with an example program of WBTM implementation how WBTM capabilities can be shown in appendix VI.
