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Summary

1. Introduction
In the current HSTP.IPTV-3D, the metadata for IPTV-3D is recommended to be referred to SMPTE. However, since ITU-T already has ITU-T Rec. H.750, “Highlevel specification of metadata for IPTV services”, it is natural to expect HSTP.IPTV-3D to refer to this Recommendation.  The exact metadata elements should be studied in more detail to meet the requirements for 3D IPTV, and other sources than SMPTE should also be considered.
Moreover, since as the current requirements for metadata of 3D IPTV makes clear, it is important for the metadata to be able to distinguish between 2D and 3D content. This would entail that the service discovery mechanism has elements to distinguish these two services. Hence the current ITU-T Rec. H.770 should also be amended to optionally include 3D elements. 
2. Proposal
This contribution proposes to modify the current HSTP.IPTV-3D in the following manner:
(1) ITU-T Rec. H.750 and ITU-T Rec. H.770 be added in the References section.

(2) In  clause 7.4 Metadata, a reference to H.750 is to be inserted. Also mentions to other metadata from SDOs other than SMPTE should be added, especially those in the current Bibliography, such as DVB, as well as other relevant SDOs like ARIB.

(3) Work should be initiated to review and modify H.750 and H.770 to accommodate elements related to 3D IPTV.
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
