The purpose of this document is to provide information for the third meeting of the Joint Video Team (JVT) of the ITU-T Q.6/16 Video Coding Experts Group (VCEG) and the ISO/IEC JTC1/SC29/WG11 Moving Picture Experts Group (MPEG) to be held at the Hyatt Fair Lakes, Fairfax, Virginia, May 6 to May 10, 2002.
