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Introduction

In document JVT-G013, a fast mode decision for intra prediction is presented. For details, please see JVT-G013.  This document provides a cross-verification of the results presented in JVT-G013. 

Experimental Results
According to document JVT-G013, the proposed algorithm was implemented into JM6.1 provided by JVT. The test conditions are as follows:

a. MV search range is ±32 pels for QCIF, CIF, and ±64 for HDTV.

b. Hadamard transform is used.

c. RD optimization is enabled.

d. Reference frame number equals to 1.

e. CABAC is enabled.

f. MV resolution is ¼ pel.

g. ABT mode is disabled.

h. GOP structure is IPPP or IBBPBB.

In total 11 video sequences are tested, among which 5 are QCIF video and 7 are CIF. Complete results are shown in JVT-G026.xls.  

Conclusions

The performance of the fast mode decision for intra prediction presented in JVT-G013 was verified. The results show that the scheme presented in JVT-G013 can significantly reduce the computational time for I-frames (up to 65%), as well as overall computation time (up to 30%) with negligible changes in PSNR and bit rate.
