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Procedure to Develop Profiles and Levels

MPEG adopts the following procedure to define Profiles and Levels: 

A. Profile proposals are collected, through the following list of items for each Profile:

· Applications areas (notably new ones, that are enabled by the proposed Profile); 

· List of functionalities, compared to the closest existing Profile(s);

· List of tools in the Profile;

· Supporting companies; notice that these companies are also committing to doing the Conformance testing. 

B. When a proposal is mature, a decision will be made about its inclusion in the standard. Such a choice will be made on the basis of the following criteria:

· Identified functionality is not supported by already existing Profiles with an acceptable level of complexity;

· Avoid to name the profiles using names of applications;

· The added functionality provided by a new profile (e.g. increased efficiency) may involve the performance of verification tests, notably subjective testing. 

· Declared interest exists in the actual deployment of the Profile (or Level) in services and products by several companies;

· Level definitions available, if Levels will have to defined;

· Streams available to exercise all tools in the Profile and the full complexity of the Levels (if relevant);

· These streams have been checked by multiple, independent parties.
