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Charter: To consider memory access issues for intra prediction as raised by JVT-D026.

Contribution to this meeting, JVT-E040, proposes the prediction modes using reduced number of reference pixels comparing to the current ones. That enables parallel processing of 4x4 blocks. Two methods are presented having different trade off between complexity and performance. 
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
