The purpose of this document is to provide information for the thirteenth meeting of the Joint Video Team (JVT) of the ITU-T SG16 Q6 Video Coding Experts Group (VCEG) and the ISO/IEC JTC 1/SC 29/WG 11 Moving Picture Experts Group (MPEG) to be held in Palma de Mallorca, Spain, from 18-22 October 2004.  The JVT meeting is expected to run from approximately 2:00 pm on Monday, 18 October to 12:00 noon on Friday 22 October.  (Differing from recent JVT history, there will not be any meetings for JVT work on the week-ends before or after the main meetings.)  Participants should note that evening meeting sessions may be scheduled as necessary to complete the agenda, although evening meetings are expected not to be necessary for this meeting.

The meeting is hosted under the auspices of ISO/IEC JTC 1/SC 29/WG 11 (MPEG) at the kind invitation of MPEG’s Spanish National Body.  The meeting is held at the same time and venue as the 70th meeting of ISO/IEC JTC 1/SC 29/WG 11 (MPEG).
