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ABSTRACT

This contribution presents the progress of the work accomplished at the meetings of the collaborators for Q.11 during the interim period from the conclusion of the May 1999 SG16 meeting until the beginning of the February 2000 SG16 meeting.  This covers two Experts meetings, 3-4 August 1999 in Berlin Germany (in conjunction with Q.12-Q.15/16) and 19-20 October 1999 in Red Bank New Jersey USA (in conjunction with Q.12/16-Q.15/16) and the intervening work by correspondence.

Overview

There were two meetings of the ITU-T Experts Group for SG16/Q.11 during the interim period, both in conjunction with other SG16 question meetings.

The first meeting was held in Berlin Germinay in conjunction with experts from SG16 Q.12-Q.15.  Excellent arrangements were provided by Teles of Germany.  There were 11 collaborating experts attending the meeting and 14 contributions were presented.

The goals of this meeting were:

· Complete work on revision of H.224 to support Text conversation in H.320 systems

· Complete work on revision of H.230 and H.243 for support of MVC

· Complete the work on inclusion of MEPG-4 System in H.324 (addition of code points to H.245v6)

· Progress work on H.mml

In addition contributions were received for the following:

· proposal  to include G.722.1 Audio in H.324 and H.320

· Possible 16-bit Flag emulation in H.223 Annex A

The second meeting was held in Red Bank New Jersey USA 19-20 October 1999 in conjunction with experts from Q.12/16-Q.15/16.  Excellent arrangements were provided by Lucent Technologies.  There were 9 collaborating experts attending the meeting and 19 contributions were presented
