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Q.10/7 thank Q.3/16 for your liaison on TPDU codes used in T.123. Your liaison statement was discussed by Q.10/7 during the SG 7 meeting in March 2000. It has been noted that the Connection Negotiation Protocol (CNP) is designed for encapsulation within X.224 or for use as a stand-alone protocol over a reliable network connection, and the TPDU codes “0100 0111” and “0100 0110” are used in CNP Control TPDUs and CNP Data TPDUs respectively.  It is kindly recommended to Q.3/16 that the sentence “The TPDU code points of CNP will only be used within the context of T.120 communications when CNP is directly used as a stand-alone protocol entity in transport layer.” be added to the scope of Annex B, Extended transport connection in page 34 of Recommendation T.123.
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
