AVD-2093 is proposing to re-examine the entire set of MIBs and revise H.341 accordingly. There are several current implementations for both H.323 and H.320. Q3 will gauge the status of implementations by sending a message out to both SG16 mailing lists.

Contributions are solicited to progress this work. H.324 is on the work plan of Q.G.

Harmonization with Annex X/H.263

Q1-A12 was presented to a larger audience for information purposes. No feedback has been received to date on the existence of any implementation of the existing profiles. The profile level 1 defined in H.242 will remain as a new profile 1 of Annex X to insure H.320 backward compatibility.
