Subject: Message to the management team and the rapporteurs of SG 16

Dear Colleagues,

As agreed at the last SG meeting, we have to speed up the revision of our questions in order to have a consolidated set ready for the next SG meeting in January 2004.

This set will form the framework of our work for the next study period after approval at the WTSA-2004. In this procedure, we have to take into account the present trend to cover the migration towards so-called "ubiquitous network" under the NGN concept.

During the NGN-Workshop held in July, a number of standardisation issues to be addressed by the different SDO's and ITU-T SGs have been identified.

SG13 has analysed the outcome of the workshop and revised the NGN-2004 project description accordingly (see attachment). In addition as indicated in the SG13 chairman letter, SG13 has decided to set up a Joint Rapporteurs Group on NGN. We are encouraged to send NGN experts to participate to the the work of this group. Another decision is the creation of a new Y.2000 series of NGN-Related Recs.

As you can see from the different documents, the "NGN-Roadmap" contains a lot of important service aspects (architecture, API, mobility, etc....) which fall under the SG16 charter. Consequently we have to initiate the work in areas not covered so far and to improve the visibility of those NGN services aspects where we are already active.

Concerning the revision of the questions, I will with the assistance of the Vice-Chairmen and the TSB prepare a proposal for your consideration (you will receive it in about 3 weeks time).

In the meantime, since the NGN-2004 project is progressing very fast, I am kindly asking you to consider the documents attached and check the following for your question:

i) Does the existing question already covers NGN aspects? If yes which ones?

ii) Are they explicitly indicated? If no which amendments should be made?

iii) Are they new issues to be included in a revision of the question? If yes which ones?

iv) Are they new issues to be included into a new question? If yes which ones

For the rapporteurs who have the meeting next week in Paris, you are kindly requested to include the NGN item on your agenda and discuss the questions above with the participants.
