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Introduction

Over the last two days, Q.1 has extensively reviewed documents related to the call setup time improvements.  Most documents have been available in a timely fashion, and most technologies have been known for several months.  We believe, the meeting delegates and engineers back home had ample time to form their opinion about all the proposals.

Way forward

We suggest, that no formal shootout is necessary or even desirable.  Time is of essence in standardization, and on this topic perhaps more than on most other matters.  Therefore, we propose the following steps to be taken at this meeting:

1. Consider the technical evaluation done, until and unless substantially new information is presented.

2. Work under the assumption that additional proposals will only be accepted if they offer exceptional merits.  Based on the quality of the proposals presented, it is unlikely that such proposals are possible

3. Come to a conclusion of no more than two proposals at this meeting, by dropping and/or combining individual proposals.

4. If more than one proposal remains on the table after this meeting, require fully worked out drop-in proposals for the SG16 meeting in April.

Position statement
