3.3 Temperature

The temperatures in Ottawa in late August typically range from a high of 20 – 25 C to a low of 9 – 14 C.  It can be rainy at times, with the average August producing 11 days with more than 0.2 mm of rain.  Be prepared to bring an umbrella and a good jacket for the odd cold evening.

3.4 Exchange

Canadian Dollars (C$ or CAD) are the local currency.  There are currency exchange counters at the airport. Most commonly accepted cards are American Express, Bankcard, Diners Club, plus MasterCard and Visa and their affiliates.

Travelers who carry internationally recognized ATM/Credit cards can get a cash advance in Canadian dollars at Automated Teller Machines (ATMs) installed at airports, major hotels, department stores and tourist attractions.

Tax is added on good and services including food. Tax rate (including Federal and Provincial) is 14% in Ontario.
