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SG 12 have considered preliminary requirements and test methods for superwideband hands-free terminals, basing the exercise on the extension of current Requirements for wideband (P.341).

However we believe that neither the requirements nor the testing methods described are satisfactory for addressing this application. In fact, we believe that, due account shall be taken of the specific application with respect to the installation criteria, echo control provisions implemented in the terminal, and noise cancelling features, besides, suitable note shall be taken of the signals to be used in order to characterize the performances across the whole bandwidth. In this respect, we believe that essential information can be provided by the manufacturers of terminal equipment of this kind. 

Then, in order to quickly proceed with this work, we encourage those who have practical experience in superwideband and full bandwidth terminal characteristics to contribute to this activity in Study Group 12. If possible, SG 12 will provide some information to SG 16 after next meeting to be held in October 2007.
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
