1.  Introduction

The fourth Rapporteur meeting (Meeting “G”) of the ITU-T Multimedia Systems, Terminals and Data Conferencing Experts Group (Question 1/16) was held in Shenzhen, China during the week of 12-16 March 2007.  The meeting was chaired by the Q.1 Rapporteur, Patrick Luthi and the Q.1 Experts meeting took place specifically on 13-14 March 2007. Q.2, 3, 4, 5, 21, 22, 24, 25, 29/16 also met concurrently and joint sessions were held among all the Questions.

The major objectives of this meeting were set as follows:


- Progress of H.324 Annex text conversation


- Progress of H.324 topics relative to Annex K

- Progress revision of T.120 series



- Review of the items relative to H.320, H.324, T.120, H.310, etc.
Excellent arrangements were provided by the host organization, Huawei. The host provided details for the meeting facilities and invited experts to two well appreciated social and cultural events.

Q1-G14 was presented and Q.1 was pleased to hear that the IMTC was not aware of any existing implementations of T.140 and had no issues with Annex L going forward. Q.1 is planning to send a LS to the IMTC with the final text of Annex L once it is proposed for Consent.

Q1-G06 was presented and the experts accepted its content. The editor was asked to include the changes agreed at this meeting in a revised draft to be submitted as an Editor TD to the June-July meeting of SG16 for review.
4.4  H.324 Annex K clarifications and expected behaviours

Q1-G12 was presented and a discussion followed. Experts noted that it was expected to see a contribution on the resolution of issue 1, and accepted the addition of the proposed note as a resolution of issue 2. The editor was asked to submit a draft Amendment 2 as an Editor TD to the June-July meeting of SG16 for review.

Q1-G05 was briefly presented to remind Q.1 experts of the open issues recorded in past meetings.

Q1-G08 was presented and the experts accepted its content. The editor was asked to submit this draft as an Editor TD to the June-July meeting of SG16 for review.

Q1-G11 was presented and the experts accepted its content. The editor was asked to submit this draft as an Editor TD to the June-July meeting of SG16 for review. The changes from parenthesis to braces for what seemed to be constraints were questioned and will be clarified off-line with the ASN.1 project group. Draft T.135 will be adjusted at the upcoming SG16 meeting if needed.
