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1.  Introduction

The fifth Rapporteur meeting (Meeting “H”) of the ITU-T Multimedia Systems, Terminals and Data Conferencing Experts Group (Question 1/16) was held in Geneva, Switzerland during the week of 25-29 August 2008.  The meeting was chaired by the Q1 Rapporteur, Patrick Luthi and the Q1 Experts meeting took place specifically on 27-28 August 2008. Q2, 3, 4, 5, 12, 13, 21, 22, 24, 25, 29/16 also met concurrently and joint sessions were held among all the Questions.

The major objectives of this meeting were set as follows:


- Progress topics relative to multiple video streams FECC

   
- Progress H.324m topics relative to CS-IMS video interworking and clarifications to 

responses to messages not understood to the transmitter

- Progress revision of H.324 and H.320-series


- Review of the items relative to H.320, H.324, T.120, H.310, etc.
Excellent arrangements were provided by the host organization, ITU.

1.1  Organizational items

E-mail correspondences pertaining to the activities of this group are routinely conducted using the e-mail reflector currently hosted by the ITU (t05sg16avd@itu.int).  Those wishing to subscribe or unsubscribe to this email reflector should visit the ITU web page at: http://www.itu.int/TIES/

Members were reminded to make disclosures of known patents to the ITU Secretariat as defined in the IPR policy in a timely manner. To the question “does anyone has knowledge of patents or pending patent applications, the use of which may be required to implement Recommendations being considered?”, no answers were recorded.
1.2  Q.1 Document review

The list of meeting contributions was reviewed and approved (Q1-H00r1). We are pleased to note that almost all the documents for this meeting had been uploaded to the ftp site for the group by the submission deadline. Q1-H00r2 shows the additional documents produced during the meeting.
1.3  Review of the meeting agenda

The draft agenda Q1-H-TD2 was accepted however it was noted that small changes were made during the meeting.

1.4  Review of previous meeting report

The SG16 WP2 Report (Q1-H03) from the Geneva 22 April-02 May 2008 meeting was briefly reviewed.

1.5  Liaison statements and collaborative letters received

None at this meeting.
2.0  General Q.1 topics

2.1  Proposed H.281 changes for supporting multiple video streams
Q1-H05 was presented and a discussion followed. One concern was possible packet losses and their impact on the signalling of the video channel capability indicator described in the contribution. H.224 is an unreliable protocol, so any H.281 messages could be affected by packet loss not only the cap. There may be merits in studying a method to optionally make H.224 transport reliable. An other idea was to use a generic capability to improve robustness and the proponent thought that the current proposal, by keeping the changes in H.281 instead of adding a layer of signalling through H.245 and H.320 caps, had the advantage of keeping things simple. This work will progress in the interim period through correspondence with a plan of reviewing a final multiple streams FECC mechanism at the next meeting of SG16 in January-February 2009. Q1 appointed Mr. S. Botzko as editor of H.281 and asked him to start preparing a draft revised H.281 taking into account the new formatting requirements of the TSB.
2.2  Possible deletion of H.282, H.283 and T.136

Q1 Experts discussed the possibility to consider the deletion of H.282 and its associated transport protocols H.283 and T.136. This was briefly discussed at the last meeting of SG16 in April-May 2008, were it was felt, that since there was likely no deployed implementation of remote device control using H.282, these recommendations were only helping to confuse FECC implementers and the market. Even if A.8 allows a SG to start a deletion procedure, Q1 felt that they would wait for a contribution before moving in that direction and ensure that no Q1 experts was aware of any existing implementation of H.282.
3.0  H.320 Session

3.1  Proposed H.320 BAS codes for support of G.719
Q1-H04 was presented and Q1 experts accepted the proposed additions to support G.719 in H.320 systems. The H.320 editor was asked to incorporate the proposed changes accordingly.
3.2  Proposed draft revised H.230
Q1-H09 was presented and Q1 experts accepted the content of this draft. The editor was asked to include the changes agreed at this meeting in a revised draft to be submitted as an Editor TD to the January-February 2009 meeting of SG16 for review. 
4.0  H.324 Session

4.1  CS-IMS interworking with H.324 Annex K
Q1-H06 and Q1-H10 were presented and a discussion followed. Q1 experts thought that the solutions presented in the respective contributions had merits and were going in the right direction. However, a better understanding of end to end negotiation is needed to find an elegant method to achieve CS-IMS interworking without causing additional time constraints. It was felt that the solution outlined in Q1-H10, with a few modifications, may prove to be workable. However, Q1 experts agreed to not follow the proposal in the contributor’s note associated with Figure K.3 and K.5. A solution at the MOS level with a minimum impact on the existing protocol was thought to be worth further investigation. The proponents will work together in the interim period to progress this work and plan to submit one or more contributions describing an agreeable solution to the next meeting of SG16 in January-February 2009. After review, such solution would be incorporated in a draft revised H.324.
4.2  Proposed Clarification on SPC Transmission Timing in H.324 Annex K
Q1-H07 was presented and Q1 experts accepted the proposed changes to Annex K. The editor was asked to incorporate the proposed changes in H.324.
4.3  Proposed New H.324 Annex Clarifying Mandatory Signalling Entities
Q1-H08 was presented and the experts accepted the proposal for adding a new Annex M to H.324. 
Q1 drafted a LS to the IMTC containing the text of proposed new Annex M asking for their feedback. This LS is shown in Q1-H12r1 and the experts agreed to send it to the IMTC 3G-324M AG.
The editor was asked to incorporate the proposed changes, with some changes of editorial nature, in H.324.

4.3  Draft revised H.324

The editor was asked to include the changes agreed at this meeting in a revised draft and continue to progress the draft with a plan to be submit it as an Editor TD to the January-February 2009 meeting of SG16 for review.
5.0  T.120 Session
No contributions at this meeting.
6.0  H.310 Session

6.1  Draft new H.222.0 Amendment 3 (Transport of scalable video over ITU-T Rec. H.222.0)
Q1-H11 was presented and a discussion followed on whether the text was ready for Consent at the upcoming WP2 meeting on 5 September 2008. Q1 experts agreed that it was premature to Consent this draft at this point and would also like to ensure that Q6 video experts have a chance to comment on its content. It was noted that this amendment will be formally approved by ISO/IEC in the November timeframe. Q1 agreed to have draft Amd. 3 up for Consent, after review, at the next meeting of SG16 in January-February 2009.
