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1.  Introduction

The third Rapporteur meeting of the ITU-T Multimedia Systems, Terminals and Data Conferencing Experts Group (Question 1/16) was held in Andover, Massachusetts, USA during the week of 18-22 July 2011.  The meeting was chaired by the Q1 Rapporteur, Patrick Luthi and the Q1 Experts meeting took place specifically on 20-21 July 2011. Q2, 3, 4, 5, 12, 21, 22, 25/16 also met concurrently and joint sessions were held among all the Questions.

The major objectives of this meeting were set as follows:


- Progress topics relative to scalable video coding (SVC) support in H.241/H.32x


- Review of recommendations of the SVC Signaling AHG


- Progress revision of H.239 and H.241

- Review of the items relative to H.320, H.324, T.120, H.310, etc.
Excellent arrangements were provided by the host organization, Polycom.

1.1  Organizational items

Members were reminded to make disclosures of known patents to the ITU Secretariat as defined in the IPR policy in a timely manner. To the question “does anyone have knowledge of patents or pending patent applications, the use of which may be required to implement Recommendations being considered?”, no answers were recorded.
1.2  Q1 Document review

The list of meeting contributions was reviewed and approved (Q1-K00r1). We are pleased to note that all the documents for this meeting had been uploaded to the ftp site for the group by the submission deadline. Q1-K00r2 shows the additional documents produced during the meeting.
1.3  Review of the meeting agenda

The draft agenda Q1-K-TD2 was accepted however it was noted that small changes were made during the meeting.

The SG16 WP2 Report (Q1-K03) from the Geneva, 14-25 March 2011 meeting was briefly reviewed.

2.0  General Q1 topics

2.1  H.241 Support for H.264 Annex G (SVC) signalling

Q1-K04 was presented and the proposed text was carefully reviewed. Experts made several comments requesting changes to make some of the text normative (by, for example, changing the word “is” to “shall” in a few instances). A discussion took place about eliminating the cancelSVCmodeRequest/Response messages and it was agreed to remove those messages. These changes appear in Q1-K04r2 and Q1 experts agreed that this text would be integrated in revised H.241. It was recommended that the Editor replaces the text “RFC 3984's interleaved mode” by “interleaved mode of RFC 3984” in H.241 when preparing the revised H.241 draft. The Editor was asked to submit a draft revised H.241 as an input TD to the next meeting of SG16 in November. A discussion took place about a potential compatibility problem between the current and revised versions of H.241 because of RFC 3984 being updated by RFC 6184. This was further discussed during the joint Q1 and Q2 session.
Q1-K05 was presented and it was noted that the references to the SVC and revised H.264 (RFC 3984bis) packetization RFCs could be formally made in draft revised H.241 as the IETF had published RFC6190 and RFC6184 respectively. Q1 agreed to conclude the work of the SVC signalling AHG.

7.0  Items considered in joint sessions

7.1  Joint Q1 and Q2 session
7.1.1  H.241 Support for H.264 Annex G (SVC) signaling

Q1-K04 (AVD-4136) was presented and a discussion followed on the issue of updating RFC 3984 with the new H.264 packetization RFC 6184. The group thought that referencing the new RFC would not cause any backward compatibility problem with currently deployed implementations, but asked the Editor to carefully review the impact of such change when updating the references in draft revised H.241. It was suggested that, if necessary, a note could be added to say that in a previous version of the Recommendation, RFC 3984 was used instead of RFC 6184. This will be discussed again when reviewing draft revised H.241 at the next meeting of SG16 in November to ensure interoperability between the different versions of H.241 is guaranteed.
7.1.2  draft document on Conformance and Interoperability Testing (CIT) needs for review and comment by the SGs
Q1-K06 (AVD-4141), a LS from JCA-|CIT, and Q1-K07 (AVD-4148), a reply LS from WP4/11, were presented and a discussion followed. It was noted that it was important to understand the freedom of the SG for defining CIT implication criteria and carefully choose those criteria as they apply to Recommendations under the responsibility of SG16. It was also noted that it was important to understand if the CIT implication would apply to new, revised and/or existing “mature” Recommendations. 
7.2  Joint Q1 and Q2, 5, 12 session
7.2.1  LS from IMTC work on SIP features parity with H.323
Q1-K08 (AVD-4155) was presented and a discussion followed. The group welcomed the work of IMTC and thought that the documents seemed mature and looked like the right direction to achieve the desired parity with H.323. Comments were made about the possible interest of IMTC to progress H.323-SIP interworking and possibly propose enhancements to H.246. It was mentioned that the document on Role-Based Video Stream could be referenced and/or included in an upcoming revision of H.239. The group agreed to draft a Reply LS to send to the IMTC SIP Parity AG. The LS was reviewed and agreed and the text can be found in Q1-K10.
7.2.2  Capability Exchange within AMS
Q1-K09 (AVD-4132) was briefly presented and a short discussion followed. One comment was made about using the terminology of H.239 for the roles (live and presentation). More details can be found in the Q12/16 meeting report.
