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Introduction

This Network Adaptation Layer adhoc group was established to address network specific aspects in the standardization for H.26L. Key mandates are the identification of relevant networks and applications as well as the definition of network appropriate interfaces.

Status/Activities

No documentation  is available up to this point. However, the concept of separating video efficiency aspects and network aspects has been introduced in the TML test software. The NAL for IP interfaces and for H.324/H.223 is specified. Additionally, there was a brief note on the reflector about a conceptual problem regarding the delay of the current NAL specification.

For this meeting the following NAL related documents are registered:

· VCEG-L26 discusses the mentioned delay problem and some ambiguities in the conceptual framework and the current test software TML5.2,

· VCEG-L30 addresses some aspects about coding policies and level and profile definitions,

· VCEG-L18 mentions some further necessities like error robustness and network friendliness  

Expected Outcome of the Meeting

Due to the little interest in network specific aspects it seems to be more appropriate to integrate the network aspects into the H.26L adhoc group or the software development adhoc group. However, relevant networks and applications should be considered in the standardization of H.26L. Only if the group agrees on the relevance of these efforts this adhoc group should be continued.
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
