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While H.264 has improved coding efficiency significantly as compared to earlier video compression standards, we believe that further improvements to coding efficiency can be achieved with extensions to the H.264 standard, which fit into the general H.264 framework.  Additional improvements in coding efficiency are highly desirable for bandwidth-constrained environments, such as DSL, in order to support additional channels, especially high definition channels.  

We propose that an extension to the H.264 coding standard be developed which includes additional tools to improve coding efficiency.   
The Reduced Resolution Update (RRU) tool, [1], [2], [3], has been previously proposed to VCEG.  We support its inclusion in a coding efficiency extension to H.264.  Of particular interest is the RRU’s ability to provide an improvement in coding efficiency with little if any increase in decoder complexity.
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
